The Doctrine of Chances.

Kditors of Dispaich: In yonr issue. of
to-day you guote an extract from the Popu-
lar Science Monihly uuder the above head-
ing which is caleulated to'do more or less
dumage to men’s religious convictions.
Tt is a peculiarity of this age that every-
thing that is spoken in the name of science
becomes the fetish of popular superstition,
and it iz the peculiarity of the Fopular
Science Monthly to avail itself of this fuct
to propagate on every possible oceasion the
nonsense of Auguste Comte under the
name of science. A Positivist may con-
sider it a very comfortable doctrine to say
that ¢if man were immortal he would be
certain of seeing the day when every-
thing be bad trusted in should be-
tray- his trust, and, in short, of
coming eventually to hopeless misery.”
«In the place. oi this we have denth.”
We could not conceive of anything so cal-
culated to shock the Cbristisn world. 1t is
as complete un inversion of our established
ideas of life and death as anytbing well
could be. In the place of life as an era of
consistent aims and purposes, terminating
in the entrance into a higher world, it re-
presents anan as a mere inert object, subject
to the Iaws of ehanee, and finally flung into
an abyss to avoid being made hopelessly
miserable. i .

Sueh an absurd doctrine, fortunately, is
caleulated to attract few believers; but
since it is set forth in the name o! seclence,
it is proper to say that science says no such
thing.

1f man indeed were, as the Positivist as-
serts, a mere object wherein the forces oi
pature displayed themselves, such a thing,
might be true, but we have no positive
knowledge upon this point. The doctrine
of chances bas never been [ully developed
except upon sssumption. We do not know
the limiting ageuncies in all cases, and with-
out a knowledge ol these there can be no
absolute mathematical expression. To illus-
trate: The unrestricted theory of chance
may say that in a given number of times
the player of poker may hold six aces, yet
there are only four in a pack of curds.
This limits the chances, and the expres-
sion, to Le of value, must include thut
fact in the statement of the problem.
So in matters effecting human life no state-
ment on the doctrine of chance is possible
that dovs not tuke cognizance of the actual
limitation. Now, no man kpows what these
are. The deduction of the learned editor
is only correct on the assumption that man
exists subjectively to the universe. Then,
of course, it makes no difference what the
limitatioas are, for they would be at the
boundary of all possible events, and man
would be finally crushed somehow. Yet,
as I said before, this is purely an assump-
tion of the Positivists, with which science
has nothing whatever to do. One cannot
help feeling a contempt for a sclentific man
who thus attempts to pslm off’ his religious
opinions as science. It out-Jaspers Jasper.

The law of chance is a geometric curve of
varying forr, according to sbe primary ele
ments from which it is projected. Upon
the introduction of a new element after the
curve is started it is destroyed utterly.
From that point the carve has to be recon-
structed anew. Now, if we attempted to
express a series of chances of buman life,
such as is indicated by the talented editor
of the Popular Science Monthly, we would
need an assuranee that the object be de-
prived of any freedom of action. Suppos-
ing we could obtain an integration of the
upiverse, the man would be bound to con-
fine his action withmn this limit. If
he should originate any idea, or ex-
ert any inherent force, and by so do-
ing in eftect bring mew elements into
the problem, the expression would
fuil to the ground. Thus we see this appa-
rently innocent article1s e stab at the free
agency of man and at the power and im-
mortality of the soul. If tbe doctrine of
positivism be trutb, then the article in ques-
tion is undoubtedly trutbful, Man in time
would be erushed, and his soul fall before
the chance impact of matter. But if the
dectrine of Christianity be true, man by the
inberent power of his soul would defeat
every combination of chance, and ride
through the war of elements to a triomph-
ant immortality. Seience says this much,
but does not say which theory i3 correct.
That is us yet, and probably will be forever,
a matter of faith, Respectfully,

From Buchanan to Lexington is not as
easy-going as from Christiansburg to Bu-
chanan. That famous plank-road, which was
to have been so superior to macadamizing,
is a dream of the past., Never was there a
greatep blunder. Rockbridge has bad bad
luck with her public highways. Many cuts,
tills, and culverts mark the course of what
was intended Lo be the Vailey raiiroad, but
the work lies wasting in the weather and
utterly useless, Long years ago the planks
rotted on ber great plank-road, and now a
mud pike is her heritage.

Bat we leave the plank-road a few miles
from Buchanan to go by tire Natural Bridge,
nowadays an exjensive curiosity. A dol-
lar a look s a/l the proprietors charge visit-
ots, unless you stop at their hotel, then you
pay only tifty cents,

From here, instesd of taking the direct
| road to Lexington, wemske a detour to the
right ever an excetlent road, which follows
a high ridge overlooking on the right, and
in {froat the JamesRiver valley and the vak
leys-of Nortk river and South river.

The following is an extract from a letter
from the wife 6f the pastor of the Presby-
terian ehurch at Holly Springs, Miss., 1o a
refugee Iriend now in this city :
We secm here to dwell in * the walley of
the shadow of death,”” Mr. Craig has been
sick for twentv-seven days. He can never
be any nearer the grave until he is laid in
it. He does not remember anything that
oceurred for two weeks, and I have had to
tell him httle by little of the Joug list of
loved ones and lost ones. 1 have had quite
a hospital. Miss C. is down in one room
and Mr. S. in the parlor. I have no one to
help me; can get no one. The two nurses
are busy with the sick, * * * I know
vou all do feel for us, but you can never
know all the painful story—the terrible
physieal suffering; these mournful, unat-
tended burials; the sad stillness of death
and desolation that prevails. Ob, it is be-
yond the power of words to deseribe. * *
Some (a great many) have died in unutter-
able agony and wild delirium; others bhave
gone down step by step luto the Jordan,
leaving sweet echoes as they passed out of
sight. Dr. Frank Fennell died in tbe coun-
try, almost entirely neglected. Dr. William
Kennell attended him, and with one other
person buried him in the night. To-day
Dr. William Fennell was brought to town
and buried. General Featherstone is better.
He moved to the cpuntry. His son Win-
tield died, and then Mrs. Feutherstone.
Both were coffined and buried nt 2 o’clock
at night by strange hands. * x ¥
You can perhaps imagine how lonely T am
when 1 tell you that T am the only lady be-
tween your bouse and Mr. N.’s, one way,
and Dr. D.’s and the Me. place on the other
(fully a mile). I seldom seea white face ex-
cept the doetor’s, Sometimes I sit out on
the front porch and cry—so much that is
sad around me, and my utter powerlessness
to help oversvhelms me.

THE Go0CHLAND - MUurDER—BMR. HENLY.
IDENTIFIES 'THR MAN ARRESTED BY' SER-
eeANT Harn.—Saturday night last Sergennt
Hall, after a search of several weeks; ar-
rested on Byrd Island 2 colored man named
William Brown on the charge of baving
been engaged in the murder of Mrs: Drin-
nard and the robbery of Mr. Henly’s stere.
The accused was committed to jail to await
Jidentification. Yesterday Mr. Henly: came
to Richmond, and in company with Ser-
geant Hall visited the prisoner.

Mr. Healy” was convinced thbat the pris-
oner is one of the guilty parties. ¥When
arreated. or soon' thereafter, -Brown (or
Charles Wingfield, as he now calls himself)
told the Sergeant that be knew Mr, Ienly;
that ke bad frequently been in his store
when they both resided in Powhatan, and
that he had also been in Henly’s store after
the lutter removed to Goochiand. Yester-
day he pretended not to recognize Mr.
Henly. - g

.Brown at one time acted as a substitute
for one of the drivers of the packet-boat
line.

He states
that Mrs. Henly will, when she sees Drown,
probably be able to settle that guestion deti-
nitely.
