WEATHER REPORT.
Synopsis for tith Past Twenty-Four

Hours.. Washington, October 8..The ba¬
rometer has risen slightly, but fallen again,
in the southern States, and Is highest off
the North Carolina const. The pressure lifts
fallen decidedly in %the Upper Lakes and
Northwest, where it is now lowest. It has
also fallen in the Ohio and Mississippi val¬
leys. Southeast winds prevail, with partly
cloudy weather, in the South Atlantic States,
but with numerous rains in the Gulf States.

indications for To-Day..For the Mid¬
dle States, southeast to southwest winds,
falling barometer, warmer and partly cloudy
weather, snd possibly rain.
For the South Atlantic States, northeast

to southeast winds, stationary or falling ba¬
rometer, warmer followed by cooler, partly
cloudy, and rainy weatlfer.

The Corcoran* Picture.Models for the
Leh Statue.Joe Johnston..The work of
hanging on the north wall of the Senate
chamber the picture representing the storm¬
ing of a redoubt at Yorktown was com¬
menced yesterday and will be completed to-
d;iy. The picture, as a combination of glit¬
tering swords and bayonets, bright uniforms
and high colors, is a success. But the artist
was probably not present at that fight.or
at any other.and knew little of war. Still
it must be a fine thing, for it cost Mr. Cor¬
coran, the generous donor, r»ix or seven
thousand dollars.
The third Monday in this month is set for

the opening of the models of the equestrian
statue of General It. E. Lee. One sculptor
has sent here his model. Some others will
be forthcoming in due time; but the sculp¬
tors who sent models here last year were
rather disgusted with the treatment they
received, and some of them declare that they
will not expose themselves to the like again.

Hunter treasurer.are invested in Slate
bonds.

ston by Elder, having received some- im¬

! restored to the State Library. It is the ob-
! jee.t of admiration of such visitors as have

eyes strong enough to see it in the bad light
in which it is unavoidably placed.
The Board of Public Works held a meet¬

ing yesterday, and heard the views of a

large* number of railroad officials in rela¬
tion to the assessments of railroad property.
After a full conference, it was agreed that
the railroad companies should be taxed on
the basis of last year's assessments.
The Governor yesterday refused to par¬

don Koyall Haxall (colored), convicted at
the Inst April term o? the Hustings Court
of Manchester of conspiracy with oneJames
E. Jones to convict one Sally Cousins of
petit larceny, and sentenced by Judge Clop-
ton to imprisonment in jail for twelve
months and to pay a line of §5.

Persons who are entitled to be regis¬
tered and who desire to vote at the ap¬
proaching election would do well to note
the fact that they must be registered on the
26th instant. This applies to persons who
have become of age since last registration,
persons who have moved into the city or
from one ward to another. Registrars can
now get their books, &c., by calling on the
Judge of tbc Hustings' Court.

Timely Worrfu of Admonition and
Appeal.

MEETING OF THE CONSERVATIVE STATE
COMMITTEE LAST NIGHT.AN ADDRESS
TO 1 HE CONSERVATIVE PEOPLE ADOPT*-
ED-THE NECESSITY FOR MAINTAINING
THE UNITY OF THE PARTY URGED AND
INDEPENDENT CANDIDATES DISCOUN¬
TENANCED.

A meeting of the State Conservative Com¬
mittee was held last night at the Exchange
Hotel, Hon. John T. Lovell. the chairman,
presiding. An address prepared by Hon.'
John L. Marye at the suggestion of the
Chairman, who was prevented by sickness
and absence from home from undertaking
this duty himself, was submitted to the
Committee, discussed, and adopted in the
form following, after which the committee
adjourned:
ADDRESS OP THE STATE CENTRAL COMMITTER
OF THE CONSERVATIVE PARTY OF VIR¬
GINIA.

Richmond. October 8, 1878.
To the Voters of the Conservative Party of

Virginia :

On the first Tuesday of November next
the election will be held for representatives
in Congress from your respective districts.
The considerations which shonld impel you
to give an earnest and united support to the
duly nominated candidates of your party
in this election are urgent and imperative.
The people of Virginia have always taken
a deep interest in the conduct of the Fed¬
eral Government, and in the better davs of
the Republic exerted a conspicuous influ-
cuce in its legislation. Virginia partici¬
pated in Federal politics chicfly because of
her patriotic desire to keep the action of the
General Government within its constitu¬
tional sphere; and while the Federal legis¬
lation bore injuriously in some respects
upon her material interests, she sudcred
this injustice out of sincere devotion to
the Union. Since the late civil war the in¬
jurious effect of Federal legislation upon
the prosperity of Virginia lias increased to
an oppressive degree. By the extravagauce
and corruption of

TnE RADICAL PARTY,

which held undisputed sway in all depart¬
ments of the Government from 18GL to 1874,
the national expenditures were swollen to
an intolerable amount; and while Virginia
was allowed to receive but a trifling benefit
from public expenditures in works of in¬
ternal improvements, and nothing from the
enormous subsidies lavished upon the trade
and industries of other States, she has been
compelled to bear the most unjust and bur¬
densome exactions of Federal taxation.
By unjust discriminations iu the internal-
revenue system Virginia has been com¬

pelled to pay larger taxes upon the staple
products of her soil than arc gathered from
ail the New England States combined. The
West has suffered similar injustice with the
SouLh in this matter. These abuses of
power by the Radical party, added to its
flagrant tyranny over southern States in
denying to them the right of local self-gov¬
ernment, aroused popular indignation and
led in 1874 to the instalment of the Demo¬
cratic party in power in the House of Rep¬
resentatives. This popular revolt against
Radical wrong-doing did not stop there,
but the revolution progressed until the au¬

spicious result has been reached.that a

majority of Democratic senators will assume
control of the United States Senate in .March,
1S79.

THE RESTORATION OF VIRGINIA

and her sister southern States to their right¬
ful position in the Federal Union, and the
just distribution of the burdens and bene-
tits of the Union among all the States, can

only be consummated by the complete over¬
throw of the Radical party and the return
of all departments of the Government to
Democratic control. The history of national
parties in our country during the eveutful
years since the war has demonstrated that
the conservative people of Virginia must
look to the National Democratic party as

their only true and efficient ally in the great
contest now pending for equality of right
and benefit under the Federal Union, and
for the permanent restoration of constitu¬
tional principles in the conduct of national
affairs.

Some of
these oflice-seekers ask you to betray your
