A Horrible Panic at a Theatre.
Liverpool, October 12..During the per¬

formance last night at the Colosseum
Theatre, which is now used as a music-
hall, a tight occurred under the gallery.
The audience hearing, but unable to
see, the disturbance, became alarmed.
A cry of tire was raised, when a ter¬
rible panic ensued, people rushing for
the doors and sliding down the pillars of
the gallery on the heads of tbe occupants of
tbe pit. A post impeded exit. Thirty-five
men and lads and two women were suffo¬
cated. Many persons were severely injured.
The fire-engines and fire-escapes arrived

on the ground, and the firemen, joining the
police, entered the building to'reSssure the
people. The manager of the theatre upon
the first alarm ru>hed into the pit from the
entrance and shouted to the audience to re

main quiet, but all bis efforts were ineffec¬
tual until the theatre had been nearly

i cleared, when the dead and injured were
carried to the Royal Infirmary. Two of
the dead were women, three were boys, and
thirtv-two were strong, able-bodied men of
the laboring class.
