To-day Was our regular County-Court
day and a great occasion in our political an-
haie. Early in fhe morning the sovereigns
began to come D, and continued coming
antil about noon, At 11 o’clock the court
adjourned until late in the evening to give
the people the use of the court-rouse.

The meeling. Was tbereupon called to
order by Mr. J. B. Brown, county superin-
tendent, and Judge J. C. Redd was chosen
chairman, and Mr. Edmund Waddill, Jr.,
speretary.
‘ l‘?fr;:' discussion was opened :fbout half-past
110'clock by General Joseph E. Johnston in
a speech of five minutes, {u which he stated
{hat in consequence of a very severe attack
of sore-throat he was unabie to speak longer,
and vers much rearetted it.

The chairman then introduced Coloncl
w. W. Newman, who occupied an Lour in
{he presentation of bis views,

The Chairman next introduced Major
Jobn W. Daniel, of Lynchburg, in very
complimentary terms. ‘The Major came to
the front amid deafening cheers, and for
upwards of an hour held the audience’s at-
tention. He took the ground that it was to
the interest of every one to support General
Jolmston, and suceceded in proving it to
many of our people who were in doubt on
the subject. His speech was a tellinz oue,
and will certmnly count ou the day of elee-
tion. lie was repeatedly interrupted by
jone and deafening cheers, and many of our
oldest citizens declared that they had never
heard such an etfort before. He closed in a
most cloquent appeal, ealling upon every
man of every class to stand by the great
pero and standard-bearer. i

The Major was followed by Dr. Monteiro
on Lebalf of Colonal Newman, and Le by
Dr. Quesenberry on Leball of General John-
ston, who w= then followed by Dr. Chiles
on hehalf of Colonel Newman, and the dis-
cussion was closed by Major W. F. C. Greg-
ory on behalf of General Johnston.

All of these gentlemen acquitted them-
selves well and made good specches.  Cap-
tain George D. Wise was also to have spoken
for General Johnston, but to the regret of
1he entire audienee was compelled to leave
hefore the time 1o speak.

Evervibing passed off quietly and in the
most friendiy manper. Everybody was
duly sober (entirely too much so for the
Lotel-keepers), and paid striet attention to
all the speakers, and will, 1 think, pretty
ceneraliv show their appreciation of them
by voting for the General on the day of
cleetion. .

Trial of James Lyons.

The case of James Lyons, watchman at
staunton-LRiver bridge, charged with the
wmurder of Thomas Rosser, engineer of the
steamboat Nellie, wis ealled on Tuesday the
sthinstant. ‘The principal facts, which are
wsenerally known to our readers, are as fol-
lows: On the night of Saturday, August
10, Rosser left the saloon at Roanoke station
for his hoat, thea Iying at the wharf some
three guarters of a mile distant, and, 1t ap-
pears, some words passed with Lyons ab his
house, near the bridge. The fireman of the
Loat was subsefjuently aroused by Lyons,
whom Le found standing over Rosser’s dead
Lody, and who stated that Rosser had as-
siiléd Dim with opprobrious words and
stones; that he bad retreated to his bouse,
and fearing for his hfe, had shot a pistol,
whieh shot killed bim.

At the inquest on the following day thir-
teen marks of stones, apparently tired at the
house, were discovered, and on examina-
tion betore Justices Dickerson and Gaines
and a jury of twelve, the Killing was ad-
judged justitiable, and Lyons discharged.
A brother of the decensed man subsequently
arrived, new evidence was produced, a col-
ored witness swore Lyons endeavored to
induce him to aid in throwing the body into
the river, and he was relirrested, indicted,
and tried. Aun important part of the evi-
dence were the statements of Lyons him-
self on the very night of the homicide, and
concerning which the principal witness,
Coleman Phelps, the colored fireman of the
boat, seemed to have made ditferent state-
ments,

The defence was ably conducted by Judge
II. 1. Marsball and Wood Bouldin, of
Richmond, 1. R, Watkins and M. M. Mar-
tin. of this villaze. 'The prosecution was
conducted by William H. Woods, Common-
wealth’s altorney, in a very fair and highly
creditable manner. It was no light task to
reply to the four able arguwments of the
learned counsel for the defence. The trial
lasted three daye, and the jury were tinally
unavle to agree upon a verdict. We learn
ten were for nequittal and two for one year
in the penitentiary. At the request of
counsel, Judge Bouldin assigned the new
trial for the December term, The prisoner
was dizebarged on £500 bail, Mr, Denis Mc-
Namara being security.— Charlotte (Va.)
Gazetle.

The Late General Ward.
Geoeral William T. Ward, one of Ken-
tucky’s bravest and most patriotic men,
died at his bome in Greensburg, Ky., at 7
o’clock yesterday morning from the effects
of a paralytic stroke.

Iie was born in Amelia county, Va., Au-
cust 9, 1308, He came to Kentucky with
his famwily when he was only six years ol
age, and settled in Green county. After
wraduating at St. Mary’s College, at Leba-
non, he begun the practice of law and
continued in the profession until 1846,
when he went to Mexico as major of
the Fourth Kentucky infautry. General
John S, Williams was the colonel of the
regiment and General William Preston
was the licutenant-colonel, e entered the
City of Mexico with General Scott, After
the Mexican war he resumed the practice
of law in Greensburg, and in 1850-'51 rep-
resented his district in Congress. After
his return from Congress he continued the
praetice of his profession until the late war,
when he was commissioned as a brigadier
ceneral, and formed a camp at Greensburg
in September, 1861, and orgapnized the
wrigade composed of the Eleventh, Twenty-
tirst, and “"T'wenty-second Kentucky infan-
try. Afterward he wus in command of a
brigade in the Nineteenth Army Corps, and
was severely wounded at Resaca, Ga., in
charging upon and capturing the rebel
fortitications and batterv in 1864,

Soon after this attack he was placed in
command of the Third division of the
T'wentieth Armv Corps, whith command
he held during the advance on:Atlanta and
Sherman’s -march through to-tlie sea. At
the close of the war be resumed the practice
of law in Louisville, He remained in Lou-
isville until early in 1876, when his health
began to fail bim from age and the effect of
bis wounds, He I.s had’ several attacks
partaking of the nature of pnrg‘!yglg,,which\
partially affected  his wind apd’ speech,
The culminating ‘attack ~commenced last
Monday, and since. that time be has
remained in an unconscious and speechless
condition, but during the past few days at
times . he appeared o -un nd a few
words which were addressed to him. His
funeral will take placg at Gm‘engﬁu;&. He
lenyes a wife and seven ehildren—Colonel
Jobn H. Ward and O. T."'Ward, both prac-
ticing lawyers ol ‘this city; Captain E. W.
Ward, of the regular army ;. Will E, Ward,
who I8 engaged in the. al.eﬁﬁﬂtalillg business
in thig city, snd three married Gaughters.—

PANIO IN' A LYNCBBURG  CHURCH DURING A
WEDDING AND MANY PERSONS KILLED.

LYNCHBURG, V., October 16.—A most
terrible and heartrending scene oceurred in
this eity to-night on the occasion of a war-
riage ceremony at the Court-Street colored
Baptist church, which was packed to its
utmost capacity.

A fall of plastering alarmed the crowd,
who became panic-stricken, jumping from
the second- and third-story windows, kill-
ing and wounding many.

The dead bodies of ten women have been
identitied. '

The wounded are being carried te their
places of residence.

Impossible yet to ascertain the number
injured.

Ly~CHBURG, October 16.—The wounded
from the Colored Daptist-Church disaster
have all been removed to their places of
residence except three, lying in the build-
ing sapposed to be in a dying condition.

‘The following bodies have been identi-
fled: Maria Wilson, Yirginia Robinson,.
Maria’ Ransom, Mollie Ward, Mary Henry,
Emma Brown, and Arena Cox. The bodies
of two women lying in the yord are vm-
known. ;

The fire department, military, and police
are on duty, and crowds of white citizens
are rendering every assistance possible, but
the colored people scem perfectly horror-
stricken. Many of the wounded, it is ex-
pected, will die from internal injuries.

The Gov-
ernor briefly spoke of the beauty and fer-
tility of the Valley, and said that sucb exbi-
bitions as that betore them would have the
effect to smooth whatever remained of the
asperities oceasioned by the late war. TIn
conclusion he formally introduced the Pre-
sident to the men and women living in the
Shenandoah Valley,

When the President rose to reply he was
greeted with applause.

The President referred to his knowl-dge
of the Shenandoal Vulley, and said it was
obtained in the rough school of the great
civil war. 1t was a great :atisfaction for
him to 1evisit the Valley and to refresh his
recollections of its superb scenery and of
the places made interesting and famous by
the war. For the first time in many years
we sce the Ameriean people in the
midst of interesting and important elections,
with their attention chiefly engzged about
questions relating to the material and busi-
ness interests of the country, and in regard
to whieh in all the States the people are be-
ginning to take sides witbout much refer-
ence to sectional or color lines. Whatever
evidences of the old bitterness may be ex-
hibited in any other partof the country, we
know that here the general wish 13 that the
sectional confroversies which bave so long
disturbed our American society may be
permanently settled, and that in pursuance
of the Constitution and of the laws, peace
and union may be restored and forever
tirmly establisbed.

He then speke at some length on the finan-
cial affairs of the Government, and said he
did so in the bope that it would give en-
couragement and confidence to those who
were looking anxiously but hopefully for
better times. Ile quoted extensively from
Washington, Jeflerson, Madison, Richard
Henry Lee, George Mason, Chiel-Justice
Marshall, and others, against the issue of
paper-money. He argued that the money
of the Constitution is eoin, and, in conclu-
sion, said: *If we would have an early
return of business prosperity, let us not
try o be wiser than the fathers, wiser than
the Constitution, and wiser than human
natore. In the present condition o our
country, our progress towards prosperity
as a nation and as individuals depends
upon having a good public credit and a
sound Constitutional curreney.”

The President was frequently interrupted
by applause,

Governor Holliday then introduced Sce-
retary Thompson, who said he came here
not only at the bidding of the President but
because he had an inalienable right to visit
this his native Stute. Some ol the happiest
days of early life were passed in this viein-
ity. He had travelled much of the United
States, but had never seen a more beautiful
country than the Shenandoah Valley. He
counselled his hearers to so strive that none
might surpass them In agriculture, Letthe
disagreeable events of the past live only in
the memory. It was the duty of all to
inaintain the national glory, and swear on
the altar of a common country to unite in
its defence arainst all enemies, [Applause.]

The band played * Hail Columbia,” and
the presidential party then visited the va-
rious parts of the Fair. They dined at
Judge Pendleton’s where the hospitalities
were riebly dispensed, and returned from
the Fair-Grounds late in the dav.
