Omo..General Thomas Ewing, recently
reelected a member of Coosrress from one

of the Ohio districts, reached Richmond on

Friday night. and on Saturday visited the
Corn and Tobacco Exchanges, the mills,
and other places of interest in the city.
General Ewing is a remarkably handsome
man, captivating in bis manner, a fine

speaker, and is deeply interested in the
commercial affairs of the country, and par¬
ticularly in Virginia.
At the Tobacco Exchange General Ewing

was introduced to Mr. B. Gray, president
of the Association, Mr. E. O. Suiting, and
others. Mr. Gray called the trade to order,
and in a brief and felicitous address pre¬
sented General Ewiug to the dealers and)
manufacturers present. General Ewing said j
he had just been taking a little walk around
the city, and was astounded that he had
been called upon for a speech. He visited
Richmond nine years ago and had returned
to find that, unlike many cities in the North,
Kicbmond bad been making extraordinary
progress. It was very apparent to him.
It was gratifying to" him and to any
one who feels an interest in the
welfare and commercial prosperity of
the country. He said be had had
the pleasure of meeting the Engineer in

charge of the James-River improvement,
and had been surprised and gratified to
learn what immense advantage the expendi¬
ture of a very little money had been in the
improvement of the river, indeed with
the outlay of very little more Richmond
would be made practically a marine city.
She stands at the foot bills of the Blue
Ridge aud yet at the head of an arm of the
sea. He referred very happily to the loca¬
tion of the city, and believed there Is &
great future in store for Richmond
as a commercial city. Her people
had gone through a long and terri¬
ble period, but we see, said he, the
time now close at hand when the asperities
of W!ir will all be worn off by tbc benign
influence of trade and by the social and
commcrcial relations of the two great sec¬
tions of our country. Richmond is in the
position to command trade, and he believed
destined to be not only the chief southern
city, but one of the greatest upon this con¬
tinent. The coal- and iron-tields or the
State offer great inducements for capital,
which must inevitably flow into her bor¬
ders. The population ot her chief city is
Intelligent and enterprising enough to ap¬
preciate the situation and to cast aside the
prejudices of the past and help by their
power and influence to strengthen the union
of the two great see' ions of our country.
After returning thanks for the cordial re¬

ception be had had, the General and his
friends continued their ride around the city.

Later in the flay General Ewing visited
Governor Hollidny, and afterwards dined
with a number of prominent Richmond gen¬
tlemen at the Exchange Hotel. General
Ewing will leave Richmond to-day.

A STRANGE COINCIDENCE, TO SAY THE

AMONG GENTLEMEN AND WHAT. AMONG

Mr. W. L. Royall, attorney at law, and
Colonel W. W, Newman, Greenbaeker
candidate for Congress, suspected of being
about to engage in a duel and arrested on
that eharge: Friday night, were before the
Police Court Saturday. A troop of friends
"followed "each., gentleman into" the court*
room. Mr. Koyall seated himself within
the bar with bis counsel.Mr. Woo'd Boul?
din and S,,B. Witt to the right of him, Mr.
C. V. Meredith to the left of him. Colonel
Newman also took a seat in the bar. His
counsel, Messrs* JameB JNecson aad,Hi A.
Atkinson, Jr., were by hi9 side. * r

Colonel Newman wa3 thus seen yesterday
for the first time by many of our citizens;"
He seems to be at least six feet iiigh and
about tifty years old. His hair is of sandy
color and his' whiskers sandy-gray. .

!

A good many cases had to be disposed of
before the Justice could examine the "al¬
leged duellists." In the meantime Colonel
Newman looked straight to the front and
fondly stroked his beard. Mr. Royall" sat
with hi? arms folded ; quiet but probably
impatient for proceedings* to commence.

AN INDIGNANT WITNESS.
The first witness sworn was Mr. J. W.

Fisber, of Fisher & Elam. Mr. Fisher came
to the stand with a shade of indignation
overspreading bis genial countenance.
?'The reason why" was fully explained

as he gave in his testimony. He said be
knew nothing whatever of a contemplated
breach of the peace, and couldn't imagine
how his nrfme came to be connected with it,
except that on Friday Mr. C. J. Wicks met
him near his office and talked with him
about the canvass. Mr. Fisher then and
there remarked that be didn't admire Mr.
Royall's Clay-Ward speech. It looked to
him, he said, as if Mr. Royall wanted to
bulldoze Newman.
There the conversation ended.
Mr. Fisher thought no more about it.

What were bis feelings when be awoke Sat¬
urday morning and found that Itoyall and
Newman had been arrested on suspicion,
and that his name was published as a wit¬
ness.

WHAT BULLDOZING MEANS.

Mr. C. J. Wicks, teamster, was now called
to the stand. He stated that Mr. Fisher's
relation of the conversation between them
was true. He thought by Mr. Fisber using
the word 44 bulldozing" 6ome serious trou¬
ble was brewing. As- a peaceable citizen,
he 'regarded it as. his duty to prevent it.
He knew what 44 bulldozing" meant among

a certain class, but among gentlemen it bud
quite a different interpretation, and so he
went to Sergeant Perrin and gave the in¬
formation that he,had reason to apprehend

a hostile meetlne, and the arrests resulted.
In response to questions Mr. Wicks sol-;

emnly asserted that he had no knowledge of
any correspondence between Messrs. Royal 1
and Newman when he went to the Sergeant.

JUSTICE CRUTCHFIELD.

Justice John J. Crutch field was sworn.
He issued the warrant for the arrest of
Messrs. Royall and Newman upon informa¬
tion received from Sergeant Periin ; was
told by the Sergeant that Mr. Fisher could
give some particulars, and sought Mr.
Fisber before issuing the warrant ; not find¬
ing him at home concluded that it was. well
to issue the warrant anyhow ; saw Mr.
Royall when he was brought to the Second
station-bouse under arrest and asked him
some questions. *

Said Justice Crutcbfield : "Mr. Royall
tried to make me believe that there wasn't
-anything in it. When I asked him point-
blank questions he evaded them." '

The impression made by Justice.Crutch-
licld's evidence was that be suspected from
Mr. Royall's manner there was something
up. But he didn't believe that it would
have aroused the suspicion of any one not
informedashebad been. Mr. Royall, he said,
had either to evade the questions oranswer
or flatly deny them.
Our readers will remember that Mr. Roy¬

all was arrested between 8 and 9 o'clock.
Colonel Newman was arrested between 11
and 12. upon bis return to his hotel here
from a meeting in Hanover:

THE CORRESPONDENCE.
Justice Crutcbtield said that he learned

from Sergeant Pcrrin, who got it from
Wicks, that there was probably a corre¬
spondence. So when ColonelNewman was
brought into the station-house under arrest
the Justice asked him for the correspond¬
ence, and Newman, not being very well
posted on duelling matters, pulled It out of
a pocket and delivered it up.

Justicc Crutcbtield further stated : I sus¬

pected from the way Mr. Royall went on
before he was bailed that there was a corre¬
spondence. ,

I thought so from his manner,
not from his words. When Colonel Xewman
was brought in be said he was surprised at
his arrest; that he didn't expect auy diffi¬
culty with Mr. Royall. Said- something to
the effect (after he gave me the letters, I
think) that if Royall expected him to back
down because he was not in the Confederate
army he was mistaken. To that I respond¬
ed that after Mr. Royall's letters he would
cither have to back down or tight. A friend
with Newman said, "That's so."
Newman said that he was not before ap¬

prised of the arrest of Royall.
Justice Crutcbtield was asked by counsel

for Colonel Newman : You told Colonel
Newman to give up the correspondence, be¬
cause you knew he wasn't posted, you say ?

Justice Crutcbtield : Yes* I was satisfied
that he didn't know anything about fight¬
ing a duel. [Laughter.]
Further: Newman asked me if he was

attacked by Royall could he fight. I gave
him no advice except to keep the peace.

SUSPICION'S.
Mr. Crutcbfield (in response to questions

of Mr. lioyall) : At tbe station-house, in
your great desire to make me think that
there wasn't anything in it, you went too
far, and made me think that there was.

Mr. Bouldin : Well, tell us what Mr.
Jftoyall said that aroused your suspicions.
Witness: Wcll/l asked him il there was

a correspondence.
Mr. Bouldin : Well, what did he say ?
Witness : He said tnat he never was more

.urprised in his life than when tbe officers
came to arrest him ; that he was reading a

pai*?r, and hadn't the slightest idea of such
a thing.
Mr. Bouldin : Well, what else ?
The witness : Well, I asked him if he bad

written a letter to Newman.
What did he say? .-

WUnow: He asked with some show of
impatieace: 4<If I don't give bail, do you
intend to keep me here all night?" I told
him I certainly did. He then said well it
was an imposition, or something of that
sort. I agaljj asked him about letters pars¬
ing, and Mr* Boyall answered : ?* I give you
my word and honor that I'll have no diffi¬
culty with Newman between now and to¬
morrow morning, unless I am attacked."
After Mr. Boyall bad been admitted to

bail, Justice Crutehtield said that in con-
versation with officers at tbe station-home
be remarked that there was more in the
O&tter than he at flr&t supposed.

The Police Justice then announced his

determination to hold the parties to bail for
twelve months in §1,000.
Mr. Royall asked to look at the bail-bond.

It was shown him. It required him to keep
the peace towards all citizens of the Com¬
monwealth, and Colonel Newman particu¬
larly. He objected to being tied up "as to
ttie whole world." The Jostice would not
change the form.
Mr" Royall offered as sureties Messrs. N.

M. Wilson and L. F. Bossieuw Colonel
Newman offered Messrs. C. W. Turner and
John L. Grubbs. They were satisfactory
to the Court, and the parties left the court¬
room.

WHERE THE LEAK WAS.

John Dabuey (colored), charged with

Ty-
ree. Discharged.the evidence not being
sufficient to convict.

Licenses of Liquor-Dealers Revoked.
In the Hustings Court on Saturday a num¬
ber of bar-keepers and liquor-dealers were
present to show cause why their licenses
should not be revoked. Judge Christian
heard the evidence in a number of cases,
and revoked the licenses of Mark Davis,
corner Twelfth and Bank streets; Consaui
& Bernicbi, 16.15 east Franklin street; D.
Meoni, 1521 Franklin street; and S. Au¬
gustine, 1723 east Main street. The Judge
stated that in his judgment the evidence
showed that the parties had not complied
with the law (in failing to register drinks
sold), and that he was determined as far as

possible to enforce the law. He heard the
evidence in other cases, but reserved his
decision. 4

THE KICHM«XD CIXC.
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BBB OPINION OF JUDGE GEORGE L. CHRIS¬
TIAN IN *HE CASE.A CORPORATION C&
THIS KIND HELD NOT TO BE INDICTABLE
FOR FAILING TO TAKE OUT A LICENSE
TO SELL LIQUOR.THE PERSONAL LIA¬
BILITY OF CLUB-HOOSE AGENTS OR MEM¬
BERS NOT INVOLVED, AND CONSEQUENT¬
LY SOT DECIDED. .

Judge George L. Christian on Saturday
decided the Richmond-Club cape as follows :
Tbi? lean indictment againpt the ^Rich¬

mond Club," a body corporate under the
laws of this" State, for, "unlawfully selling
wine, ardent spirits, malt liquors, and mix¬
tures thereof, to be drunk at the place
where sold, without having first obtained
license therefor.*' The evidence and argu¬
ments of counsel having been heard, the
attorney* for the Commonwealth asked the
Court to give to the jury an instruction in
these words: f'.II the jury shall believe
from the evidence that tbe Richmond Club
has not been licensed under tbe laws of this
Commonwealth to sell wine, ardent spirits,
malt liquors, and mixtures thereof ; and If
they shall further believe from the evidence
that said Club has within twelve months
last past sold wine, ardent spirits, malt
liquor?, or either of them, or mixtures of
either of them, to the members of said Club
or to invited guests, then the Court in¬
structs tbe jury that they must fiud the
defendan r. guilty." To this instruction the
defendant, by counsel, objected.
As there is no dispute about tbe fact that

this club is not licensed, and the further
fact proved by its secretary that

DRINKS WERE DISPENSED
at its Club-house through its agent under a
contract with tbe Club to its members and
invited guests, the propriety of giving this
instruction brings up the whole question of
the liability of this corporation to this in¬
dictment. This question has been.ably and
ingeniously argued on both sides, and with¬
in the very brief space of time that I have had
since day before yesterday I have given it
the best consideration that I was able under
the circumstances surrounding me. The
first section of the act Imposing a tax on the
privilege of selling wine, ardent spirits,
&c., approved March 30, 1877, provides
that " no person shall within tbe limits of
this Commonwealth sell wine, ardent spir¬
its, malt liquors, or any mixture thereof,
either by wholesale, retail, or to be drank
at the place where sold, or in any other
way, without having first obtained license
therefor"; and after defining tbe several
kinds of business to be licensed, it further
provides that "any person violating the
provisions of this section shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be fined
"not less than twenty dollars nor more than
five hundred dollars, and be imprisoned not
less than one month nor more than twelve
months."

THE SECOND SECTION PROVIDES
that "any person who desires a license to
sell by retail, or to keep a bar-room, shall
first apply thcreror to the court of the coun¬
ty or corporation in which he resides ; and
if the court be fully satisfied, upon hearing
the testimony for "and against the applica¬
tion, should any be offered, that the appli¬
cant is a fit person, and that the place of
business is suitable and convenient, it shall,
upon the execution by the applicant of a

bond, with good security, payable to the
Commonwealth of Virginia, in a penalty of
not less than 8100 nor more than $1,000,
conditioned for the faithful performance of
all the requirements of this act, grant such
license."

It will be observed that in both sections
of the act above quoted the word " per¬
son " only is used, and the attorney for the
Commonwealth has argued to show that
under that provision of the Code (chapter
1539) relative to the construction of sta¬
tutes which says that the "word 'person'
may extend and be applied to bodies politic
and corporate as well as individuals," the
word person as used in this act embraces
corporations as well as natural persons.

THE INQUIRY WHICH MEETS US

at the threshold, then, is Does the word
"person," as used in the act, embrace cor¬
porations ?

In order to solve this question we will in¬
quire.

First. Can a corporation, as such, obtain
the license prescribed by the statute to sell,
&c. ? And

Secondly. Can it incur the penalty pre¬
scribed for a violation of the law by selling
without a license?
For if it can do neither of these things it

must be clear that the word " person," as
used in the statute, will not embrace corpo¬
rations.
Can a corporation, then , as such , obtain a

license to sell by retail, or to keep a bar-
room, under this statute ?
As early as 1839 the Legislature provided

that, in order to obtain such a license, the
applicant should obtain from the court a
certificate that the "store is a place fit and
convenient to the neighborhood for the re¬
tail of such liquors, and that he or she is of
Qood character." (Acts 1839-40, cb. 235.)
This continued to be the wording of the
law until 1859, when the words used were
that the certificate should be that he or she
was a " person of sobriety and good charac¬
ter." (Acts 1859-60, § 32, p. 49.) And tbe
words used in the Code of 18G0 were, " a

person of good character." (Code of I860,
ch. 38, § 32.) In 1S70 the words " sobriety
and good character" were restored. (Acts
1870-71, p. 97, § 99 ) These words were in¬
serted in the Code of 1873 (ch. 34, § 24). and
were only changed to a "Jit person" for
the first time by the act of March 30, 1877,
now under consideration ; and Judge
Burks, speaking for the whole Court of
Appeals of Virginia, in Hogan vs. Guigon,
judge, 29th Gx*attan, 712, says, in speaking
of this act, that "substantially the same
certificate as to

CHARACTER AND CONVENIENCE
of place is required by the first (he meant
second) section of the act as under former
acts."

It is unnecessary to argue, then, that if
the applicant for such a license must prove
to the Court that he is a person of u sobri¬
ety and good character," a corporation can¬
not be embraced within the meaning of the'
word " person," as used in this act.
But again : Can a corporation incur the

penalty prescribed for selling xcithout a li¬
cense 1 A.s before "stated, the act provides
that any person violating its provisions

" shall be aeemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall be fined not less than twenty dol¬
lars nor more than five hundred, dollars, and
be imprisoned not less than one month nor
more than twelve months."
At common law a corporation could not

be impleaded criminaliier by its corporate
name (Commonwealth vs, Swift-Run-Gap
Turnpike Company, 2 Virginia Cases, 362);
and Chancellor Kent says, "A corporation
is incapable of a personal act in its collec¬
tive capacity. It cannot be considered

A MORAL AGENT,
and therefore it cannot commit a crime or
become the subject of punishment.". (2
Kent's Com., 279. See also 1 Bl. Com., 476.)
"A corporation can neither commit a

crime or misdemeanor by any positive or
affirmative act, or incite others to do so, as

a corporation.".(Angel & Ames on Corpo¬
rations, § 397.) It M cannot, like a natural
person, be subject to personal suffering.".| (Id., 87i 1 Kgd. on Corp., 71.) It cannot be

" committed to prison, lor its.existence be¬
ing idea!, no man can apprehend or arrest
it.".(1 Bl. Com., 466-7, I Minor's Ins.,
621.) *

How can the corporation, then, in this case
be " imprisoned not less than one montn
nor more than twelve months " in case of a
conviction for a violation of this atatnte?
Andjet the imprisonment is as much a port
of the pnaJibment imposed as the fine,

Judge Christian, speaking for the Corirt. in
Miller's executor vs. Commonwealth, and
Barrett's administrator vs. Same, 27th Grat-
tan, 115, says : "There are statutes wbicn
from their very nature exclude corporations
from the meaning of- the word -person.
Such, for instance, are all statutes declaring

a person comntiUing certain -ads guilty of
a felony, or other criminal :offences, ana
affixing certain punishmentfor the offence.
in such cases, and others that might be
named, corporations, from the very nature
of the act itself, are rut included by the
word K person 7 for very obvious reasons.;It seems to me clearly, then, that this
statute is one in which, from its very na¬
ture, corporations are excluded from being
comprehended by the word person, and of
course cannot incur the punishment in¬
flicted for the violation of this statute.
There are other provisions oi the act

which are equally conclusive of thefuct that
corporations were not within its provi¬
sion^.e.'! <7-> The latter part of the second
section provides tbafrthe bond given by the
applicant for a license shall contain a waiver
of homestead which is Known to be a
personal privilege. (Read vs. N. Bank ot
Win., 2 Ya. L. J., 17.) In the fifth section,
which requires the dealers to turn toe
crank of the register, such dealer is desig¬
nated bv the pronouns he and him only.
The tenth section provides that "any li¬
censed dealer, for every wilful failure to
perform any of the duties required or him
by the filth section, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor," &c., and that " any per¬
son prosecuted for a violation of the tilth
section shall be allowed to testify in his own
behalf." A corporation eun only pet through
agents, and a principal is only responsible
for the unlawful act of his agent when such
act is done with his knowledge or assent,
participated in, approved of, or counte¬
nanced by him, which of course could never
be the case with a corporation under this
act. But again. It is

A WELL-SETTLED RULE OF LAW

that in the construction of statutes not only
must the whole statute be considered to¬
gether. but that the words of the statute are
to be taken in their ordinary and familiar
signification and import, and regard is to be
had to their general and popular use. (I ot¬
ter's Dwar., 183-1.) Again, that "every
charge upon the subject must be imposed
by clear and unambiguous language,
"that a penal law is not to be extended by
construction, and revenue laws are of that
character. In like manner, in the resenue
laws, when clauses inflicting pains and pen¬
alties are ambiguously or obscurely worded
the interpretation is in favor of the subject.
(Plumer's Case, 3 (iratt., 647.) Opinion of
Judge Moncure in Fox vs. Commonwealth.
(16 Grattan, 10.)

It is true that in Virginia since 18y3 cor-
porations have been tbc subjects of indict*
ments (Acts 1852-53, p. 51; Code of Crimi¬
nal Procedure, p. 86), but as to the kind o!
corporation or the nature of the offences for
which they are indictable, as contemplated
by the statute, it is not very clear, nor is it
necessary now to inquire. I apprehend
that it can't possibly extend beyond t hose
acts of commission or omission for which
the punishment prescribed is a pecuniary
fine. But however this may be, I am clearly
of the opinion that

THIS CORPORATION IS SOT LIABLE

to this indictment, and that it must theie-
fore be dismissed.

It is well settled that where a crime is

committed In connection with the aflairs of
a corporation the persons guilty of it,
although offlcersand agents of the corporate
bodv, are personally liable to prosecution.
rl Minor's Ins., 639; 20 Maine R, «.)
Whether or not under the arrangement

bv which drinks are dispensed by this Club,
as shown in the evidence, to its members
and invited guests through its agent, the
said a'rent or members arc personally lia¬
ble to indictment ?.whether or not tbia is

one of the acts which the Legislature con¬
templated should be exercised by this cor¬

poration when it granted its charter for
the purpose of promoting social intercourse
and establishing a reading-room t '-are
questions which 1 do not think it necessary
or proper now to decide. !Nor do I think
it nroper to express any opinion upon the
ntilitv or proprietv of these institutions,
which was so fully argued before the jury.
It is enough for me to know that this coi-

poration has been chartered by the Legisla¬
ture* and while it acts within the scope o
its charter, if the terms of that instrument
are within the limits prescribed by the Con¬
stitutions of the State and of the United
States, the courts cannot interfere wit.i it.
it is mv province to decide cases pending
before me, and Tor that reason only I de¬
fined to express any opinion as to the lia-
abilitv of this corporation to indictment, or

as to" the propriety of its getting a license,
when this question was formally submitted
to me by the attorneys for the Common¬
wealth and the defendant prior to the tind-
in-* of this indictment by the grand jury.
For the reasons before stated, then, tln>

indictment must be dismissed.
