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CKKwnl Ilfttrlcy on JFiftt Money.

In a speech delivered at Hartford on Fri¬

day last General Joseph R. Haw ley said :

It Is not Strang thai errors flounsb for a

time, Not since 18i0 has a national politi¬
cal campaign been conducted upon finan¬

cial i«M)cs. It Is seventeen years since we

suspended »pecfcvpayroent8. All native
-voters thfriy-clgbt years of age and under,
all the adopted citfxens admitted since 1881,

" the four millions of emancipated slaves, all
these have seen the nation wage a gtjqintfc
war successfully, negotiate a vast national
debt, proceed through several years of bril¬
liant and apparently real prosperity, redu¬
cing the debt by nearly a thousand millions,
and all with an irredeemable and very abun¬
dant paper-money. Some of them have
made a great mistake. Seeing tbc nation
carry burdens easily, they thought it was

the burdens tbat cave us strength.
The eternal laws of truth have vindicated

themselves in a prolonged period of national
depression, aud multitudes of impatient
people, though a healthy future is at our

very doors waiting for us, are eager to
snake a permanent diet of that which we
unwillingly began to eat in the day of trou¬
ble, and which lareely caused tlfe illness.
The shores of time are lined with the

-wrecks of an infinite variety of attempts to

escape from natural laws. There is no new

money under the sun.
This was the judgment of our fathers in

founding the Constitution. Most of the
colonies had made all the costly experiments
in the issue of paper-money. They always
promised to pay something in silver and
gold. They always did pay a percentage,
at least, until the Revolutionary wan The
utter collapse of continental money, based
on the faith and feebly organized con¬

federation, was the last lesson needed after
-a whole century of suffering. The conven¬
tion that formed the Constitution was thor¬
oughly devoted to hard money. Daniel
"Webster said:
' " The establishment of a sound and uni¬
form currcncy was one of the greatest ends
contemplated in the adoption of the Consti¬
tution. If we could explore all the motives
of those who framed and those who sup¬
ported the Constitution, we should hardly
find a more powerful one than this."

I can devise no condemnation of paper-
money more vigorous than those uttered by
George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Oli¬
ver Ellsworth, James Madison, John Ad¬
orns, and other members of tbat most noble
and able body of rr.en. The States were

positively forbidden to emit bills of credit
or make anything but gold and silver a

legal tender. The powers of the National
Government were left less restricted, but a

proposition to authorize Congress to "emit
bills of credit" was emphatically voted
down. Oliver Ellsworth said it was "a
favorable moment to shut out and bar the
door against paper-money." Mr. Wilson
said wit would have a balutary influence on

the credit of the United States to remove
the possibility of paper-money." Mr. Mad¬
ison said that striking out the words "'to
emit bills of credit' "would not disable the
Government from the use of public notes
as far as they could be safe an 'J proper, and
would cut off the pretext for paper-money."
You propose to make this new absolute

money, or this irredeemable' greenback, a

full Ie«ral tender for all debts. Never failing
to protest in passing against the infamy of
the proposition, let us see where you wsuld
make any profit by it. If you are a debtor
and could be the first man to get a liberal
supply of the paper, you might be able to
discharge vour'debt by payiug it in money
actually worth less than what you borrowed.
Would it comfort your soul to reflect that
you bad paid up a thousand dollars due
your employes, or your church, or your
grocer, or the savings bank that helped you
to build a house, with money that cost you
but nine hundred dollars ?
But are you sure that you could be first

to get a supply of the cheap money ? If
you destroy the national-bank system and
pay up the national bonds, the national
banks would get over three hundred mil¬
lions of this new paper, and the bloated
bondholders at large would get over seven¬
teen hundred millions of it. They would
have the first chance to pay it out.*
What a monstrous and cruel delusion it

is that the new and cheap money is to be
a blessing to the workinsrmen, the labor¬
ing classes! The vast majority of us are

really woikingmen, getting weekly or

monthly our wages or salaries. If" you
should be working for anybody for pav,
the first you would see of the fiat money
would be its tender to you for vour wages.
You are a creditor. The laboring people
of the country are the largest and most
important creditor class. It is estimated
that on any given day there are at least one
hundred and twenty millions due to the la¬
borers and mechanics. You cannot reruse to
take the money offered to you Saturday, for
the law says you must take that or nothing.
And it you owe thegroccr and butcher, you
can pass it over to them, and they must take
that or nothing. But tbat is only the tirst
payment. You must go on working. The
moment you begin you again become a cre¬
ditor, and the debtor employer can ofler
you the new, cheap legal tender. But per¬
haps the grocer and butcher have had some

-difficulty in making purchases with the
money you gave them the previous week,
and when you come again to buy you find
that they have raised their prices. That
means that your new money has depre¬
ciated. It is the same as to say to you, "I
ivill sell you potatoes at §1 *a bushel, as
1 have done, aud take vour dollar
at 00 cents." Or, if he words it thus,
as will be more likely, "I shall have
to charge you §1.10 a bushel for potatoes
hereafter," it will amount to about the same
thing. The first effect of the new money
on you will be in the advanced prices of the
things you buy. Why did the grocer ask a

higher price? Became, on depositing a few
hundred dollars at the bank to meet New
York debts, he found that the new money,
not being redeemable in gold or silver un¬
der any circumstances, and being unable to
perform so fully the functions of money,
was worth a little less. Therefore tbc gro¬
cer must have a little more of it than he
.would have needed of gold or silver in or¬
der to make bis New York purchases.
Your next is to agitate for an increase in

your wages. Perhaps you get it, if your
employer is able to sell his manufactured
.goods at a higher price. If he is not, be
tfjjbts -against higher wages or manufactures
less or stops. In a little time the operation
is repeated. It appears truly to the work¬
man that the times are bird. Jvvery body is
askingjhim higher prioesfor the necessaries
as well .as luxuries of life, and it is very
hard to get wages raised proportionately,
go there is a cry that mouey is scarce and a
fierce demand that, in the Janguasre of the
Cocneetiout Greenback C®nventk>n. "to
remedy aad counteractthe ¦erilscowplained
of, the Government shali issue iuU legal-;

Not a single new idea or propositi©* in

the dtreetion of paper-money has been de¬
veloped in ail the dlacussfona oS these tost
ten years. I can find it all tor yosu in
somebody's arguments a century ago, a&d
nearly all ot It In tfee legislation .of some!
colony. Our fathers knew as much at the
beginning as some of our modern fia^aeiern
Know at the end. They began wlf* fiat
money.with wampum and bead;.and that
they learned from the Indians. They ad¬
vanced to hard money, i

Sick, sore, wounded, humiliated, disgust¬
ed with the blunders of a cejstury, closing1
with an offer to pay one per cent. of the)
continental currency, the fathers of the Con-
stitution fancied tbattbey had guarded the
future against these crimes and follf&s.

How to fel« W&eat«f WlStf OttlOttiu
Having discovered recently that ttoe wild

onton. or garlic, whiob is so objectionable
la many sections of Virginia and elsewhere,
in the wbeat crop, may be gotten rid of by
a my fttaipte process, I have thought pro¬
per, for the benefit o* farmers to commu¬
nicate to yon the manner of so doing, and
to explain bow it was effected.
In ihe month of July my wheat was

threshed by a steam«thref»her. and the wheat
Immediately removed to a room, where it
remained until the early part of this month,
when It was fanned out ami sent to the mill.
The portion of the crop I refer to was

largely mixed with the onion, and was kept
separate from the balance of my crop,
which was less nffected ; in fact, I
?thought it would impatr the value
of the grain very much, either for
sale or grinding, as 1 experienced
last year in some flour the evils of having
garlic-flavored flour. In a very few days
after the wheat was put in bulk from the
machine tbc soaell of the garlic was exceed¬
ingly offensive, which I afterward ascer¬

tained was due to the fermentation of the

Juices of the onion-sweat, which resulted In
the destruction of them, except where they
were on the surface of the. bulk of wheat,
and were not kept sufficiently from the air
to undergo the sweat necessary to their de¬
struction.
3Jy attention was called to the examina¬

tion of the faets which led to the destruc¬
tion by finding the wheat so entirelv rid of

garlic-odor when it was fanned. After the

sweating process, all you tind of the garlic
is the apparently undestroyed hull of the

onion, but when pressed between the fingers
you find the body of it and the scent all
gone.
