Yesterday afternoon abour 5 o’clock Con-
stable J. L. E. Kellum and Dr, Bell, of
Princess Anne connty, brought to this city
and lodeed in jall a man by the name of
S:amuel Sherrar, who s acceused of having
shot and Killed a man by the name of Wil
ligm Walker in Drummondtown, Accomace
county, Sherrar was arrested Monday af-
ternoon at Princess Anne Courthouse,
where he was seen und recognized. The
party is on its way to Accomac county,
\\"hu'e the prisoner will be examined on the
chnarge.

Iu the abzence of any record of the atfuir
for which Sherrar is under arrest we give
the following statement, as made to us, the
story of the kililng being told only as a
rumor : )

At the breaking out ol the war Sherrar
was living in Princess Aune county, and
joined the company ol cavalry ruised in
that county. 1le obtained a transfer to the
Wise Legion, putin a substitute, and went
to Accomuc couunty to live, and engaged in
running the blockade., He was a man of
some wmeans, foud of sporting, of a convi-
vial nuture, vnd a favorite with nearly’
every one, At Dunupondtown he, with
two friends, were enjoying themselves -one
dayv, when the friends became in an alterea-
tion, ending in blows. Sherrar, the friend
of both combatants, drew u pistol, and said
Lie would shoot the tirst man who interfered.
Walker did so, was shot and killed, and
Sterrar escsped.

At the close of the war be came to this
city and visited Princess Anpe for the pur-
nose of selling some - property which be-
Jouzed to him in the county, He then dis-
appeared, and although frequently heard
from in Florida, Georgia, and South Caro-
liny, was not seen in this section agaln until
Saturday- night, when he appeared av Dr.
