Editors Dispatch: Your correspondent
Mr. A. I\ Rowe avails himself of your col¬
umns to advertise himself under the guise
of assailing the Executive Committee of the
State Society indirectly, and directly the
chief of the seventh department: In jus.ice
to the committee and to myself 1 reluctant¬
ly ask the privilege of replying.
Mr A. P. Rowe is singularly unfortu¬

nate in his statement of "incontrovertible
facts." The chief gave no such instruc¬
tions to bis superintendent as Mr. Rowe
states in his characteristic article. His in¬

structions were to begin with long wools
and their grades in the pens nearest to trie
entrance-gates ; then, middle wools and
their grades, line wools, &c. Ihe sioch-
gate was not mentioned. This order was
uiven to svstemize the different breeds and
to facilitate the work of the judges. When

I arrived on the grounds about 11 o clock
on Monday I found the pens generally oc¬

cupied.some of them crowded.and Mr.
A. P. Howe's flock enclosed by crates and
boVf>s. 1 immediately called for the car¬

penters who were engaged in another
part of the grounds, and advised Mr.
Rowe to classify his stock and con¬
fine them in separate enclosures of boxes
till suitable pens could be -prepared. I uid
7i ot make tbe comprehensive declaration
that " too much stock was brought to the
Fair," but iliat he brought too much ; that
tbe Society wished ou exhibition only the
best specimens oi tbe different breeds, and
not promiscuous herds or flocks. If all the
pens were occupied or taken, as he admits,
could he justly complain of having to wait
till others could be built? As soon as car¬

penters could be had all the available ground
was covered with new pens, and tbev baa
to be sub-divided to accommodate Mr.
Rowe. He insinuates, most unworthily,
that members of the Executive Committee
claim greater privileges as exhibitors than
others, and thinking it would be high trea-
son to Interfere with one of them, he deter-
miued to wait for further developments.
He assigns no reason for his illiberal think¬
ing, and reflects on the committee collective¬
ly bv an offensive insinuation. As exhibitors,
members of the committee have equal and no
o-reater privileges than others, and are not
likely to submit to an infringement of them
by anv one indifferent to the just rights of
others. Others besides Mr. Rowe had sheep
of different classes most uncomfortablyI crowded into a single pen, but, appreciating(the situation, made uo complaint. If the' ground is available it might be well for the
Fair-Grounds committcc to inquire into the
expediency oi having erectcd by the next
Fair at least one hundred pens and stalls
for Mr. Bowe's exclusive accommodation.
Possibly he would then be gratified with
first instead of second premiums; and per¬
haps there- would be less noise, confusion,
and complaint, and to those connected \> ith
the seventh and othfer departments a more
quiet enjovment of the consciousness of
having faithfully discharged their duties.

Terrible Earthquake in Salvador.

A TOWN DESTKOTED.MANY PEOPLE BURIED
IN THE BUINS.

New York, November 5..A Panama let¬
ter, dated October 2£th, says: "Salvador,
at 6 o'clock on tbe evening of October 20tb,

a severe earthquake was experienced in the
village of Juenapa and neighboring towns
in the department of Usulutan, in thesouth-
erri portion of tbe republic of Salvador.
Nearly all tbe houses in Jucapa were de¬
stroyed, and many families buried in tbe
ruins, particularly in the outskirts of the
town, where tbe means of escape were con¬
fined to narrow streets, .and where tbe
bouses were not so solidly constructed as

in tbe central. At last advices ten bodies
had been recovered, and many more were

supposed to exist under tbe ruins, as some
are missed by friends or relatives. The
town> included in tbe disaster are Guada¬
lupe, ifueva Guadalupe, Cbinamcca, Usul-
tatan. The Caserio del Arena!, Santiago
dc Maria, which is entirely ruined and some
lives lost, a condition in which are also
found Tecapa, Triunfo, and San liuena
Ventura. In Nucva Guadalupe and Cbina-
meca the ruin is complete, and the loss of
life is also to be lamented."

Decision as to Members' Rights in Ben¬
efit Societies..A decision was rendered
in a case in tbe Marine Court Monday by
Judge McAdam which will be of interest to
all members of charitable or benefit societies.
John Ackerman on January 15, 1874, be¬
came a member of the benevolent associa¬
tion known as the Order Germania, and so

continued until bis death, January 28, 1877.
According to tbe by-laws of tbe order $1,000
was to be paid to tbe representatives oT tbe
deceased, or to any person he might desig¬
nate to reecive it, within thirty clays after
his deaUi. The deceased designated bis wife
to receive the money, and was himself at
the time of bis death a member in good
standing and free of debt, his payments, al¬
though a little behind time, having been ac¬

cepted. The officers of the order paid to bis
widow £50, but refused to pay her any
more, basing this refusal on the ground
that the by-laws contained a provision that
unless tbe payments of fines and dues were
made at tbe times mentioned therein the
member defaulting should be deprived of
all beneli's for the space of thirteen weeks
from tbe time such payment was actually
made, and that in conscquencc of such non¬

payment at the time appointed the widow
bad no right of action. "Deceased owed
nothing," Judge McAdam says in his deci¬
sion, "at tbe time of his death, and was in
contemplation of law a member in good
standing, and bis widow, under tbe desig¬
nation made, became, as a necessary conse¬

quence, entitled to the §1,000. A governing
rule with corporations is that their by-laws
must be reasonable, and all which are vex¬
atious, unequal, oppressive, or manifestly
detrimental to the corporation and its mem¬
bers are void. The by-law under w hich the
defendant seeks to avoid the widow's claim
is one of this kind. If it had provided that
delinquent members be deprived of benefits
during delinquency it would be otherwise;
but the by-law subjects the member and his
representative to a penalty after tbe pay¬
ment of his dues and tbe performance of his
duty, and for the prospective period of thir¬
teen weeks. The deprivation is, therefore,
based upon the omission of duty which has
been discharged, although not technically
according to tbe by-law. The provision
urged indefence beiflg illegal for the rea¬
sons stated forms no bar to the widow's
right to recover. Judgment must be award¬
ed in favor of the plaintiff for §950, with in¬
terest and costs, and two-and-one-half per
cent, allowance.". xVeic York Herald.

I Evasion of the Postal Laws.. Wash¬
ington, November 5..The Postmaster-Gen¬
eral to-day rendered a decision o! some
general interest in the ease of a Boston pub¬
lisher, who has claimed a right to distribute
to Boston subscribers his periodical, The
Missionary Herald , by sending copies to a

news agent in Brooklinc to be by him
mailed to subscribers in the city at the
pound rates of postage. Judge Key decides
tlrat this is a whoily inadmissible evasion of
the law, which prescribes local rates of
either one cent or two cents upon each
newspaper or periodical that is published
and distributed in a city provided with Ict-
ter-carricrs. The same ruling will be ap¬
plied to business-circulars, of which many
thousands are understood to be distributed
in the large cities after escaping payment of
the proper rate of [>o?ta£C by the same in¬
genious evasion of carrying them to be
mailed from closely-neighboring post-otlices.
The loss to the postal revenues is the dilig¬
ence between the rates of two cents per
pound and one cent for each circular.

Burning of an Extensive Paper-Mill..
New Haven , Conn., November 5. .In a bale
of jnte butts thrown into a cutter in the ex¬
tensive paper-mills of Wilkinson Brothers
& Co., in Birmingham, late yesterday after¬
noon, was a piece of iron, which, in eon-
tact with the knives, ignited the jute. The
cntting-room was full of inflammable mate¬
rial, and these at once were in flumes. The
fire spread rapidly, and in a very short time
all the buildings were burning. The work¬
men had barely time to escape. A general
alarm brought all the people of the village,
and considerable stock was saved. The
buildings were destroyed, and with them
the Morgan Curtis House and a part of a

saw-mill near by. The loss is about §300,-
000, on which is insurance of $124,000 in
forty or fifty companies. One hundred
persons are thrown out or employment.
