A Sn«l Story with « PIe«snnter Emlliiv

The story of Enoch Arden has always

attracted attention. A Sentinel reporter, in
his rounds yesterday, heard of a ea.se th3ttn
many respects is similar to that of the ship¬
wrecked sailor.
About sixteen years ago3Iiss Mattie'Mof-

titt, daughter of Dr. Jofin Moffitt, of this
eitv, met a farmer-boy named Hunnington.
Mattie became friendly with him, and in a

few short months the friendship ripened
into love, which ended in marriage. The
mother of the young woman, not wanting
her daughter to live the life of a farmer's
wife, coaxed the young couple to come to
the city and live*. This they did, but not
without many misgivings, for Hunnington
knew hut little of the ways of the world,
aud. having always lived on a farm, felt that
it would be impossible for him to support
his young wife in the city. After a year's
sojourn here his small amount of money ran

out, and he could not And employment.
This gave him great trouble, and he at last
moved back to the country, but against the
wi.>h of his mother-in-law. After a year
spent on the farm, and while he was doing
well, and his wife was about to be coutinecl,
Mrs. Moffitt appeared at their humble home,
and persuaded her daughter to return to the
city, where she gave birth to a child. After
the birth of the child the mother was quite
ill, and Mrs. Moffitt, it is alleged, set on foot
a plan whereby the young couple might be
separated.
During the illness of Mrs. Hunningtou,

Mr. Hunnington called often to see her,
but always met with a cold reception from
the old lady. After his wife had been sick
some two months, he called at the house of
his father-in-law and was told that his wife
did not want to see him again, and did not
intend to live with him any more. This
was sad news to Hunnington, who loved
his wife dearly ; but, thinking the message
true, he went hack home, and soon after¬
wards packed up what few worldly goods
he.had and left the country.
When Mrs. Hunnington recovered she

was told that her hushand had died during
her illness, and was persuaded by her
mother to sign a petition for a divorce. The
nearly heart-broken woman, hardly know¬
ing what she was doing, signed the paper,
and the divorce was granted. The lady;
who supposed herself a widow with a

fatherless boy, put on widow's weeds and
wore them so'me three years and a half.
Four or live years after the supposed

I death of her husband. Mrs. Ilunnington
became acquainted with Robert Wilburn,
who oft». n visited her, and finally they were
married. They lived together for about six
vears, during which time it is said Wilburn
"treated her shamefully. This treatment she
stood as long as possible, and about a year
and a half ago applied for and obtained a

divorce from her husband on the ground of
cruel treatment.

After this the poor woman had a hard
time of it. Wilburn had done but little for
her, and she was left to support herself and
boy the best way she could, ller health was

impaired, and the future held out but little
promise of happiness for her. She was

brave, however, and handy with the needle,
and with the assistance of friends she man¬

aged to make a living, though often de¬
prived of the comforts of life.
Some six months ago the bcrea^d woman

accidentally learned that her first husband,
Hunnington, was not dead, as she had sup¬
posed, but had gone from this city to San
Francisco, and she wrote to him telling of
her belief regarding his death. The letter
reached its destination, but Hunnington
was not there, having gone to the Iilack
Hills. It was forwarded to hirgat Dead-
wood Citv, and he at once wrote to his long-
lost wife." telling her that he would rctftrn
to her and his son, whom he had never
seen. This news was almost too much for
the wretched woman to stand. The thought
of once more seeing him Tor whom she had
mourned for so many long years as dead

i overpowered her, and she was quite ill for
several days. She rallied, however, and
made preparations for Hunningtou's com¬
ing, which was to have been gome live
weeks ago. The appointed time came and
passed, but he did not arrive; day after
day passed, and still no tidings of him.
The delay again overcame the weak consti¬
tution of the woman, and she became seri¬
ously ill.
On Wednesday morning last, after she

had given up all hopes of seeing her hus¬
band, she came into the front part of the
house where she lived, which is occupied
by a friend, and said to her, "I had a

strange dream last night; I dreamed of the
dead." This, her friend told her, was a

sure sign that she would see the living.
About half an hour later the two women

were standing in the rear part of the yard,
when they saw a stranger, with car¬

pet-sack in hand, pass by. The friend
observed that it might be Mr. Hun-
nington, and ran to the gate and
culled. He turned aud entered the yard.
When his wife saw this she ran into
the bouse and fainted dead away. Hun¬
nington said to her friend, "I don't think
I remember you." The lady told him that
she did not know him, but there was a per¬
son in the house that did. He stepped to
the door and rapped. The door was opened
-by his former wife. Neither knew the
other. The man tipped his hat, saying,
fit seems to me that I. know you." Aa
soon as she heard bis volee she knew him,
and said : " George, is that you ? " At this
Juncture the lady friend disappeared, and a

iurtain was drawti over the meeting be-
tween the long-separated man aud wife.
Tie son, who is now thirteen years of age,

who had often rema:ked that he wished be
had a father like other boys, is now the hap¬
piest of boys, and his .father is wonderfully
proud of him. When to.'d of the cruel treat¬
ment that his wife had received at the hands
of Wilburn be wept like a child. The young
love of the couple seems to have lost none
of its ardent strength, ant? in a few days
they will he married for the seeond time.
Mrs. Moffit, who, it is said, was the cause of
the cruel separation of man and wife, died
rome ten years ago.

eyes of all the public school teacher?, pa-:
rents who have children Kt the public
schools, and the pupils themselves, are
turned anxiously to the upper branch of
the City Council. It was expected that the
Finance Committeo would report Friday
evening on the resolution which came from
the Common Council, and which was re¬
ferred by the Board of Aldermen to them,
but Mr.. Cannon stated. In reply to a ques¬
tion propounded by Mr. Crump, that the
Finance Committee had bad no meeting
since .the resolution was committed to
them. *

The teachers of the public schools met on
Saturday at the High-School building, and
the prevailing opinion seemed to be that the
money asked for would be forthcoming.
"What action the School Board will take,

now that their funds have been exhausted
and they have no knowlege of r»hit course
the Council will pursue in the matter, re¬
mains to be seen. Their next regular meet¬
ing will be held on the fourth Thursday of
the present month.

The IcG'Slntae Models.
The models seat here in response to the

call of the Lee-Monument Association, and
now on free exhibition in the Senate Cham¬
ber, have been peen by a great number of
people. There are but four competitors.
Models for the statue only were asked.
Many, of those who sent models here a year
ago declined to avail themselves of this op¬
portunity. They did not like the way they
were treated then, nod bad no positive as¬
surance that the award would really be
made at the new date, now near at hand.
The models of Mr. Ezekiel for statue and

pedestal were prepared with great care, and
attract the attention of ull visitors. The
statue iB in red wax. It represent self-con¬
trol.General Lee is checking his horse, by
which the animal is thrown back upon his
haunches almost. A model something like
this was shown here by Mr. Ezekiel a year
ago. The new one is an improvement.
Ilorse and rider are considered good work,
but whether their dramatic effect suits the
history and character of Lee is quite an¬
other thing. Mr. Ezekiel's pedestal is a
handsome and elaborate work in plaster.
On one side a female figure represents Vir¬
ginia Mourning for Lee; on the other is a

figure of Fame with a tablet in hand, on
which she is inscribing the name of Lee.
Mr. Ezekiel is an indefatigable student,

and his productlonsihave won for him repu¬
tation. He was for some years a resident
of Richmond.

Mrs. Vinnie Ream-Hoxie has returned
her model. She is determined to try again.
The report has long been current that a ma¬
jority of the gentlemen called in by the
Governor to criticise the models last exhibit¬
ed expressed preference for hers. This has
been denied as often as it has been asserted.
The way to let the truth be known is to
publish the letters.
Anyhow here is Mrs. Hoxie's model again.

The horse is said to be tirst rate. Its move-
ment is easy and natural.so many hor-e-
fanciers say". General Lee has his hat in his
hand. He seems to be passing along the
lines, and to have uncovered his head in ac¬

knowledgment of the cheers of his vete¬
rans.' The outlines of the figure may be all
well enough, but the face is bad. General
Lee was incapable of looking frightful as
he is here portrayed. Mrs. Hoxie also has
her statue on a fanciful pedestal. On one
3ide is a figure, intended for the South,
graving the name of Lee on the monument.
M. A. Hurnisb, of Rome, formerly of

Philadelphia, has sent a model which lias
been pronounced good. That it has some
tine points is evident to the most unskilled.
Mr. Harnish has quite a gay- looking horse.
The figure of Fame leads the horse by the
bit. and Fame's mouth is wide open, caused
by n flaw in the model.
*31 r. D. II. Frith, of Staunton, exhibits a

model for a statue and a drawing for a pe¬
destal.. It is probably the latter lie most
prizes. It has received some commenda¬
tion already. It proposes that the base of
the pedestal shall be of blocks of stone of
uniform size, contributed by the States for¬
merly comno«ing the Confederacy; that
eachof the ninety-nine counties of Virginia
shall send a block in the form of its territo¬
rial outlines, and that the cap.the hun¬
dredth stone, Upon which the statue rests-
shall be presented by the city of Richmond.
The shape of the pedestal (side view, above
the base) would be that of theState. The plan
is novel, but the probability is that it would,
when erected, look too much like a pile of
geological specimens or patch-work or
stone.

All of the artists have no doubt done
their best. We owe them thanks. It is
poor consolation for them to know, after
all their trouble and pains and expense,
that at this time the Lee-Monument Asso¬
ciation has not the means, or promise of
means, to justify giving out the contract
for such a work.
