Dear Sir,—I rejoice to learn that Drs.
Atchison, Lindsley, and yourself, with del-
egations from Memphis, Chattanooga, and
other points in the State, will attend the
next meeting of the American Publie-
Health Assotiation, and I'regret that official
busmess will prevent my own attendance,-

All I could hope to accomplish, however,
by my own presence, would be to testify to
the great and growing interest that is felt in
the State of Tennessee in the adoptior of
measures for the prevention of disease and
the protection of the public health. No
discussion of this question bas occurred in
this State until a few months ago, and it is
not surprising that we are far bebind other
States in the promotion of this great re-
form. I am clear that all that is neces-
sary to secure proper legisiation upon
this subject isuto provide for a gen-
eral discussion of it, und convince the
great body of ‘the people from whose ranks
the largest per cent. of victims is furnished
to cholera and yellow-fever epidemies that
they are the principal beneficiaries of a
sound sanitary policy. When this lesson is
learned by the people a public sentiment
will be created, and legislation and money
will be provided adeguate in character and
amount to secure the codperation of all the
States and full protection to the public
health. 3

Do me the favor to thank President Har-
rls for the cordial invitation extended to
myself to be present at the Richmond meet~
ing, and assure him and the members of
the Association of my active sympathy with
the noble work in which they are engaged.

I will thank you to extend to the Asso-
ciation an invitation to hold the next an-
nual meeting at Nashville. You are au-
thorized to offer the State capital as the
place of meeting, in the assurance of an
upstinted hospitality on the part of the peo-
ple of Tennessee.

Burgeon-General Woodworth: H

Sir,—The chairman ol tbe Commission to
whom the duty-of investigating the original
spread of the epidemic of yellow-fever which
has this year prevailed in the United States
was entrusted, begs permission to offer the
following report of the work the Commis-
sion has performed up to'the present time:

Dr, Cochran joined the chairman of the
Commission in New Orleans on the 4th day
of Oectober, and Dr. Howard arrived on the
6th of the same month. Nearly two weeks
elapsed before the Commision was: ready to
take the field in consequence.of the great
amount of work which should haye been

; . FERRETING OUT THE FACTS.

Every effort which could: be made in the
limited time we had. for work in New Or-
leans was put on foot to ferret out the facts
connected with such alleged infringemeats
of quarantine laws., We obtained a suffi-
cient amount of testimony to justify a be-
lief that one or more ca-.es of yelliow-fever
bad oecurred in the city, probably in the
month of June, under circumstances which
rendered 1t altogether possible that -they
had been brought to the city b{ convey-
ances as yet unknown (see testimony of
Drs. Cochran and Bemiss)., From the time
that the disease made its appearancs in the
form of series or groups of cases, each hav-
ing connection with some other, either by
personal association or fiom exposure in
the same locality, we have located the cases
upon 4 map which occurred in the month’
of July. . To this m-p have been added a
group of cases oceurring during the first
ten days in August, because of their im-
portance when studied in connection with
the epidemic which subsequently occurred
in Canton, Miss. g

FIELD-WORK.

The appointment of Colonel Hatrdee as
sanitary engineer enabled the Commission
to begin field-work, and they left New Or-
Jeans on the 22d and 23d of October: The.
plan arranged to be followed was that Dr.
Howard should leave one day in advance
‘and inspect the towns of Donaldsville,
Plaquemine, Baton Rouge, and Port Gib-
son, arrlving ‘in Vicksburz by November
3d or 5th. Dr. Cochran, with Colonel Har-
dee, was to lcave on the 23d, and to visit all
important points on the St. Louis, Chicago
and New, Orleansrailroad as far as Jackson,
and then, taking the Vicksburg and Me-
ridian railroad, to go as far as Meridian,
and, returning, reach Vicksburg by tbe
date fixed - for Dr. Howard’s arrival,
The chairman of .the Commission was to
visit Canton, Yazoo City, and reach Vicks-
burg by the 1st of November. Both Drs.
Howard and Bemiss were accompanied by
draughtsmen. Upon arriving at Juackson
Dr. Cochran'found that no trmins were run-
ning on the Vicksburg and Meridian road,
and very properly determined to continue
up the same rdad 'to Grenada and Holly
Springs, and from thence to Chattanooga
and Decatur, and return to Memphis.-

AT VICESBURG.

I reached Vieksburg November . 1st, and
on the 3d Dr. Howard joined me. The in-
disposition of Dr. Howard bad prevented
the accomplishment of that part of the work
assigned to him, and it wus considered bet-
ter that he should return to Louislana and
complete the study of the epidemic in Don-
aldsonville, Plaquemine, Baton Rouge, and
the Lafourche regions, while I should
visit Port Gibson, Miss., Brownswville and
Milan, Tenn. There svere no means of
reaching Greensville except by steamboals,
and they rap so irregularly that it was fear-
ed that any member of the Commission
starting there as late as November 5th would
find delays which would prevent an attend-
ance upon Lhis oceasion.
With this outline of the routes we took
and places we visited, Inow proceed to lay
before you the methods of study adopted.
At the various places visited the first ob-
ject wus to sccure the codperation of the
practitioners of medicine in the place and
the public. officials, From these sources
and from the various officers of the Howard
Associations we .obtained the facts whbich
we expect to lay Dbefore you. We then
commenced our work by getting the nuame,
location, and date of attack of the first case”
of yeliow-fever in the town. _

. THE EVIDENCE TAKEN, °
Every point of testimony which could
throw any light upon the origination of the
sickness of the first cases was carefully
sought for aud faitbiully put 8n record.
The same line of inquiry was pursued until
the disease became so prevalent in the town
that it was'no longer instructive to-continue
the study of individual cases. After this,
gencral-facts in regard to the visitation of
the -disease and circumstances influencing
its spread, or in any manuner connected with
it, were collected and recorded in every
town visited and mentioned in our report
except two.” We made a map of the place,
loeated the houses in which eases bad beén,
placed upon each map .as many as was pos-
sible to obtain in the short time allotted us
for work. The two places'excepted are the
towns of Lake;, Ala.,, and Paris,” Tenn.
Maps of Doth of those stations are being
prepared, but will - not  reach us in time! to
show you. ¢

THE METEOD OF STUDY. |

We regard this. method -of studying yel-
low-fever as an extremely valuable acquisi-
tion in any scientific investigation into the
_habitudes of its poison; especially is this’
‘the case where ‘great diffusjion and intensi-
fied "energy give it’ epidemfic ' force. The
sanitariax can lockupon these maps and see
for himself the precise location of the eari-
iest cases of any. epidemic. He can deter-
mwine what influence, oceupation of :the
same locality exerts upon the spread of the
disease, He can see for himselt hoew in-
variably yellow-fever tends to arrange itself
in groups of cases, und thus observe ity
-mnrked contrast with-the tendency of mala-
Tial fever tooccurinseparate, disconnected,
and totally independent cases. 'He can also
study for bimself the.influence of filtli, bad
drainage, or unsanitary situations, and;eéf
elevations and depressions of surface.

LOCATING CASES.

It is a matter greatly to be regretted by
the members of the commission, that they
‘could not have been atforded time to locate
in this manner every case of yellow-fever
which has occurred in each; of the towns
visited. 1n most of the places arrangements
were made with the physicians to continiue
the work of locating cases until it was ren-
dered as full and accurate as could be done,
In respect to the sanitary condition  of the

character of neglect and violation of laws of
health common to all, or nearly all, inland
towns in the United States.. .These are he-
glect of drainage, inattention to deposits of
fecbal matter, and refuse animal and.vege-
table matter, and inattention to the purjty of
drinking water. ' The violations of samitary
rulés in' each one of these particulars are
given without reserve in respect to all vis-
ited towns, except New Orieans. In regard
ta this city, and iddeed to all places. yisited,
the chairman and Colonel Hardee will each
‘make verbal explanations when called upon,
so as to give you the fulléstiinformation:

The members of your Commission unan-
imounsly agree in stating the following facts
in regard to their investigation up to the
present time, reserving the rigbt.to intro-
duce at any sub3equent time such antago-
nistic facts as may be discovered:

THE FACTS TEVELOPED.

First. We'have not in a solitary instance
foundn case of yellow-fever which we could

indizeneus to'its Jocality.

Second. In respect to most of the various
towns which we visited, and which were
points of epidemic - prevalence, the testi-
mony showing importation was direct and
| convincing in its character. :

Third. The transmission of yellow-fever
between points separated by any consider-
able distances appeared to be wholly due to
human intercourse. In some instances the
poison was carried in the clothing or about

| the persons of people goingjfromtinfected

‘districts, Ino other instanges it was con-
veyed in such fomities as potton-bng:ring.
or goods of some’ description, or bedding

tand blapkets, -

Fourth. The weight of #estimony is very
pronounced against the furtirer use of dis-
infectants. Physicians in infected towns,
dlmost without exeeptions, state that they
‘are’ useless agents to arrest the spread ol
yellow-fever, while some of them atlirm that
their vapors ure seriously prejudicial to the
sick, ~

Fifth. Personal prophylaxis, by meany of
drugs or other therapeutic means, has
proved a constant failure. A respectable
number ol physicians think the use of small
doses of quinine ol some use in prevention.

Sixth, Quarantines established with such
a degree of surveilance and rigor that ab-
solute non-intercourse is the result, have
effectually, and without exception, pro-
tected those quarantines from attacks of
yellow-fever.

THE DOCTORS.

It is due to you and the President of this
Association, and to all present, aod it isalso
a matter of justice to ourselves, that T should
declare that each one of us has exercised
the utmost care possible to he observed that
whatever facts we might gather and lay be-
fore you should be facts in reality. We
bave heen cautious in aceepting statements
not fully vouched for, and in every instance
where it could be done corroborating testi-
mony has been clicited. We have entered
upon our work determined that one only
object should inspire us: a desire to bring
into the gurners of science a contribution
whose fidelity to nature and truth should
constitute it an authority, even when we
shall bave passed away.

We have found at every place we have
visited an interest and desire to cobperate
in our work gratitying to ourselves ‘and full
of promise forfutureinvestigations. Espe-
cially did the medical profession every-
where give their cordial and earnest sup-
port. At every town I visited freshly-
heaped mounds of earth covered the dead of
our profession, but the survivors had closed
the broken ranks and still did vigorous bat-
tle with the great pestilence.

Other Yellon-Fever Papers.

Dr. Cochran was next introduced, and
read a paper, giving a_detailed account of
the fever at Grenada, Miss. When it first
appeared there it was called *‘congestive
malarial fever,” and ‘‘bilious fever,”” and
st jaundice.””

Many of them went into camps located
about three miles from town—something like
one thousand persons—and although some of
these campers occasionalty visited the town,
the camps escuped infection.

OTHER YELLOW-~FEVER PAPERS,

Dr. Bemissz, of New Orleang, president of
the Yellow-Fever Commission, read the
detailed reports of. his cbservations and in-
vestigations at Lake, Miss., Milan, Yazoo
city, and Vicksburg. Io them are a great
mass of facts which will undoubtedly prove
of great value to the medical profession in
the treatment of the disease in the future,
and at tbe same time point out the duty of
the authorities in reference to quarantine.

HOLLY SPRINGS.
Dr. Cochran, member of the Commission,
read his report about Holly Springs, Miss.
This town is 623 feet above the level of the
sea, is in a rolling country, and was thought
to be exempt from the fever, and refogees
from infected places were freely allowed to
come there. The deaths were 242 whites
and 67 negroes,
CHATTANOOGA,

The Doctor-also presented a paper io re-
ference to the fever at Cbhattanoogn, pre-
pared by Dr. P. D. Sims, president of the
Board of Health of that place, but swhich Dr.
Cochran adopted as his own, By request of
Dr. Cochran, Dr. Sims read the paper. 1t
was a full and complete account of the epi-
demic in that city—the first cases, the
spread of the plague, mortality, &e., &e.
Chattanooxa is about 750 feet ahove the sea-
level. The number of cases wus 833 ; deaths,
164. Percentage of white mortality to cases,
46; colored do., 10.7.

Dr. Sims requested that a paper on the
history of the bospital-service at Chatta-
nooga by Dr. Mullin, and one on the topo-
araphical, tellurie, thermometrie, and ba-
rometricinfluences of that place, to be sent
in by Dr. White, should go along with his
report from Chattanooga. He submitted
the following :

Major Walthall is not, as was stated yes-
terday, the private secretary of ex-Presi-
dent Davis, but has been associated with
Mr. Davisin the preparation of some matter
for-his memoirs.
