Gisuntic Strides iu Science.
USING ELECTRICITY FOR THE BEN EFIT OF SLEEP¬

ING-CAR PORTERS.
fFrom the Milwaukee Sun.]

A gentleman who has just returned from
a trip tells of .1 new use that has been found
for electricity that even beats the telephone
or the phonograph. It is a device by which
the colored sleeping-car porter can be
awakened at every station. It is well known
that the normal condition of the eolored
person is to be asleep. The colored person
goes to sleep on the slightest provocation.
In the ordinary atiairs of life tuis eccentri¬
city can be overlooked and provided for,
but the business of sleeping-car porters has
baffled scientists to devise a method of keep¬
ing them awake. A porter can keep awake
by constantly whistling, but this practice
has a tendency to awaken passengers who
do not desire to be awakened. The invent¬
or has adapted electricity to this branch of
railroading in such a mapner that the colored
person's usefulness is increased at a very
little expense. It is desirable that the porter
should be awake at each station where the
sleeper stops in order to snatch the small
baggage of those who get aboard and throw
it under the seats; A wire runs from the
engine under the cars, and is connected
with an electric dice in the cushion of the
hind seat of the sleeper, where the colored
man Is apt to congregate, and at the same
moment that the engineer rings the bell on

approaching a station he touches the thing¬
umbob attached to the wire. Suppose the
porter be seated in his accustomed place,

I peacefully dreaming the happy hours away,
snoring for all that is out, and dreaming of
his Nancy in St. Loiiis, for instance. His
head is thrown back, his eyeballs are in re¬

pose, mouth is open, like an approach to a

tunnel. He is sitting on -the electric dice.
The hand of the engineer playfully touches
the cornucopia, the lightning flashes back
to the sleeper, a charge of electricity goes
meandering up the spinal column of the
African, he is raised up to the rooi of the
car, and when he comes down he is wide
awake and ready for business. There is
no other thing 011 earth that will fetch a

porter but electricity. A conductor's boot
has been known to do it, but it takes
several applications, and the result is not
quite as satisfactory. Kailroad companies
that have adopted the telegraph awakeuer
in the South are receiving the encomiums of
the people. This is, indeed, an age of im¬
provement.

Tlie Fox as a Bensouer.

[From the Nineteenth Century .'f *

For some good instauces of reasoning in
animals I am also indebted to Dr. Rae. De¬
siring to obtain some Arctic foxes, he set va¬

rious kinds of traps ; but, as the foxes knew
these traps from previous experience, he
was unsuccessful. Accordingly he set a

kind or trap with which the foxes In that
part of the country were not acquainted.
This consisted of a loaded gun set upon a

stand pointing at the bait. A string con¬

nected the trigger of the gun with the bait,
so that when the fox seized the bait he dis¬
charged the gun, and thus committed sui¬
cide. In this arrangement the gun was

separated from the bait by a distance of
about twenty yards, and the string
which connected the trigger with the
bait was concealed throughout nearly
its whole distance in the snow. The
gun-trap thus set was successful in
killing one fox, but not in killing a se¬

cond; for the foxes afterward adopted
either of two devices whereby to secure the
bait without injuring themselves. One of
these devices was to bite through the string
at the exposed part near the trigger, and
the other device was to burrow up to the bait
through the snow at right angles to the line
of fire, so that, although in this way they
discharged the gun, they escaped without
inlury.the bait being pulled below the line
of tire before the string was drawn suflK
.ciently tight to discharge the gun. Now,
both of these devices exhibited a wonderful
degree of what I think must fairly be
cabled power of reasoning. 1 have care-
