LOCAL MATTERS.
Interesting Discussion of Methods and

Results of Sunday-School Work at the

First Baptist Church.Speeches by Gene¬
ral Field, Drs. Topper, Warren, Curry,
Professor Winston, and Mr. McCarthy..

A large and important meeting of Sunday-
school workers, under the auspices of the
First Baptist Church Sunday school, was

held at their church last evening, which was

attended by eminent religious laborers of
the city. Rev. Dr. Curry presided, and ap¬
propriately explained the object of the
meeting and introduced the speakers, whose
addresses were limited to ten minutes each.
Under the direction of Professor Rein-
hardt the music was very charming.
The hist speaker was Dr. Tupper, whose

subject was the "Infant Class.*' His re¬

marks were chaste, and sparkled with gems
ot thought and Illustrations drawn from
art, sacred and classic history. He held that
infancy and early childhood were the basis
of the work, and had been dignified in all
ages by the wise and good and hallowed as

the form in which the "incarnate Saviour ap¬
peared.
Dr. E. W. Warren maintained that the

Sunday school should include the entire
membership of the Church, in which the
Divine Word should be taught, and en¬
forced his position by apt and striking
figures.
General J. G. Field was introduced as the

volunteer substitute of Dr. Dickinson, who
was unavoidably absent. The General play¬
fully denied that he was a volunteer, but
protested that he was a conscript. His
theme." The School as a Means of Con¬
version of Children ".was ably discussed
and enforced by useful hints for attaining
the inestimable object.
Professor Charles H. Winston next dis¬

cussed the question of " Efficient Teach¬
ing." Pedagogues he didn't believe made
the best teachers. Good Sunday-school
work was more an exertion of moral and
religious influence than dry teaching. Pu¬
pils were to be impressed with the effects of
religion rather than drilled into its dry
principles. Teachers should be earnest and
aim directly at the object, and must there¬
fore study, read, and think and pray.
Mr. Carlton McCarthy, through whose

efforts mainly a new, large, and beautiful
.library fills the tasteful book-cases, made a

«crisp speech on the uses, distribution, and
benefits of the library.
Dr. Curry closed the discussion, urging

the study of many standard books which he
mentioned, but especieally the Bible, the
book of God, which, when dying, Wal¬
ter Scott, ttie great author, preferred to all
others. He claimed it was for all people.
Ignorance of it was amazing. Jasper's ab¬
surdities were laughed at by those who ex-

[ celled him in unscriptural absurdities.
Finally, he hoped for much and abiding
good from the interesting and instructive
meeting.

Rumored Disaster to a Richmond
Trader..A cable dispatch from London
announces that the bark Knudsvig, from
Richmond, is anchored at 44 Jack-in-Bas-
ket," and that she experienced heavy gales
off the Western Isles, and was obliged to
jetson 700 hogsheads tobacco and 3,000
staves. .

The Norwegian bark Knudsvig, Evensen
master, cleared from the custom-house Oc¬
tober 10th, for Havre, France, under a char¬
ter from Curtis & Parker, with 406 hogs¬
heads tobacco, valued at $45,000, and 11,481
staves, valued at §950, shipped by various
parties. The report of the throwing over¬
board of 700 hogsheads tobacco, therefore,
must be incorrect, but the loss is a serious
one. The cargo was insured.

In the Dispatch of December 3d the ar¬
rival at Havre, December 1st, of the Kund-

, ersvig is announced by telegraph. This is
'.> doubtless intended for the Knudsvig.

Messrs. Curtis & Parker have no informa¬
tion in reference to any disaster to that
bark, and her arrival at Havre has been re-

c ported in the New York Journal of Com¬
merce. The German bark Ludwig, Segar
master, cleared September 30th for Bremer-
hayen, Germany, with 460 hogsheads of to-
bacco, valued at $41,116, and was reported
at Pellan November 24th. The vessel was
also cleared by Curtis & Parker, and they

<! have no advices of any disaster to either
I ship or cargo. It is evident that the matter
J is mixed, and will probably be straightened
5 by the next cable dispatches.

The freight traffic of all the lines has been

incrensrd 17,897 gross tons, equivalent to
3,823,387 mile-tons, and, as above shown,
with increased earnings therefrom of $94,-
086.83. The revenues from through-passen¬
ger traffic have decreased §24,579.39, while
those from local travel have been slightly in¬
creased.the whole passenger revenues on
through and local combined having been
reduced 820,808.65. The ratio of expenses
to earnings on the aggregate operations of
all tbe lines is 66.8 per cent.
A few days before tbe last annual meet¬

ing, as then reported to the stockholders,
the company suffered very heavy losses in
the destruction by high water of its bridge
over the Staunton river, and injuries to its
road-bed and other structures on the Staun¬
ton and James rivers. These losses amount,
in payments for restoring bridges, road¬
way, &c., and for injuries to goods in trans¬
portation at the time, to at least the sum of
$65,000, independent of the large addi¬
tional losses .sustained in the business of
the company's main line by the repeated
interruptions of transportation which oc¬

curred at Staunton river at intervals
during a period of nearly two months
after the first great overflow of No¬
vember 25, 1877. The heavy expen¬
ditures thus incurred in replacing and
repairing the property and paying for
goods lost or injured have been all included
and charged in the cost of maintenance and
operation of the Richmond and Danville
road for tbe past fiscal year. It may as well
fre stated here that the "crossing at Staunton
river has been permanently restored by tbe
elevation of the stone piers and abutments
as&be revenues and resources of the com¬

pany would justify. This necessity has re¬

quired the temporary postponement of the
construction of several much-seeded sta¬
tion buildings.as at Danville and a few
other points.preparation for which have
been partially m.tde.
The northern section of the Jamesrltivcr

bridge, being tbat most subjected to heavy
use, bad become infh'm, and has been thor¬
oughly renewed at considerable cost A
new wrought-irou bridge, of 165 feet spau,
lias been erectcd on the Kocky river, on the
North Carolina road, in plaoe of the former
trooden bridge that had become insecure,
and two wrougbt-iron bridges of smaller
dimensions are now being piVtced over

shorter crossings oh tbe last-named road*
At the general meeting of the stockhold¬

ers called and held in Bicbmond oo the
Ifitb of October last an arrangement! as

then fully reported, wag approved and au-

tJiortaed to re&tablisli and secure perma.

nently proper business connections with
the Charlotte, Columbia and Augusta rail¬
road, extending through a populous and
productive country.195 miles from Char¬
lotte, X. C., to Augusta, Ga. In accordance
therewith that arrangement has been fully
consummated by full payments and proper
transfer of 3,767 shares of the capital stock
of said company in proper trusts for tbe
protection of the interests of this company in
respect of the sum of money advanced by
the company on this account, and in such
manner as cannot fail to secure as well to
this; company as to the Charlotte. Columbia
and Augusta Railroad Company the mutual
advantages of a free interchange of tbe large
and valuable traffic which tbeir physical re¬
lations naturally develop and require.
Only a short time has elapsed since this ar¬

rangement has been perfected and put in
operation, but the advantages anticipated
have been so far fully realized, and it Is not
doubted will so continue.

been efficiently discharged, and in all cases

involving pecuniary trust and responsibil¬
ity with the most exemplary fidelity and
integrity.

No allowance is made for the loss of pro¬

perty and business by the destruction of the
Staunton-River bridge, which caused inter¬
ruptions to the traffic for a month.

It will thus be seen that, even without
any general improvement in the business of
the company from returning prosperity, or

from the advantageous connection recently
made with the Charlotte, Columbia and Au¬
gusta railroad, the earnings of this company
are sufficient to pay all its obligations. The
interest on all its debt, including that due
the Stale, has been paid. The present or¬

ganization is believed to be most efficient
and economical, and the committee are en¬

couraged to believe that the current year
will show a decided Improvement in busi¬
ness and net revenue.
The committee heartily approve the sug¬

gestion of the payment of the debt due to
the State, and recommend tbe passage of
the following resolutions :

Resolved, That the recommendation of
the president and directors in their report
of this date, in relation to an adjustment
of the annuity to the State of Virginia, be
and the same is hereby approved ; and the
president and directors are hereby author¬
ized, in their discretion, to make applica¬
tion to the Legislature for such legislation
as may be deemed necessary for that pur¬
pose, and, if obtained, to provide for carrv-

ing the same into effect at such time and
manner as in their judgment shall be for
the best interests of the company.

2. Resolved, That in view of the appre¬
ciation of the currency, the corresponding
depreciation of all other values, and in
view of the further fact that tbe income of
the company has not kept pace with ordi¬
nary and extraordinary expenses of ope¬
rating the road, the committee would re¬

spectfully and urgently recommend to the
management the necessity of redncing the
oporating expenses to the basis of specie-
resumption, so far as the same may be done
without cessation of the policy of a gradual
but steady improvement of the property or
ipsispninc the efficiency of the same.
The committee not bavin# any informa¬

tion on tbe matters referred to in the report
of the Examining Committee beyond what
is stated thereiu, recommend it* reference
to tbe Board. Respectfully,

This, my will
and pleasure, you will communicate to
the Grand Junior Warden, that the breth¬
ren of the Grand Lodge may have due no¬

tice thereot and govern themselves accord¬
ingly.

RESPONSE.

Tbe Grand Senior Warden responded as
follows :
Brother Grand Junior Warden, it is the

order of the Most Wor.-hiprul Grand Master
of the Grand Lodge of Virginia that this
Grand Lodge do now proceed with the
ceremonies of unveiling the monument
erected to the memory of our deceased
Grand Secretary, Right Worshipful John
Dove. This you will report to the brethren,
that tbey, having due notice thereof, may
govern themselves accordingly.
The further ceremonies incident to the

reception and unveiling were then proceed¬
ed with, which consisted of a very fervent
and touching prayer by R. W. George W.
Dame, Grand Chaplain of the M. W. G. L. ;

a funeral dirge by the band, and an address
by Grand Master Wellford, which was brief
but well worthy of the occasion, and was

fully in keeping with the reputation of
Jud'^e Wellford as one of the most eloquent
Masonic orators in Virginia.
There was an immense assembly of peo¬

ple near the monument, all of whom seemed
deeply interested in the beautiful and sol¬
emn ceremonies, and the very best order
was preserved throughout.

TnE MONUMENT

is probably one of the very finest of its kind
in this country, and its very beautiful work¬
manship reflects credit upon the contractor.
It is of Virginia granite, and its height will
exceed any in the cemetery. On its base is
the single word "Dove." On the block
above the base -is the scriptural legend
" Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord ;
they do rest from their labors, and their
works do follow them." The scroll on the
front panel of the monument is inscribed as

follows :
R. W. John Dove, M. D.
Born in Richmond, Va.,

September 2, 1792;
Died in Richmond, Va.,

Nov. 16, 1876.

Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of
Virginia by successive elections

from 1835 to 1876.

The ceremonies at the monument being
concluded, the line was reformed and the
procession returned to St. Alban's Hall;
and thus ended one of the most interesting
occasions that will probably ever mark the
history of the Masonic fraternity in Vir¬
ginia.

SECOND DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.REPORTS PBOM
VARIOUS COMMITTEES.THE CSE OF CELLU¬
LOID.OTHER BUSINESS, AC.
The Dental Association met again yester¬

day at 11 o'clock.Dr. J. H. Moore, presi¬
dent ; Dr. Keesee, secretary.
Dr. T. S. Walters, of Baltimore, wa3 in¬

troduced to the Association and Invited to
take part it its proceedings.
Tbe report of the Publication Committee

was received and adopted.
The report on Mechanical Dentistry was

called for, and, on motion of Dr. Keesee,
was taken up.
Dr. Scribner opened the subject by ask¬

ing tbe opinion of those present as to the
use of celluloid.
Dr. Harris, of the Baltimore Dental Col¬

lege, stated that be would not advise the
use of it as a base. He bad 110 confidence
in it, for it would warp, fcnd will, after
twelve months' use, disintegrate, and Is so
very unreliable that he would not recom¬
mend it at the college. It might suit plain
but not gum-teetb. It will undergo change?,
tarn dark, and soften on the surface, and
Gnally giye way, and in 9ome cases he could
not tell what it was. Tbe rubber would
stand, and was ever so much easier to work,
but be would not use it for temporary
plates.
Dr. Walters, of Baltimore, stated that his

experience with the use of celluloid did not
agree with Frofessor Harris's ; bad used it
since 1873; worked it in a vapor of glyce.-
rine, and preferred it to rubber. Silver and
celluloid worked favorably together, but
gold was the best base to use.
Dr. Scribner asked if silver would not

corrode.
Dr. "Walters replied that it certainly

would, and that he ouly spoke of it as to
its cheapness.
Dr. Thompson stated that be had used

celluloid for four or five years, and found it
everything be wanted; would not work
rubber, and had never made a failure with
celluloid.

Dr. Walters said tbe pressure must not
be taken off until the plate was thoroughly
made.

Dr. Cbewning, of Fredericksburg, stated
that he had made it his business while liv¬
ing in Baltimore to inquire as to its work¬
ings, and had ascertained that there was a

wide difference of opinion as to its qualities.
Dr. Hunt, of Washington, stated in the

manipulation of celluloid as compared with
rubber more skill was required in the use
of celluloid thau rubber. The result in his
experience of the use of celluloid was that
it is far superior to rubber. It is more
pleasant to wear, and he used it in prefer¬
ence to rubber, it being more durable.
Drs. Keesee, Cowardin, Mercer, aud

Moore, also took part in the discussion.
On motion of Dr. Keesee, the Association

adjourned to 4 o'clock.
At the afternoon session Dr. T. S. "Wal¬

ters, of Baltimore, was elected an honorary
member.

Dr. Chowning, of the Baltimore Dental
College, offered the report of the Committee
on Dental Literature, which was fully dis¬
cussed by Dr. Jud. B. Wood, who compli¬
mented Dr. Chewning upon its efficiency
and ability, and pronounced it the best that
Liad been offered since the organization oi
the Association.
