Another Important Discovery..The
Pittsburgh (Pa.) Dispatch says a Canadian Is
claimed to have in vented a new proccss of

refining petroleum without the agency of
heat. A sample manufactured from Ameri¬
can petroleum of forty-five gravitv is stated
to be a very brilliant and white oil of forty-
eight gravity and 122 fire-test. The yield
from the crude was ninety-three per cent.
But the most extraordinary claim for this
process is not merely that the means used

. are entirely mechanical, but al«o that there
Is no production of gasoline, or benzine,
and the eutire product is standard white
illuminating oil far superior to the oil re¬

fined under old methods. This new fro-
cess, if what is claimed for it be true, is
just precisely what the producers have been
looking for.
