ESTIMATED EXPENSES FOR 1879.
The School Board estimate that for tbe

session of 1879-'80the sum of $71,500 will
l»e required for the entire support of the
schools, including salaries, repairs, fuel, in¬
cidental expenses, ore. This estimate does
not provide for any increase in the number
of teachers to be employed for the session
1879-'80, nor for extraordinary improve¬
ments which may become necessarj to meet
demands for additional school aceomtuoda-
tions. The Supervisor of School Property
recommends that the City Council make a

special appropriation of S20.000 to furnish
additional accommodations for pupils seek¬
ing admission who cannot now be received
into the schools.
The estimated value of all the school pro¬

perly belonging to the city on the 1st of
January. 1870, was $248,655.62.

iilGli SCHOOL.
The High School has not only maintained

its previous high standing, but. its efficient
management. The excellent discipline to
which the pupils are subject, and the thor¬
ough instruction which they receive, have
greatly increased its popularity with the
public. It is a most necessary auxiliary to
the efficiency of the lower schools. The
pupils in those schools are constantly re¬
minded that patient industry and faithful
study will bo finally rewarded with the
privilege of tuition it) the High School.
Twenty pupils.nineteen girls and one

boy. graduated from this school at the close
of the last session ; making in all, fifty-
nine.forty-six girls and thirteeu hoys.
who are graduates of this school. Eighteen
of the girls that graduated applied for and
were elected to the position of teacher in
the schools. They will be assigned to duty
as soou as their services arc needed. Eigh¬
teen young Indies who graduated previous
to this session have been teaching success¬

fully in the schools.some for three yea: s,
fcouie for two years, and some for a shorter
period.

HALF-DAY SCHOOLS.

The success of the experiment with the
two half-day schools the previous session
justified the organization of similar schools
in connection with all the groups of schools
at the beginning of tbe past session. Ac¬
cordingly, twenty-two half-day schools, with
eleven teachers, were opened. Under the
plan-each teacher taught 100 pupils.50 in
the morning school, from. 9 to 12 o'clock;
and 50 in the afternoon school, from 12 t*3
o'clock. The same amount of work has
been done as was formerly done, and 550
pupils that could r.ot have be>?n accommo¬
dated without this plan have been taken
through the first year's work The addi¬
tional cost has not exceeded 25 j>er cent, of
the expenses necessary for conducting a

school of 50 pupils.
INCHEASED ACCOMMODATIONS N3EDED.

The Superintendent of Schools rays:
"For tbe past two year* we have not

been able to accommodate. all that have ap¬
plied for admission into the schools ; in
fact, quite a large number have been re¬
fused for want of seats. I have assigned
*aeb teacher as many pupils as she could pos¬
sibly teach with tbe hope of success. Some
teachers of primary grades have taught 60
pupil*, and some in the grammar grades
Iiave had 4!i or 50 pupils, which is very
heavy work for any teacher, however in¬
dustrious and faithful she may be. Last
session there were 300 applicants that could

- be received, and I feel quite certain that
tbe number wttlbe at least 1,000 at tbe open¬
ly of tbe next siwrfon (this present session,
and it has reached 1,200),

**' We need at least two more buildings
with a capacity of five hundred seats each,
one in the eastern and the other la the

*

western portion of the city. I respectfully
recommend that application be made to the
City Council at au early date for a sum suffi¬
cient to erect such buildings, and trust it
will result in receiving' the appropriation
asked for. so that by September, 1370, we

may have suitable accommodations for all
who may wish to enter the schools/'

RICHMOND COLLEGE
Continues to exhibit her usual vigor in

every department. While sharing In the

depression which arises from the peculiar
stringency, of the times, she has really suf¬
fered less than any college in Virginia. The.
patronage continues good, the nine schools
which compose the course of instruction are

in full and succe^fui operation, and the
standard of scholarship and of graduation
are unusually high. Fifteen young men

took the degrees of the college during the
past year. "We note with pleasure the
founding of scholarships in the college.
There are now three, fully endowed and
affording relief to needy students.. The
"Samuel Tunstall Foundation'' was also
created six months ago by a bequest, of

$7,000 to the permanent endowment bv a

citizen of King and Queen county, Va.
whose name it bears.
During the year unusual interest was

manifested in the Museum. Founded in
1874, it is accumulating a large and varied
assortment or curious and useful articles
illustrating the past and the present. Long-
desired improvements, in opening and

grading the principal streets leading to and
arcund the college campus, are well ad¬
vanced as the year closes, and when com¬

pleted will serve to bind the college cor¬

poration yet more closely to our beautiful
metropolis. The embellishment of the hand¬
somely-located grounds must soon follow,
until they are made to correspond with the
admirable interior life and solid worth or
our leading Virginia college.

VIRGINIA STATE AGRICULTURAL
SOCIETY.

The first organization of a State Society
for the promotion of agriculture in Virginia
dates back to 1811, with John Marshall as

president. Its operations were suspended
by the second wajr With England. In 1818
it was reorganized with John Taylor, of
Caroline, as president, and its work was
continued for many years. Neither of these
societies held property or were incorpo¬
rated, but were associations of leading ag¬
riculturists and men of the professions who
knew the value to the Commonwealth ol
agriculture and other productive industries.
The present State Society was organized in
1852, and incorporated in 1853, with Ed-
mond Kuftin as its first president, lis real
estate, consisting of its Fair-Grounds and
improvements, located near the city, is
worth upwards of §100,000. This property
is exempt under charter from taxation in
view of the fact that there are no individual
interests involved, and all the income of the
Society Is devoted to the cause of agricul¬
tural improvement in the State.
The Society held annual Pairs from 185G

to 18t>0 inclusive, and distributed a large
fund in premiums, but a suspension of nine
vears then occurred by reason of war be¬
tween the States. It was reorganized in
1869, with Major W. T. Sutberlln as presi¬
dent, and has continued its work and Fairs
to the present date ; and during this latter
period has paid out about $73,000 in pre¬
miums tor the promotion of agriculture,
horticulture, mining, manufactures, stock-
breeding, &c.

VIRGINIA PENITENTIARY.
This Institution has now within its prison

walls or on public works one thousand and

sixty-two convicts, that number being one

hundred and one less th:in were on hand
this time last year. For the first six months
of the year the number received was thirty-
six in excess of that discharged. But it is

gratifying to report that since the 1st of .July
last, when the new criminal Jaw went into

effect, that the number discharged greatly
exceed the number received. Ir Is also grat¬
ifying to report that the condition of the
convicts, as well as of the prison, is far >n-

perior to what it was for the correspond¬
ing time of last year. The prison is not

now overcrowded, as it lias been for
several years; in fact, it is not.

crowded at all. as quite a number of the
cells are vacant. The <rreat danger from
epidemics or contagious disease has been
materially lessened by the thinning out of
the convicts, there being considerably over

half of the male convicts now employed on

public works. Those so employed are dis¬

posed of as follows: At Old Dominion
Granite. 119; on James River and Kanawha
canal, 383. total, 502.
There are also twenty men, who are in

charge of the Hoard of Supervisors of Hen¬
rico county, at work on the roads in said
county. There are hired under contract
within the prison walls forty to fifty con¬

victs, to McCoull, Sullivan & Co., tobacco¬
nists.
During the past year forty-four deaths

have occurred among the convicts.twenty-
nine on public work*and fifteen within the
prison walls. Five women made their e>-

cape from the female department on the
10th of August, but all of them were recap¬
tured and returned witbiu three days. Two
men belonging within the prison made good
their escape from the Capitol Square. There
were also numerous attempts made at es¬

cape, but with the exception of tho»e men¬

tioned above none were successful, whiNt
thirty-five made good their escape from pub¬
lic works.
The conduct of the prisoners in general

has been good..
During the year seven pardons have been

granted, five to white and two to colored
convicts.
There are quite a number of long-sen¬

tenced men, and in some in>tanees th»>ua-
ture of the crime hardly warrants the length
of the sentence.
In the female department of the prison

there are now eighty-eight convicts.a de¬
crease of twelve since this time last year.
