A Braziiian Nabob.

THE BIG SCHEME WHICH IS TO BEGUILE THE
DENIZENS OF THE BLUE-GRASS REGION,
The Lexington, Ky., F'ress says:

Mr. Chan. Reticker, with whose name the
people of Lexington are familiar, returned
to the eity vesterday. He is dircet from
Brazil vig New York. Mr. Reticker went
on a visit to bis possessions in Brazil in the
province of FPanama, where he has a
clear title to a piece of land—a small-sized
farm of over 8,000,000 acres, in two sec-
tions, the smaller containing a little less
than 500,000 acres—r rich coffec-growing
country. He has laid claim and is perfect-
ing his title to another section adjoining
the main body, of 1,500,000 acres. So soon
as the survey is completed he will have
the title clear to that., His territory ex-
tends 150 miles along the river of Guess, to
the navigation of whieh stream for that dis-
tance he has the exclusive privilege for fifly
vears. Mr, Reticker’s plan is to stock this
rich country, the land of which is very like
that of Kentucky, with fine hors and cal-
tle. He ha%on one little place already over
500 head. He will eut his land up into
thousand-anere sections for the purposes of
cultivation and ecattle-raising. He will
purchase stock here in Kentucky—horses,
cattle, and sheep—and ship them by sea
to Rio de Janeiro. His ships will sail from
New York every sixiv days. He will encour-
age immigration into Brazil, and offer Jarge
inducements to Americans to accompany
him to his territory, where he intends to
establisb towns. He points upon the
map the locations for these hives of indus-
try and marts of comwmerce. As an extra
inducement tbhe Government of Brazil has
by letiers-patent given him the right to
import goods of American manufazture for
himself and the people of his ter:itory duty
free, Mr. Reticker is quite enthusiastic
over the new undertaking in which he is
now engaged, und is sanguine of brilliant
suceess. A Brazilian gentleman will be
here shortly, who will assist Mr, Reticker
in his business, and the selection of stock
for shipment will be begun immediately.
It is expected that the first exportation will
be made in April. Mr. Reticker feels that
e bos been treated kindly by Keuntuckians,
and be wants Kentucky, and especially this
seetion of it, to get the Lenefit of the Bra-
zilian stock trade.

My informant snid he was feeble
in health, but that his voice would become
louder, and when be had got under way in
preaching every word would he heard to
the outer circle of the vast audi-
ence. 1t proved to be so. The subject
of discourse was * Happiness,”
from the text in the Proverbs of Sol-
omon, ‘He that hath n merry heart
bath a continual feast,” His speaking at
first was slaw, measured, scarcely audible,
without the least action ; but after the first

his

tive or ten minutes he made a feeble
gesture with lhis left band, then be-

gan to warm up a little, and at length
his voice attained a good volume. so that
every word could be heard distinctly, bis
enunciation was clear, and a8 the andience-
room seemed acoustically perfect, every
gyllable must have been heard by the entire
ussembly. Certain passages were delivered
with a zood deal of animation ; hiz gesticu-
Iation waus forcible and appropriate, and on
the whole he exbibited more elocutinnary
power than I supposed he was capable ef,
for I bad bheard him in former days. The
matter of bis discourse evinced thought,
much reading, and a large aequaintance
with literature and history, and there were
oceasional touches of real eloquence. His
rbetoric throughout was attractive. He
has great power at word-painting, and
lie enchains his hearers from the text
to the amen. I sat where I could cast an
oceasional glance over the erowd, and I
never saw a more quiet and attentive ano-
dience. Every eve scemed fixed upon Lhe
speaker, und tbere was none of that rust-
ling and changing of poesition, exhibiting
restlessness and dissatisfaction, which one
often secs in church. But onee was the
Zravity of the assembly disturbed. and by a
ripple of rustle and a pervading smile,
when, giving a most apt illustration of his
point, be related how a Methodist Confer-
ence in Wisconsin, after wrangling long
over the problem, and ** being unable to
draw the hne between zambling and ero-
quet, abolished croquet altogether from the
list of a church-member’s recreations.””

If one sbould ask wherein lies Prolessor
Swing’s power—for that he possesses and
wields it is plain from the position he bolds
and the character of his rezular anditors—
it way be said to consist, in part, of the
points above mentioned, along with others
equally plain. His thoughts ure striking,
alwayvs beautiful, often show originality.
His discourses are full of ircident and bis-
torieal allusion. citing with brevity and
point the sayings of statezmen, orators,
poets, and philosophers—all made to illus-
trate s theme, brought in naturally and
without any attempt at display or show of
pedantry. The sermon of vesterday wus
full of these qualities, and yet it had that
prime trait—unity—and everything bore
upon tte theme in band. 'I'bie *“orthodox ™
would say that Professor Swing's ¢ power
to draw,” admitting all I have said, hes
mainly in quite another thing—his lax or
liberal theology. There is, probubly,
gomething in this. He is known to be
aliberal thinker, and Le occasionally gives
“rigid orthodoxy,” as be views it, some
Fhard hite, There are some probably—per-
haps many—who go to hear him because
“he is liberal.”? But T find that he had
some ‘¢ good people from orthodox denom-
inations” among bis regulur hearers. 1
beard of one family, formerly of my own
congregalion, in Chillicothe, Ohio, who
were originally from the Psalm-singin®
United Presbyterian Chusch, whom I used
to train in orthedox ways. But, then.there
ure other ** liberal preachers,” as Mr. Froth-
ingham, in New York—not meaning to class
Professor Swing with him—and James
IFreeman Clarke, of Boston; but they do
not ‘‘draw’ as he does. The genuine
sympatby with humanity in all its phases
of joy avd suffering is an attractive ele-
ment in his preaching, and I judge he sel-
dom, if ever, presents the several points of
theology in his sermons, as is done in some
puipits.

Pecuniarily Professor Swing’s congrega-
tion is a success. My polite friend, who
says ¢ he is the coming man,” told me that
the Professor gets §8,000 per annum as a
salary; that no collection js ever takem up
in chureh; that all expenses for the current
vear are provided for, with $8,000 surplus
in the treasury; that during the coming
year ¢ a large hall?? is to be built for the con-
gregation a block or two from McVicker’s,
go cost $150,000, the ground already having
been procured for $35,000.

I spoke to Professor Swing after the ser-
vice. He looks haggard and feeble, giving
indication of being overworked. When I
have formerly seen him he has appeared ro-
bust. ToN.
