Snyder; a white" man, Charged with and in¬
dicted fortlic murder of Philip -Slaughter,
a colored man, was commenced m the Coun¬
ty Court of Rockingham, Judge Charles T.
O. Ferrall presiding. The murder was eom-
mitted on Sunday the 17th day of Novem¬
ber last, about a mile and a half from the
Shenandoah Iron-Works, in East Rocking¬
ham. ,

The killing, according to the testi¬
mony adduced at. the trial, was done about
2 P. M. in the day. Snyder shooting Slaugh¬
ter dead with a earbioe loaded with turkey-
shot, making forty-nine turkey-shat holes in
the body from the right groin to the first
rib. Snyder is about thirty-tire or forty
years of a^e, and looks as if he bad a keenly
painful-realization of thegravity of the sit¬
uation in which be is placc.d and of the cir¬
cumstances that surround him.* He had
been married about, two months, and was

an industrious, hard-working, honest man.

The prisoner is defended by Messrs. M.
L. Wdfley, William B, Compton, Captaiu
John Paul, and William B. Shauds, Esq.,

i whilst the State is represented by Captain
George G. Grattan and Edgar Sipo, E<q.

LAKGE XLMBEPS OK MUTILATED COINS CIRCU¬
LATING IN* CHINA.A CONSEQUENT DECKEASE
IN THEIIi VALUE.

ffSpecial Dispatch to 1 he New "i ork Time?.]
Washington*, December 31..Some time

ago announcement was made that large
quantities of trade dollars were being accu¬
mulated by speculators at commercial cen¬

tres in China, the purpose being to return

such dollars to the United States, in the ex¬

pectation that Congress would give them
the legal-tender quality. Reports received at
the State Department, from American Con-
sulsshow that in many parts of China these
coins have been so mutilated to make
thern useless ns currency. The Consuls
at Amoy. Foochow, and Ningpo report that

| the American trade-dollar has been so mu¬

tilated by "chopping" by the Chinese mcr-
'

chants at the places named as to render them
undesirable as a circulating medium. This
practice, which had its origin in a rule made
by mercantile houses in the south oi China
requiring each lirm to guarantee the gen-
uii)C5S of dollars paid out by allixmg to
each coin its "chop" or lirai-name, and
which was done by stamping with a die
upon the surface of the coin, has grown
into such an abuse that current dollars
are defaced beyond all possibility of
recognition, and not unfrequently coins
are found in circulation through which
holes have been punched. In some cases
there is reason to believe that the die lias
been displaced by a gouge, ana a.small por¬
tion of the metal has been t:«ken from the
coin. This practice also prevails at Hong
Kong. Coins thus mutilated would not, of
course, be accepted at their face value in the
United States, even should the trade-dollar
be given the legal-tender quality, and hold¬
ers of thnn would be forced to dispose of
them as so much bullion. To the extent,
therefore, that trade-dollars have suffered
mutilation by the '. chops" of Chinese mer¬
chants the a'muunt ci those coins outstand¬
ing for all purposes of money may be said
to be reduced. ' .-'
