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s|wt dial baa recently been written
and said upon tbe subject of lawyer#.^Com¬
plaint ts made that the larger proportion of
both houses of <Jtongras are lawyers. Foe
lawvers arc said to fill tbc most important
stations in nubltelire^ccupy all tbe influ¬
ential <ind digntfled offices, and generally
make, manage, and executo the laws as they
sec at. One writer calls for an immediate
ebange in this respect, and uYfce9 that busi-
ness-tnen, farmers, mechanics, and people
of various callings come to the front ana

rule the country after their fashion. He
thinks the lawyers an evil in the over¬

shadowing influence they exercise upon
public affairs, and calls upon tbe great pub*
He to set aside these gentlemen from tbe
high places tbey occupy? «nd put In their1
stead men of other professions and call*
logs. .

There can be no reasonable objection to
tbe fullest discussion on this aubject. If
tbe preponderance of the legal profession
In legislative, Judicial and official stations
is an evil it ought to be remedied, and tbe
people will be found willing to accept any
rational plan for so doing. But it will not
be wise, to Jump at hasty conclusions, nor

fill tbe places of the men now in control of
public affairs with others simply because
they are respectable citizens and not law¬
yers. The people will select, hereafter, as

tbey have done, if tbey. desire wise rulers,
the men who, in their Judgment, are tbe
best qualified to serve tbem.men of tbe
ablest talents the broadest cultures and* the
soundest attainments. Knowledge is power.
The best educated man, other things being
equal, is tbe roost useful man, and will ex¬

ercise the greatest and most important in¬
fluence upon the community.

Until quite a recent date nearly all tbe
so-called men of liberal education adopted
one or the other of the learned professions-
theology, medicine, or law. Clergymen, as

a rule, while standing among the foremost
of tbe orators and influential men of tbe
country, rarely permitted themselves to
meddle directly with public affairs, accept
office, or Interfere iff any manner witlj po¬
litical paities. Physicians confined them¬
selves to tbe practice of tbe healing art,
and, with few exceptions, bad neither the

t^ste nor tbc inclination to step beyond
the limits of their own calling. This left
the lawyers a clear field for public favor,
aud as by the nature of their profession
tbey were constantly living before the pub¬
lic eve, studying and expounding the laws,
familiarizing themselves with tbe science
of government, and practicing the arts
and graces of oratory, many of them
gifted with genius and eloquence, it can

scarcely be a subjcct of surprise that the

people selected them as the fittest per¬
sons to make laws, control by their talents
and gifts of speech public assemblies, and
take the lead in every great crisis. The fact
that they have not only in our own coun¬

try, but in all other highly civilized lands,
taken the direction of public affairs, made
tbe laws, fillrd the judicial station*, ana
shone conspicuous in the highest offiees of
trust and honor, is simply because by edu¬
cation and training they were best fitted for
the work, and everybody conceded the fact.
In later days, with the decline of the bar in
learning and influence, and tbe large num¬
ber of educuted, trained, and disciplined
men found in the ranks of journalism, com¬

merce, railroad enterprise, tbe practice of
agriculture and tbe mechanic art?, the law¬
yers have neees3nrily some strong competi¬
tors for public favor, and cannot always
challenge a successful comparison with their
new rivals.

But it must be remembered that lawyers
bave always been the most intelligent, val¬
ued, trusted, honored, aud faithful of -our

public servants. We can name but few
really prominent or distinguished men in
the history of our own country and its civil
affairs, whose fame is a part of the common
heritage of tbe land, that were not law-
vers. Without alluding to the long array
of jurists who bave adorned tbe bench,
we could till a column with tbe names
of1 lawyers honored* in their day and
generation as the loaders of great parties,
tbe statesmen whose wisdom guided tbe
ship of State safely through tbe breakers,
whose gifted tongues and profound legal
attainments made their names household
words, pod who are remembered to-day
with pride and veneration. It will not do
to say these men pushed themselves into
power and place or were not chosen be¬
cause of their superiority to tbe majority of
their fellow-men. Tbe people chose tbem
because tbey were fitted for their work.

JJo man can succeed to fame at the bar
without Industry, ability, aud learning. A
really successful lawyer 13 a man of ac¬

knowledged distinction. No one but a law¬
yer comprehends bow difficult it is to attain
hif-b rank in bis profession. No class of
men are held to stricter tests by their breth¬
ren, and when tbey acknowledge among
their members a leader, a chief, or a distin¬
guished man, tbe community mav safely ac¬

cept him on such warrant. So long as

civilization makes men wiser, better, and
happier. so long will lawyers continue
to defend the rights and privileges
or their fellew-men, maintain justice
and exert their talents and eloquence for
the common weal. It is for the bar itself
to say to what extent hereafter its members
shall control and influence our national af¬
fairs. There can be no successful prejudice
raised against them because tbey are lawyers.
But the time has also passed when men

will be chosen for high station because they
are lawyers. The word does not imply
what it once meant. Tbe lofty standard by
which tbe bar once Judged candidates for
its honors has passed away. Tbc gateways
of the profession have been thrown down,
and an army of unworthy and useless men
have rushed into the fold. The noble old
name of lawyer has lost its significance,
and the public fail to associate it always
with personal morality, industry, or learn-
ing. Hence, to a certain extent, the public
have grown weary of lawyers simply be¬
cause lawyers have been untrue to them¬
selves. And when members of the legal
profession are found thrusting themselves
into bigb station witbont tbe qualifications
necessary to adorn it, and men of that cha¬
racter multiply and abound to the exclusion
of business men of genuine abilities, it is
natural tbe profession should sufter iu the
estimation of the public.

Let tbe bar go back to its old high stand¬
ard of honor, morality, and excellence ; let
its members be enriched with learning, ac¬

curate powers of reasoning, tbe graces of
eloquence and oratory.men able to argue
grave questions involving life, liberty, and
property. Such men arc as necessary as

justice tt^elf in our ttepablic, and the peo¬
ple will always give tbem places of honor
and power, because of all men tbey are

best fitted by training, education, and
haMts of life tb serve them most faithfully
and usefully.
