Price, ^Urce cents, ,

The Polar Wave:
The coldest weather since January. 1877,

came suddenly upon us Thursday evening.
That morning the thermometer recorded
32°, the freezing point in Fahrenheit* and
there was every promise of fair and plea¬
sant weather. At 1 o'clock the mercury
in the thermometer recorded 47°. About
that time, however, the wiRd, which had
been blowing a gentle breeze from the
southwest, suddenly shifted to northwest
and blew a perfect gale. The temperature
fell as rapidly as if an Arctic iceberg lay
to the windward. A corresponding fail
in the mercury took place, and at sun¬
rise yesterday morn in i: it read 7° Fahren¬
heit, 16° Reamur.which has 32° for its
initial point. This indicated a fall of 40°
in eighteen hours? At 1 o'clock yesterdav
it had risen to 10° Fahrenheit, the highest
point reached during the day. The sky lias
been perfectly clear, not a cloud obscuring
the sun, and no probability of the fulfil¬
ment. of the prophecy of <'Old Prob." that
we should have snow.
Yesterday morning, wherever there had

been water or moisture, the Frost King had
come and silently waved his wand, and lo !
the face of nature had changed. The
ground was hard and firm, the gutters were
frozen over, running streams were, despite
the high winds prevailing, covered over
with a shining surface, from which the sun¬
beams glinted with a rare radiance. Win¬
dows were embellished with engravings far
exceeding the highest works of art in their
design and delicate tracing. Nothing could
be more beautiful than the sight presented
on the front windows of many of the Main-
street stores. All kinds of 'plants, inclu¬
ding the most beautiful specimens of ferns;
huge stalactites, as if fresh from some new¬

ly discovered cavern, were to be seen.

Many of the windows seemed to be curtain¬
ed with lace of the most costly manufac¬
ture. The sight was a rare one and well
worth a visit to see. Many water-pipes
were bursted, and plumbers will be busy
several days repairing damages.
The steamship Wyanoke, after several at¬

tempts, got off yesterday morning between
11 and 12 o'clock, but it was a difficult un¬
dertaking. Tbe river had frozen hard (the
channel), but she managed to get through
the ice, and is now no doubt at sea. The
Philadelphia steamer sailed also. Last
night the river was pretty well closed, and
navigation of course suspended.
The basin was frozen hard except at the

entrance to the ^auge-dock, and the skaters
were enjoying themselves as well as the
cutting westerly wind would permit.
The canal was frozen. Indeed it is now

frozen Irom one end to the other, except
here and there where the water is too swift,
and navigation is entirely susoended. The
packet boat which left here "on Thursday
morning got up about twenty-four miles
from this city, where the captaiu was com¬
pelled to stop on account of the ice.

The fountains in the Capitol Square are
\erv pretty just now, especially the one in
the Governor's yard, which seems to be
fiozen to the bottom, and as fast as the wa¬
ter falls from the sprinkler it freeze^, form-
in? a beautiful pyramid of ice.
The streets seemed well nijrh deserted

last night. The few persons who were out
were either running alon? to keep warm or
were walking very rapidly. The reporto-
rial fraternity found no chinners on the
street corners ready to talk politics ; and all
who could do so not only kept in-doors, but
close in the chimney-corner beside the fire.
At midnight the mercury stood at 13°.

. AUDITOB'S REPORT.

Condition of the State Finance#.

AN INCUEASS OP TAXATION OF TWENTY-
FIVE CENTS ON THE $100 RECOMMENDED
UNTIL AN AMENDMENT TO «THE CONSTI-
TCTION CAN BE ADOPTED PROVIDING FOP.
THE SUPPORT OF PUBLIC FREE SHCOOLS
BY" A TWO-DOLLAR TOLL TAX-CHANGES
IN THE MODE OF COLLECTING REVENUE
SUGGESTED. -

The annual report of the Auditor .of Pub¬
lic Accounts will be laid upon the desks
of members to-day.a date earlier, than
usual. The most important subjects dis¬
cussed are embraoed in the following ex-
tracts :

COMMONWEALTH OP VIRGINIA,'

To the General Assembly of Virginia :

I have the honor to submit mv annual re-
port for the fiscal venr ending September
30, 1878: . >

The last year was one of peculiar embar¬
rassment in conducting the operations of
this office. It will be remembered that
some time prior to the adjournment of the
General Assembly, in April last. I laid be¬
fore the Finance Committees of the two
houses, sitting in conference, a statement
showing- the financial condition of the Com¬
monwealth. No measure of relief, how¬
ever, was adopted, and I was compelled to
curry on the Government as best I could
with the limited amount of currency or

money at my command. . I

Against my management, however, no
voice of complaint but one has been heard,
although delays.necessary delays.occur¬
red in the payment of demands upon the
Treasury, which were authorized by law,
and therefore proper to be made. The au¬

thorities of our Stole asylums, though in
pressing need of funds, not only for build¬
ing but on support account, have shown a

most commendable decree of forbearance
upon an assurance that my failure to pay
them was not occasioned by any unwilling¬
ness on my part to do so, but from sheer in¬
ability. Th<? complaint to which I have
alluded was the old one of "divertijig the
school funds." To this I have replied in
an appendix to this report, to which,I beg
the special attention of the General Assem¬
bly. To meet an objection which has beeu
iigain and again put forward.that a tax of
ten cenls in the hundred dollars' value of
property was specifically levied and collect¬
ed for the schools. I beg to say that the fact
is otherwise, and that there is no provision
of law which requires it; the language of
the statute is that "the proceeds of one fifth
of the tax on land, property, &c.,"shall be
applied to the support of the public free
schools." There is no separate fund kept
for schools on the books of this office ; the
law does not require it, nor could it be done
if it did. The payment of taxes. &c., in
coupons, would aloneprevent it. The taxes
are all merged and paid, or accounted for,
by the t reasurers at this office, without any
distinction as to whether they are for capi¬
tation, land, or property, and are applied as

a general credit in the settlement of their
accounts.
The amount received during the year in

coupons has been over §1,215,000, which,
displacing that amount or currency, has
rendered it impossible to pa* in full the ap¬
propriations made at your last session.
The amount unpaid due to the Lunatic

Asylums on all accounts is as follows :

tion, together with a comparison of results
between the present and the old law. This
statement I think I shall be able to com¬

It will be fco- the wisdom of the General
Assembly to determine in what manner it
shall hereafter be provided against. To suf¬
fer it to continue must result in great finan¬
cial embarrassmeat- The remedy has already
been postponed too long. The amount of
tfee deficit is large, and the present revenues
are not sufficient to meet it.
By tbe42d section, chapter 43 of the Code,

editwo 1873, it is o&ade tlie duty of the Au¬
ditor "It, in big. opinion, the future reve-
noe ike likely to prove insufficient, to recom¬
mend ipJans for increasing the revenue, sng-
gesting^ncb new ejects of taxation or

suc^i additional laxenoa the bid as be may
deem proper." In pursuance of this iu-
juncfcfool respectfully recommend :

1st. Tiut a constitutional amendment be
at once pasted, to be suj&iuitted to tbe peo¬
ple for ratification at the proper time, im¬
posing s specific poll-tax of two dollars for
the support the public J'me schools ; tbe
[money collected to be kept separate and

j distifltet from s$l other funds and to be ap¬
plied to no otter use. By doing ibis, and
by applying tbe ordinary revenues of the
gtste to tbe support of government, and to
sucb other purpose* as tbe General Assem¬
bly may direct, tbe. embarrassments trader
which we now labor with regard to tbe
schools would be'repjoved.

2d. I recommend further that until the
amendment to the Constitution can be car¬
ried into effect the rate of tax be increased
twenty-live cents.. This increased rate upon
8322.569,631.66, tlie present value, of the
land and personal property in tbe State,
would yield a revenue of $800,421.08 per
annum, which would answer for the pres¬
ent.

'

It may be urged that the necessary
amount of revenue maybe raised by a tax
upon other subjects.such, for example, a?
a tax upon Hquor under the Moffett law
amended and improved, or in some other
way equally effective and le*s objectionable-
to tbe dealers; a tax on oysters, a stamp
tax, &c.,'&c. These are all subject*, with¬
out doubt, from which, with judicious le¬
gislation, a very large revenue could be de¬
rived, and wbtcfi might be sufficient for
the purposes of government without an in¬
crease in the rate of tbe tax on property. If
such legislation can bo bad I should cer¬
tainly prefer it. If, however, tlie General
Assembly should see proper not' to adopt
these suggestions, I see no other alterna¬
tive tban to increase tbe present rate of
tax as I have recommended. I am aware*
that increase of tax will most
probably be objected to?': but as it
would only continue until the consti¬
tutional amendment I propose could be
earned into effect, the people, I am sure,
would be willing to bear it for the time, and
thus remove from the arena of politics tbe
question of the public debt, afford an ample
support for our free school*, and give new
lire and energy to every other interest in the
ouite. I am satisfied that permanent relief
can come in no other way-at least I do not
know of any; but an increase of revenue in
some way is ah absolute necessity. The
public free-school system is upon us, fixed
by the Constitution, and tbe " funding bill,"
which seems to be riveted upon us under
the decision of the courts, render it indis¬
pensable. The schools require money for
their support, and manifestly can be' sup¬
ported in no other way; while the "fund¬
ing bill-' substitutes coupons, which the
k tate is compelled to accept in pavmentof
taxes and all other dues to herself. Thus
situated, the schools of the government
must of necessity yield to the Torce of cir¬
cumstances and fail in the performance of
their constitutional functions, or the reve¬
nue must be increased.

It is with great diflidencc that I have
ventured to make tbe foregoing recom¬
mendations, but I feel that I should be der¬
elict in duty were 1 for any reason, personal
or otherwise, to withhold them.
The amount received in coupons during

the last fiscal year, as I have elsewhere
stated, was 81,215,678: to a tabulated state¬
ment of which, showiug the amouut re¬
ceived from each county and corporation in
the State, marked Document No. VI., I be"
respectfully to refer you.

It is painful to contemplate the embar¬
rassments that result necessarily from an
effort to carry on the government in all its
departments with insufficient means.
The demands of the educational depart¬

ment for the wages of its teachers, which
are justly due; the urgent calls from State
institutions of charityfor support ; the em¬
barrassing delays Ibat frequently occur in
the payment of even small claims against
the government: the Joss of credit render¬
ing it impossible to secure loans for tempo¬
rary purposes; the painful and unseemly
discussions between coordinate depart¬
ments of the government upon subjects
that should be of common concern; all
these evils, and more, flow directly from
the xcant of currency, a sufficient amount
of ichich is not furnished under our pre¬
sent laics. I repeat, therefore, my recom¬
mendations.

1st. A constitutional amendment by which
a poll-tax of two dollar* shall be raised and

applied exclusively to the support of the
" public free schools" of the State.

2d. A judicious tax on the sale of liquors.
the present law modiiied and amended as I
have elsewhere suggested would answer, I
think; an oyster law, not oppressive to tbe
people of the section of the State in which
it is to operate, and a stamp act.

3d. Should my second recommendation
be deemed unwise, then 1 see no relief but
in an increase in the rate of tax as I have
suggested.
The State needs a settled policy. She

cannot prosper icithoul it.
CRIMINAL CHARGES.REVENUE COLLECTIONS.
On the subject of criminal charges the

Auditor reports a reduction of $24,961.28,
mainly due to the new "criminal proce¬
dure" which went into operation Julv 1st,
1878. .

*

He makes several recommendations as to
the mode of collecting the revenue on the
plan which was in operation in I860. He
thinks tbat "all provisions which relate to
rebates and penalties should be repealed.
Thev are of no value, and only tend to em¬
barrass tbe collection of taxes. They were
never resorted to under our old system rrrid
should not be now." "Extension of time
for payment of taxes should not be allowed
except in exceptional instance*." ,

Tbe Auditor thinks that " three fourths
of the taxes should be paid or accounted
for at the Treasury by the 15th of Decem¬
ber, the remaining one fourth by tbe 15th
March next following, and that no exten¬
sion of the time should be allowed ; the col¬
lecting officers to bave power, as under tbe
old law, to "make distress" for the taxes
w jenever and as soon as they are prepared
to make their collections.

INJUSTICE.
I cannot close this report without calling

your attention to an injustice that was doue
to the clerks in my. office, altogether unin¬
tentional, by which their pav was reduced
by operation of tbe salary and appropria¬
tion laws of last winter ten per cent, below
what was allowed to corresponding clerks
in tbe other departments of the govern-
menr. Thus, the tirst clerk in the treasury
office receives a salary of £1,230 per annum,
the first clerk in the Second Auditor's of¬
fice §1,280; while the Hi st clerk in this or-
tiee receives a salary of only $1,134.33.
The second clerks in the Treasurer's and
Second Auditor's office receive §1,040 cacb,
while the second clerks in tbis office receive
only £92 1.64, and so of all the rest. 1 re¬

spectfully ask that such percentage of mo¬

ney be appropriated as will place tbe clerks
\of this office upon a footing of eguallty with
those of other departments.
/ I will not stop to discuss the matter of
the work done by tbe clerks in the several
offices, but content myself with saying tbat
as to the quantity done, and the intrinsic
difficulty of the work, that of tbis office
will not be behind the work done in atjv
other department of the government,

It is proper to remark that the rebates
upon the registers can never occur asrnin,
except in the case of beginners, and I re¬
spectfully suggest that this feature of the
law be repealed as useless. It served its
purpose in a measure when the system was
inaugurated, but it is now of no value, and
serves only at times to embarrass the dealer
and always to encumber the books of both
the commissioners of the revenue and treas¬
urers with unnecessary writing. The in¬
struments are the property of the State.
The result as shown by the registered sales,
with all the difficulties and embarrassments
that inevitably attach to the workings of a
new and untried law, must be gratifying to
the friends of the measure ; this result
showing that from these sales atone an ex¬
cess of "revenue has been realized over the
entire assessments of the former year of
§110,701.75, as I have stated above.
The inquiry has frequently been made

at this office by persons residing out¬
side as well as within the limits of
the State in regard to the efficiency of
the .«'< Moffett law " as an agency for the
collection of revenue. From the beginning
1 have never doubted its power in this re-

Vpect, and the results, partial though they
be, of the workings of the experiment have
strongly confirmed me in my tirst impres¬sions. The law, however, needs radical
'changes, which I will venture to sug¬
gest. IScfore I proceed to this, however, I
beg to suv one word in respect to the instru¬
ment itself. Many registers, new and im¬
proved, have been presented to me to be
substituted for the one now in u«e. To such
propositions I have had but one reply :

I. That the power of substitution did
not rest in me.

II. That if it did I could
.
not consent to

involve tne state in any additional expense
In the purchase of the substituted instru¬
ment, since the "Moffett and Deane" in¬
vention, when well made, answers all the
purposes of secure and accurate registra¬
tion. I beg now to make the following re¬
commendations touching the matter of
changes in the law :

l<t. Require tbat the specific license-tax
be paid in full at the time the license issues.
The present law requires the payment 01
one half at that time and postpones the pay¬
ment of the residue until six months there¬
after. This provision is greatly detrimental
to the interests of the State. Dealers may
move away or fail in business, or re¬
fuse to pav, and thus render the col¬
lection o£ "the second instalment a matter
of doubt, perhaps involving the Common¬
wealth in interminable litigation, which
should be avoided. The payment of the
entire specific tax as a condition precedent
to the prosecution oi business would se¬

cure the tax to the State and avoid all such
litigation. Should the license issue at any
neriod within the year, it would be proper
to allow the specific tax to be pro-rated ac¬

cording to the length of time the license has
r to run.

, , . . . ,2d. Allow no rebate oj any knul.
Ill I recommend that but one kinu ot

register be used by the dealer, and that the
distinction between alcoholic- and malt-
liauor registers be abolished. Ibe 1 easonfoqr this change is obvious. Where two re-

Titers are used, one of each class, and alco¬
holic drinks are sold, the temptation to
dealer disposed to do wrong to turn the
crank of the malt-liquor register is a stron
one. And this could very frequently be
done without detection, lo avoid the
possibility of such frauds, therefore, I re-

neat that but one kind of register should be
used in the sale of liquors, whether alco-

boMc.or . s.£gest tbe two following

p,l8t.°l would" apply a uniform tax upon
each drink of cents, whether it be al¬
coholic or malt. What the rate should be
can best be determined by the General As¬
sembly. Two and one half cents, the pre -

ent rate on alcoholic drinks, would cer¬

tainly be too heavy a tax on malt liquors,
while half a cent would be too small a tax
upon alcoholic drinks. Some just medium,
however, could be arrived at which would
be oppressive to no one. I would make no
distinction between the different kinds of
drinks. The measure proposed is one for
revenue, and no outside question should be
allowed to embarrass it. Or

2d. I would impose an ad valorem tax
upon each drink, whether it be alcoholic
or malt, making the value of the drink the
unit or basis of taxation. Thus: Upon all
drinks from a value of tive cents each up to
ten cents, a tax of a half cent; upon a ten-
cent drink, one cent ; upon all jtlrinks of a

value over ten cents and up to fifteen cents,
a cent and a half, &c. Thus much, by way
of illustration, the proper details of the
scheme would of course be arranged in the
bill.
V. If legislation can accomplish it. I

would require the tax collected under the
register to be paid in money. It is true, the
dealer may not be what is technically term¬
ed a collector of taxes, and therefore not

bound by the general law to pay in kind;
yet, practically, be does collect a tax for tbe
Slate, in money, which should be paid by
him in funds of a like kind.
YJ. And, finally, I think the specific license

tax upon the dealer who. sella by wholesale,
or by wholesale and retail, should be in¬
creased to $250. The old law imposed a tax
of $250, specific in such cases, and also a

tax upon sales. The present tax reduces
this specific tax to $150 and abolishes tbe,
tax on sales. My recommendation applies
only to the former tax. The sales I would
not tax, as it might seriously affect the trade
of the State and divert it to other points.
In regard to the character of the funds
which are used In payment of the tax under
tbe Moffett law, it is impossible to ascertain
with accuracy the proportion between cou¬

pons and currency. From tbe best esti¬
mate, however, that I can make, I should
eay that at 'eas£ three fourths of the entire
tax is paid .in coupons.
As this report covers all tbe points em¬

bodied in two resolutions of inquiry ad-

dressed to me.tbc one from the Senate and"!
tbe other from the House of Delegates.I
trust it may be received as a response to
both. It will be found to contain full re¬
plies to those Inquiries, as well as other
matters crowing out of and intimately con¬
nected with the subject.

I have now given tbe working of the pre¬
sent law, comparing its results with those
of the former, and have suggested amend¬
ments that I think are judicious. I resptct-
fully submit the whole matter to the con¬
sideration of the General Assembly, for
such action as inoy be deemed best for the
interests of tbc Commonwealth.
