MOOJ)Y.HOW TO DKAL WITH nCQUrRKItS. J
The hour from 6 to J o'clock was oeeu-

pieU by Mr. 3Ioody, who spoke to Chris¬
tians about inquirers and how to get along
with them. When Air. Sao key and I went
to Europe, in 1873, aiiid Mr. Moody, we had
jjo Idea or; taking up the kind of work in
which you tin d me now engaged. We had
ueYjcriihd anything to- deal with more ex¬

tended iliao the Church work in Chicago,
which was the outgrowth of a mission Sun¬
day school. But when we did go into it
ibe greatest trouble we bad was about how
to reap I he benefits of our labors. : The
preaching: and singing were all right, but
how were we to get to those whose feelings
were arou«ed? We found that people had

a prejudice against going to the altar, auu

we also became sutwtied that it would not
do to go Into the pews and sit down and
talk to itraugeiR. So we determined upon
holding these aftciMneetings, and I may say
right here that in all my travels I have yet
to find the minister who has gone into these
meetings and talked with inquirers who has
been disappointed or who has said be did
not like Ihc method. There have been min¬
isters and others wtio have talked and writ¬
ten against this way, but they have invaria¬
bly been men who were never in the in-
qiiiry-room. .

V'As- for myself, I think It is the noblest
privilege a man can have here on earth to
meet those who are anxious about their
eternal happiness, who are burdened wij^h
sin, who are loaded with trouble, and to be
able to point out to them an easy and cer¬
tain way to contentment; and consolation.
During these iiveor six years I have taken

a sanguine pleasure in that privilege. A
tgreat many ministers who have beard me

preach, but who have not gone into the in¬
quiry-room, have talked against me and
thought the way pursued a fallacy. I ac-

iuowledge I am not smart enough to preach
to ministers. They preach themselves gen¬
erally a good deal better than I can. But
I've been in a church and seen the minister
stir the congregation as a mighty wind stirs
the forest branches, and then I've seen the
congregation get rigbt up and walk out to
encounter all the influences that so quickly
counteract the Word of God if it be not
clinched. As soon as the nail is iu place it'
must be driven. The trouble with our

Churches is.tbat the ministers are all the
time casting their nets, but never hauling^

'

in to see if they have caught auything. IV e
.jnust reap as well as sow,

Instead of having the organ grind out
Aunes on a Sunday evening to amuse the
congregation and kill time, there ought to^
.be.an inquiry-meeting in every church just
«uaeeeding » gospel .sermon* There should
