Ice-Gorge in* the Ohio River.. Cincin¬
nati, January 12..The wharf was visited
by thousands of people to-day in expecta¬
tion of the ice breaking up "in the river.
Tow-boats have broken the ice along the
riverfront, and steamers of the mail line
have taken refuge in the mouth of the Lick¬
ing river. The ice is expected to move be¬
fore morning. At Portsmouth the ice
moved yesterday, smashing five canal-barges
and sweeping away some fifteen others. At
Maysville a break-up occurred about 3
o'clock this afternoon, sinking and tearing
loose some fifteen barges ai;d damaging the
wharf-boat somewhat. At 4 P. M. the ice
moved agaln'below Maysville, and at last ac¬
counts was still fast. A rise of twenty feet is
reported in the Kentucky river, which, it is
thought,- will clear out the Ohio below the
mouth of the former stream.

Washington, January 13..Senator With¬

ers informs me that he bas bad a conference
with Senator Bayard, and that I stated his
position on tbe tobacco tax correctly in my
dispatch tbe other night.viz., tbat be is for

a reduction to 16c. Senator Eaton, of Con¬
necticut, bas been reported as against a re¬

duction to IQc., but be said this morning
tbat be is in favor of reducing the tax to
12c. He and his colleague, Senator Barnum,
may be both counted for the House bill
when it comes before the §enate either with
or without the favorable consideration of
Mr. Morrill's committee. Senator Johnston
to-day arranged pairs on the tobacco bill for
Messrs. Coke and Bayard, who go south
with 3Ir. Schleicher's body. Colonel Bur-
well, who was before breakfast this morn¬

ing looking after the pairs of senators
about to leave Washington, has arranged
in regard to pairs for Messrs. Bailej?,
of Tennessee., and Garland, of Arkansas,
and others, who are in Louisiana with the
Teller committee. A valuable tobacco
document was placed in the hands of sena¬

tors to-day. It gives extracts from tbe
speeches of Senators Sherman, Thurmau,
and Bayard in tbe Senate Starch 1 and 2,
1875. The present Secretary of the Trea¬
sury then ably and earnestly opposed an in¬
crease from 20c. to 24c., and said that the
law under which tobacco is now taxed was

dishonorable and unjust. Mr. Bayard said
that more money could be raised by re¬

ducing the tax below 20c. than by increas¬
ing it to 24c., and opposed the increase.
Mr. Thurman, in opposing the increase, al¬
luded to the enormous burden under which
tobacco then groaned, and asked, If even a

tax of 5 per cent, was imposed upon wheat,
or Indian corn was taxed 10, 20, or 30 per
c:nt. upon its value, what would you hear
from the country? And yet, be said, to¬
bacco wa9 taxed from 100 to 400 per cent.
THE WAYS AND MEANS COMMITTEE AGREES
UPON A NEW SUGAR TARIFF.LOUISIANA
LIKES IT.
The Ways and 31eans Committee to-day

agreed upon a sugar tariff which fixes the

duty on sugar up to 13 at $2.40, irom 13 to
16 at §2.75, Rnd above 16 at §4 per hundred
pounds. Those representing in the com¬

mittee the consumers of sugar were sub¬
stantially for the Richmond plan, but they
were defeated. The representatives of the
large refiners wanted no change in the tariff
except the addition of such regulations as

would prevent frauds. After the defeat of
the consumers' demand, Mr. Tucker and
otter southern representatives voted-for
the plan adopted as the best that could
be obtained. It is better than the pre¬
sent law, because it has only one grade
of sugar below 13, and under it sugar tbat
rated really as 10 cannot be imported as at

7. The New Orleans people like it because
they say low grades of sugar, while now

professing to pay an average of $2.40, really
do not pay more than §2.19, but under tbe
proposed tariff they will be compelled to pay
§2.40, which will give Louisiana sugaron in¬
creased protection. I have heretofore stated
that the refiners, and the importers who sell
to refiners, wanted one system of duty below
13, and yet they differed as to what that
system should be, as was shown by tbe Bos¬
ton and New York plans, but still tbey
agreed tbat whatever plan was determined
on should apply only to sugar up to 13.
For sugars above 13 tbey wanted a different
system. On the 15th tbe committee will re¬

port their sugar tariff to the House.

The oat crop exceeds that of last year, it
