The Freshet.
Editors Dispaich : The freshet in the

river, causing the flood of a great part.I
may add, the great business portion.of the
citj\ is a subject which deeply concerns and
Should fill the mind of every intelligent citi¬
zen of Richmond. Every year the damage
done to property is very great. Setting
aside for rhc time being the loss of time, in¬
convenience, expense, and loss attached to
the migration of the occupants of whole
streets to places of safety, brealnge of
household effects in removal, chills and fe¬
ver and other ill-health met with only in
RocKctts, caused in a great measure by the
deposit left by the water.in fact, the
whole Dispatch, could be filled with ac¬
cessories to this individual calamity, but&s

I intend handling only the public part of
this subject, will drop all private vexations
attached thereto. This vast overflow, wiib
all its terrors, is felt more or less everv fall
or winter. This not only affects Rocketts,
but the whole city; it causes in a certain
degree a stagnation for the time. Fortu¬
nately, however, it does not last long
enough for up-town folks to feel much m-
convenicnce. Reler to your tile and esti¬
mate the loss as printed in the Dispatch for
the last ten years (and this information will
not cover half the loss). You will be as¬
tonished at the sum. The old adage says
there is a remedy for every evil, and I think
there is in this case. Take the capitol as a

stand-point, and view the Chesterfield side,
stretching down to the river; if a dam was

thrown partly across the river just below
Mayo's Island and a wide and deep canal
cut in a straight line beginning above the
dam to a point below the bend in the
river some distance beyond the Chesa¬
peake and Ohio Company's wharves,
the submerging of Richmond would
be avoided. The shipping and line
of wharves with their contents would be
safe, and the channel of the river would not
be tilled up with mud and sand, &c. This
canal should have flood-gates at each end
and be used only at discretion during fresh¬
ets. The curve of the James at Rocketts
impedes the progress of the mighty waters
and tne lower part of Richmond being nat¬
urally low land, forms an easy outlet for the
force of the flood. Congress has appropri¬
ated funds for the improvement of this riv¬
er, and might be induced to increase the
amount for this project (as probably the
Government works would be benefited).
The Legislature is in session and might do
something; the whole cost, if properly man¬

aged, would not exceed half amillionl This
money expended in Richmond would not
only accomplish a srrand public scheme, but
honest and deserving men now idle would
find employment whereby a great amount
of prevailing distress would be alleviated.

An Important Postal Decision.
'

For the benefit of our readers we publish
the particulars of a very interesting post-
office case which to-day was decided in the
United States Court at Mobile in favor of the
Government. Foi some time prior to May
20, 1878, numerous complaints were made
to the Post-Oftiee Department that the
steamer Mary, plying between Selma and
Mobile, on the Alabama river, was carrying
letters on other than Government stamped
envelopes 1n violation of section 3985 of the
Revised Statutes of the United States, which
reads a3 follows :

" Section 3985. No stage-coach, railway-.,
car, steamboat, or other vehiele or vessel
which regularly performs trips of stated
periods on any post-route, or any city, town,
or place to any other city, town, or. place
between w'bicb the mail is regularly carried,
shall carry, otherwise than in the mail, any
letters or packets excepts such as relates
to some part. of the cargo of sucb steam¬
boat or other vessel, or to some article car¬
ried at the same time by the same stage¬
coach, railway-car, or other vehicle, except,
as provided in section 3998; and for every
such offence the owner of the stage-coach,
railway-car, steamboat, or other vehicle or
vessel, shall be liable to a penalty of one
hundred dollars; and the driver, conduc¬
tor, master, or other person having charge
thereof, and not at the time owner of the
whole or any part thereof, shall for every
such offence be liable to a penalty of fifty
dollars."
The attention of the captain (who was

owner) of the steamer Mary having been
! repeatedly called to this section, but such

notice having failed to discontinue the prac¬
tice, in May last Special-Agent Williams
was directed by Captain John Frey, chief
special agent of the Atlanta division, to in¬
vestigate the case, and if found of sufficient
importance to justify such action, to com¬
mence proceedings against the owners of
the steamer. Accordingly, on May 20th,
Special-Agent Williams seized at Mobile,
in possession of John Quill, the captain and
owner of the steamer Mary, thirty-three
letter.®, fifteen of which were unstamped
and the balance were stamped, but not in
Government stamped envelopes. Proceed¬
ings were at otoce instituted in the United
States Court at Mobile under the section 1

above cited, and resulted to-day, as Captain
Frey is advised by telegraph, in the Gov¬
ernment's obtaining Judgment against Quill
in the sum of $200 and costs. We uudei-

From letters and mem*
oranda found upon his person his name ap¬
pears to have been Hugh French, or H. H.
French, and that he wjis recently from San
Luis, California, and was on his way to
Richmond, Va.
There were several photographs in his va¬

lise of some very tine-looking people, among
them one middle-aged, stout-built gentle¬
man with a bald head, and one very intelli¬
gent-looking young lady.
There were no letters or papers on his

person by which we could tell where his
family or friends reside. Tbe following let¬
ter, written in a neat business-hand, was
found in a pocket of bis diary, but does not
show the name of tbe town or eity where it
was written :

"August 30, 1878.
"Dear-Hugh..I think you can very easily

get business here more suitable to your
taste and habits, and that will pay you
equally as well, if not better, than what you
have been doing in California. 1 would be
very glad to have you come and aaake your
home with us till you can get into such em¬
ployment as will suit you. I have no doubt

I eould give you profitable employment, or
get it for you. It will give all of us plea¬
sure to have you stay with us as long as you
are contented. I write in haste to enclose
in Ellen's letter. Very truly yours,

M Samuel F. Cox^max."
On the back of this letter was written

with pencil the name of a lady residing on
west Grace street. [We omit the name..

Dispatch.]
On the right forearm of deceased was tat¬

tooed the initials "L. F. G." The middle
finger on the left hand had been taken off
at tbe middle joint. When deceased was
found he had the bloody knife in his right
ban£.

It shall be the duty
of said Board, at a spccial meeting thereor
to be beld on the. day of June, 1879, or as
soon thereafter as practicable, to remove
from office the president, professors, and a 1
other officers of the College; said removal
to tske effect on the 12th dav of August,
1879, and said Board shall proceed at once,
or as soon as practicable, to reorganize the
Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical Coir
Ic-e"by filling tbe several and various vacan¬
cies so made, or as many of them as they
may deem proper, said appointments to take
effect on the 12th day of August. 1879. rbcy
shall prescribe the duties of each professor
and the course and mode of instruction.
They shall appoint a president of the col lege,
and may employ such agents or ?t>.a.n5f ®mav be necessary; shall regulate the gov¬
ernment and discipline ot the students, and
"enerallv in respect to the government ef
the College may make such regulations as
they may deem expedient, not contrary to
law. Such reasonable expenses as the Visi¬
tors mav incur in the discharge of their duty
shall be paid out of tbe funds of the Col¬
lege. It shall be the duty of the Governor,
as soon as practicable after the passage of
this act, to cause publication to be made in
such newspaper^ as he may select of the
proposed reorganization of the College, and
showing tho number and character of the
appointments to be made at tbe time speci-
fled in tins section.

§ 24. Each professor shall have a suitable
residence provided bim, at the. expense of
the College, and shall receive a stated salary,
to be fixed by the Board of Visitors; pro¬
vided the salary of the president shall not
exceed §2,000, and the salary of no one of
the professors shall exceed 91,500; and the
Board shall fix the fees to be charged for
tuition of students other than those allow¬
ed under this act to attend the College free
of tuition, which shall be a credit to the
fund of the College.

2. This act shall be in force from its
passage.
