Two Hundred 31 lies on Know-Shoes.
TOILSOME JOURNEY FROit lUtflTdVLIN TO TO¬
RONTO RY TWO MEMBERS OF THE CANADIAN
PARLIAMENT.

f Fro in the Toronto Globe, January 11. j ;
Although snow-shoeing is a"postiroe fre¬

quently resorted to by residents in the more
settled districts of Ontario, yet. when ren¬
dered as an only means of locomotion, there
is certainly more hard task than pleasure
attached to (he matter. This statement is
fully home out by the experience of a party
composed of seven persons, wJio left Mam-
toulin Inland for Toronto on the 30th ulti¬
mo. The expedition was made up of R.
A. Lyon and W. I). Lyon, members of
the Provincial Parliament; W. A. Abney,,
Mr. Merryfield. and three Indians, who
acted as attendants while on the road
to Parry souud. The remainder arrived in
the city*on Wednesday, and yesterday fur¬
nished* the account given below of the trip';.
At 6 o'clock A. M. on the 30th ultimo,, the
company left Michael bay, at, the southern
extremity of Manitoulin Island, on snow-'
shoes for Toronto. They started out in a

northerly direction toward Mauitowaning,
an Indian village in the township of Assig-
niag. This place was reached about 4
o'clock in the afternoon, after a hard day's
march through deep snow. The travellers
were furnished with quarters by the inhabi¬
tants, and the following morning continued
their journey northward about 4 A. M.,
well satisfied witb the treatment they
had received while in the village. A team
was procured to convey the luggage as

far as Sbeguaandab, and tbe Indian
attendants were thus relieved of a burden
while crossing the rough country. The
latter village was reached in safety, and on

Wednesday morning the expedition again
moved northward toward Killarney, twen¬
ty-eight miles distant, which place they ex¬

pected to arrive at before nightfall. The ice
covering the water extending between She-
guaandah and Killarney was pretty secure,
and travelling over it was preferred rather
than on the rocky land. Another advantage
gained by choosing the ice was that tbe com¬

pany could travel in a more direct course.

Rapid progress was made for about twenty-'
five miles, when open water was reached,,
and they were compelled to travel by Jar.d
again. Upon the advice of some Indians;
they endeavored to reach Killarney village:
bv crossing the Killarney mountain. In
consequence of its very steep incline^, to¬
gether with, the very deep snow which-cot-
verea its rugged sides, -but little progress
was made, and for over two hours they strug¬
gled to reach its summit. Darkness had by
this time fully set in, and being obliged to
remain where they were, a cotton tenc was
pitched and a tirer lighted outside,- on which
supper was prepared. The meal was com¬

posed of roasted pork, bread; and tea. A
comparatively comfortable night was spent,
and on Thursday morning the company de¬
scended tbe mountain, and passing over a
frozen channel, reached Killarney in the
afternoon. «

The journey was resumed about 5 o'clock
next mor.nin?, and after having traversed
about five miles over the ice in an easterly
direction an encampment of Chippewa In-:
dians was visited. An invitation was ex¬

tended to the party to remain over night,,
which they did, and were entertained very
hospitably. The direction to betaken now
lav alongjfhc easfei'n extremity of the bay,
and for distances travelling on the ice was

rendered "almost impossible on account of
the manv projecting pieces of ice which had
been broken by the waves and afterward
frozen solidly to the mass. There, were
numerous water-holes, which obliged the
company to take to shore. After bav»
ing passed through a tract of rocky
bushland they came to '/fa f'mo^rassi
which was crossej. with very great
difficulty. Occasionally some of t£e;pa?ty
would sink down through the snow Into
the mud, arid before it bad been crossed some
of them were so Seated' by' the exercise that
they took off their coats, and this TjolwHrH
standing the fact that the mercury must?
bavebeen below zerpco.nsi(Jerab\yr- Orum--
ble Pdint-was finally' reached raHbejeve-
ning, only twenty' miles having been made
during the dav^. One of the parly and an

Indian, who bad given out and remained
behind on the marsh, arrived at 8 tfclockj
being about an hour iafter the rest.
Here, as at the other Indian settle¬
ments, they were treated kindly, and
although fatigued with so bard ; .a
day's travel, they .started early , next
morning toward French river, taking to
the ice over the Georgian bay once more.

Nothing remarkable occurred until the
party were crossing Bad river, when tbo
ice broke several time:., letting into tbe wa¬
ter some of those who were crossing. As
a safe mode of getting over, one or two
crawled to the other side on their hands
and knees, while the others felt the ice in
front of them before crossing. The com¬

pany halted about 6:30 o'clock at Mr. E. B.
Borron's residence, ou the banks of the
French river. An interesting evening wa3

spent with this gentleman, who is an ex-

tnember for Algoma district. On Saturday
morning they resumed- tbeirjpyroey.on the
ice, aud reached Byng inlet, a distance of
twenty-six miles, early in the evening. Leav-
ing at 6 o'clock on Sunday morning, they
travelled thirty-five miles to an- Indian viN
lage, which they. reached about 7 o'clock, thq
same night. Taking su uncommonly
rise on Monday morning .tbey: started on
about "8 o'clock, through a thick busbland
toward Parry sound. After havingWalked
thirteen miles the party came to a "Govern->
ment roaa,wb£re'a' tead> was engaged -to
carry them through to Parry sound. Th^
Indians here left to return, aqd, after four¬
teen miles bad been traversed 'Blr. Lyon and
company reached Parry sound about $
o'clock in tbe evening. At 2 o'clock on
Tuesday -morning the party left by team for
Bracebridge, a distance of fifty-two miles;
and reached lt in tbe ^venihg.' At 4t)ye)6c^
next morning the .party left by stiige for
Graven burst, where the cars weretakemfor

Tiie wbole distance travelled was about
374. rnileft 4~210 miles ol this distance, was
covered on<8ttow>8boesi 8£ijy;team, and 100
by rail. Tbe time occupied in travelling
the distance was about ten days. . .1 !

nese.
TFroin the Cincinnati Enquirer.]

The Enquirer yesterday gave brief ex¬
tracts from the testimony of missionaries
and travellers as to some of the characteris¬
tics which distinguish the Chinamen at
home. It showed that concubinage pre¬
vailed toan unlimited extent, and that tbe
massacre of female children wa<t almost
universal .mong the lower classes. Hon.
Bayard Taylor, late American minister to
Germany, visited China in 1S53, and, in his
Book of Travels in India, China, and Japan,
published in 1860 by G. P. Putnam, New
York, he bears the following strong testi¬
mony to the "wonderful civilization"
which prevails in the Fio.werv Kingdom :
" It is my deliberate opinion that the Chi¬

nese are, morally, the most debased people
on the face of the earth. Forms of vice
which in other countries are barely named
are in China so common that they create no
comment among the natives. They consti¬
tute' the surface-level, and below them. are
deeps on deeps of depravity so shocking
and horrible that their character cannot
even be hinted. The*e are some dark
shadows in human natnre which we natural¬
ly shrink from penetrating,"and I made no

attempt' to coliectmformation of this kind;
but there was enough in the things which I
.could-not avoid seeing and hearing.wliich
are brought almost -daily to the notice of
every foreign resident.to inspire one with
a powerful aversion to the Chinese race.
Their touch is pollution, and. harsh as the
opinion may seem, justice to our own race,
demands that they should not be allowed to
settle on our soil. Science may have lost
something, but mankind has gained by the
.exclusive policy which has governed China
during the past centuries."
Mr. Taylor quotes a remark Of De

Quiricy. ?'.If I were, compelled to live
among the Chinese I should go mad".and
adds, "This is a strong expression, but I
do not hesitate to adopt it.'? These are the

i people who arc rapidly colonizing our west¬
ern States, and for whose "rights7' as im¬
migrants the ignorant press and a few hired
advocates aie so tenderly solicitous.

The sam6 'conclusion
was manifested in tbeir. action, we think,
last winter, when, Instead of proceeding
to "readjust" the debt, the very first
thing thev attempted was to readjust all of
the "Basement" officers and ail of the
Conservative party of the State J . ,.t;
In both of these tbey signally failed, as

tbey should^have done: .In their cult "Of a

convention they seem now to. be aiming at
the same objects, the bottom of tbe whole
of which would seem to be to readjust
themselves at the sacrifice of both the debt
question and the unity of the Conservative
partv of the State. - It is the hardest job to
accomplish ever undertaken, and we are

glad to see that eveu such a good relidjust-
er as Speaker Allen, o'i tbc House, has en¬

tered bis eloquent protest against it in lan¬
guage not to be misunderstood or unfelt.
But we shall have more to say on this
