Whateyer
may be the fuct as fo the exact state of the
accounts'between me and the Committeethe
principle is the same. | Morally and legally,
I had'no more right to, use one cent of the
Committee’s- money than 1 had to use $100,
$1.000, or $100,000. ; . ¥
2. I have uniformly acknowledged the
impropriety of my assuming the payment of
the aebts due by the Commiltee, ziviny my
note for them, and passing the sums thos
assumed to my credit. At first these as-
sumptions were made by the request of
‘parties to whom the Committee was- in-
debted, because the Committee had no legal
statngs ‘and even up to the very close of my
administration’ tbere were some who still
requested me to do so.- I supposed at the
time that this made the debts lezally mine,
and bence I acted as I did.”

commiittee, that all’ this'trouble atrd embar-
rassment to it has arisén.’

3. I'leard’tliat I have been understood to
justily ‘the ‘use of my official signature in
raising money for my own uses, becanse I
constantly lent my name to the Committee
as the endorser of its oblizations, and often
gave my personal oblization to raise money
for it; and, further, that'1 defended the use
of my official signature in this manoeras an
exchange of equivalents.. T have some rea-
son to believe it was on this ground that at
least a parteof the majority voted to sus-
tain the second ¢pecification of the first
charge. T think that I distinetiy'and sol-
emnly repudiated any such pésition in my
defence before Presbytery; and 1 now de-
sire to add that,in my opinion, there are no
eircumstances under which it‘coutld be done
without a violation of moral right and the
laws of God. I find no instance, however,
in which I used my official sighature in bor-
rowing money for myself or for purposes
not official. All the items of the second
‘specitication of the tirst charge, where the
movey wias borrowed, Mr, Sleight has tes-
titied were used for official purposes, except
one. and that he testifies was tsed to pay
paper bills for the. printing office ata time
when that office was entitled: to a credit
of $4,347.60. In other words, the said
‘money was borrowed to' pay the
claims in part ‘of the printing office
agrainst the Committee. In all these in-
stances, a8 Mr. Sleight furtber testifies, these
notes bore heavy interest, and hence I or-
dered them to be put on my gecount that I
wight pay the interest. Having thusa per-

treateéd them as my own in all respeets,
checking ‘against them, ete. Every such
transaction was wrong in principle, and I
wish to repudiaté any expression of mine
which may have been anderstood as approv-
ing of it or'as clalming a right'to doit. On
the other band, if in any instanee it is so
that I used my official signature in the man-
ner indicated, ns'the Presbytery has judged,
