WORK DONE SINCE LAST OCTOBER.THE
MACHINERY REMOVED TO A. PLACE OF

At the ln«t meeting of the Common Coun¬

cil Mr. Curtis, on behalf of the Committee
on the improvement of James River, sub¬
mitted o communication from 'Mr. R. E.
Blatikensbip, chairman of the committer,
enclosing the report of Mr. H. D. Whit-
comb, engineer of the improvement, giving
an account of operations on the river since
his last report, made on the tft of October.
From the report we gather some interesting
facts.
Work was suspended on the 2Stb of De¬

cember, and all the machinery removed for
safety to Richmond bar, where it now is.
The con tract-work at Dutch-Gap cut off
was not suspended, however, being above
water, and Mr. Haggerty lias nearlv com¬
pleted that portion of bis contract. He ex¬

pects to begin dredging in a few days.
THE WORK NEAR RICHMOND.

The work near Richmond was impeded
and sometimes suspended entirely from
freshets, and the amount done in December
was inconsiderable. Owing to these hin¬
drances the plan of coutraclion contem¬
plated has not been fully completed, and
-everal of the lower wing-dams are yet in¬
differently ptotected against freshets. From
the beginning of fast year's tvork in July
to the 28? h December [the following amounts
were removed from tbe channel from a
short distance above Rocketts reef to tbe
lower end of Drewry's island: Sand and
loose material, 14,000 cubic yards; soft and
decomposed rock, cobble-stones, &c., 19,344
cubic yards; solid rock, principally from
Rocket Ls reef, 1,234£ cubic yards. Resides
this, 1.435 cubic yards of sand were re¬
moved from a shoal above Warwick, and
21,045 cubic yards were dredged opposite
the wing-dams on Warwick bar and de¬
posited on them for their protection, All
the other material mentioned above was
used in protecting the wing-dams and dikes.
Four thousand nine hundred and seventy-
six feet of wing-dams have been con¬
structed. -

fto dredging or other work than repairs
of machines and machinery was done by tbe
city during the year except a few days'
dredging in the early part of January, after .

tbe ftesbet of November, 1S77.
REPAIRS TO STEAMERS. '

After removing the machinery to a safe
position on the 28th and 29tb December, the
tug C'raighill was found to be leaking se¬
riously, and although greatly needed here
to aid in protecting the macbiuery, Mr.
Whitcomb was forced to send her to Nor¬
folk for repairs. She left on tbe 2d Janua¬
ry, tbe day before the river wa3 closed by
ice, and returned on tbe 20t"n January, hav¬
ing beeu delayed by ice in Norfolk harbor
and in the river.
The tug Somers is also in a leaky condi¬

tion, and must be repaired before doing any
bard service.
The repairs to the Craighill, including,

however, eight tons of coal purchased,
amounted to §155.30.

THE ICE JAM.
The river closed with: ice on the 3d of

January and remained so until the 10th,
when the Old Dominion steamship AVyan-
oke cut her way to tbe wharves. At this
time the ice was about six inches thick.
Rain had fallen on the 8th and 9th, and on
tbe 10th the ice from above was coming
down in large quantities. At I P. M. . on
the 10th the water at Rocketts was 9i feet
above high tide, and it continued to rtee
until on the 11th it la reported to have
reached nearly ISfeet above high tide.* This
rise was accompanied by a gentle current,
and was caused by a gorge of ice several miles
below, as the rise above tbe falls was no¬
where over seven feet, so far as beard.
Auotber rain fell on the 12th, which brought
down more ice,,but in the mean time the-
liver had fallen several feet, and the later
rise, due to tbe -rain, was not so high as on
the lltbi At this time,the river was gorged
with ice from Richmond bar to a point
eleven miles below the city. It was-then
clear via .Dutch-Gap cut to Yarina, where
another gorge or pack occured of more lim¬
ited extent. The bend at Trent's teach
was 'also packed full of ice. . > '

HOW THE GORGE WAS BROKEN.
On the 15tb tbe Old Dominion steamships

Wyanoke and Richmond attempted to break
the gorge.the former from Richmond, the
latter from below Yarina. The Richmond
failed to make any serious impression be-,
low,, and abandoned the effort. Tbe Wyan-
oke spent tbe 15th, 16tb, and 17th in the
pack, and finally broke through on tbe lSlb,
and was met by her companion-ship* the
Old Dominiou, In the pack at Yarina on
.the J8fb. The latter came on to theeiity the
same day without serious difficulty, The
officer^ of. the Wyanoke are certainly
entitled to great credit and- admiration for,
the persistent spirit showh; and 'for their
long-continued effort, advancing as they
did a few yards at a time uatirtbey toad
passed through, at least eight miles .of ,ice,
averaging, perhaps, "eight feet in thickness.

CHANGES MADE IN THE IUVER-BOTTOM BY TIIE

FKKSHRT. : .-

The changes made in tbe river-bottom
nearer the city seem to be Tery slight.
There is perhaps a better cbanncl below
Randolph's Cats. On tbe bar and on tbe
flats there.appears to have been no scour at
all. Had tbe ice gorged there as it did
below the effect on tbe bottom would have
been favorable, but there was at no time any
stoppage of tbe ice due to tbe wing-dams.
The losses due to this tee-gorge are less than
it was feared there would be at one time.
A vessel loaded with flour, bricks, and ma¬
chinery .was sunk on tbe Manchester side,

j and two largo barges were somewhat in¬
jured on tbe Richmond side. The United
States will lose about 20,000 feet of sbeet-

! piling, and have to rcplace the gauge-
house on tbe bar. The wing-dams are
not materially injured, and aside from tbfe
repairs to the tugs Craighili and Soiuers,
due as much to decay as to the ice, there
was no loss or damage to the city or the
United States machinery on the improve¬
ment. At one time it seemed to be in great
danger, and Captain Frank Cunningham*
and his assistants deserve tbe commenda¬
tion of the committee for tbeir watchfulness
and "judicious labor during these trying
nights of the ice-gorge.

HOW A GORGE MIGHT BE PREVENTED.

In such a pack of ice as this, no explo¬
sives, or such boats as are used to break up .

icc in harbors woufd have served; nor
would such steam-tugs as we have on James
river be more than logs in such a gorge
once formed. !No better vessels for such a

purpose can be found than the powerful
iron ships of the Old Dominion Steamship
Company. With properly sheathed steam-
tugs patrolling tbe river in short beats, such
an ice*gor?e might be prevented from form¬
ing. It would take several boats and un¬
ceasing watchfulness, however. :i \ r

Although there has been some . further
improvement in the depth and width of the
channel atROGketts and.elsowhere, I do not
considerit advisable, says Mr. Whitcomb,
to change the recommendation of the com¬
mittee made November 2; 1878, as to tbe
draught which can safely be brought to tbe
city. I prefer to await the effect of the
freshets which usually occur in the spring
before advising any "further report on the
subject. : vi>

perjury, and says that Captain Frayser in
becoming a candidate for. the office candidW
stated that he was not a type-setter, and
presented the opibion of counsel to show
that it wasn't necessary. It says further :
:Itis alleged in the first specification that

Captain Frayser was warned by the Secre¬
tary of the Commonwealth at the time the
said oath was administered; but this is de¬
nied both by Captain Frayser and the Secre¬
tary of the Commonwealth, and there was
no evidence to sustain it. From a review
of the law and the evidence submitted, the
committee fails to sec that Captain Frayser
in taking said oath committed any offeuce
whatever, but so far from it that he acted
prudently and conscientiously in the. matter.

THE CUAHOE OF INCOMPETENCY.
The secoud charge against this officer is

incompetency, and this brings with it the
inquiry, "What were the qualifications of
Captain Frayser at the time of his entering
upon the duties of this office ?

It appears from the evidence Ihat for
eight or nine years after the late civil war
Captain Frayser was employed in several
capacities in the offices of two of the daily
papers of this city, and discharged the du¬
ties pertaining thereto in an efficient and
competent manner. A good many printers
introduced bv Mr. Goodc testified that it
was theirbelief that no one except a practical
printer or type-setter could correctly mea¬
sure printed matter ;; aud that none except
printers 'or type-setters could be qualified
to bold the office of Superintendent of Pnb-
lic Printing. While not doubting the sin¬
cerity of many of these witnesses, who tes¬
tified as experts. . r "

done for the General Assembly. This is the
testimony of an intelligent and impartial
witness, corroborated by some of the best
practical printers who appeared before the
committee. Two witnesses introduced: by.
Goode testified that Frayser had admitted
,to each.of them at different times that be
did not know how to measure work. But
their statements were contradicted by facts
and circumstances, as well as by witnesses.
An intelligent witness, who was proyen to
be a practical printer of large experience,
testified that shortly after Frayser's election
be" was curious to know how he was getting
a lotig' in the discharge of the duties of bis
office;- that be frequently asked him ques¬
tions with a view of ascertaining what be
knew, and that be evinced a knowledge of
the business which was surprising to him ;
that in answer to questions put by him to
Frayser he satisfied him that he was pretty
familiar with the business;: and that, i ac¬
cording to witness*own judgment, Frayser
was certainly qualified duriug the sumttfer
of 1878 to discharge the duties of his office.

GOODE'S CONTRACT
for public printing did not ciose until in the
spring of 1S78, aud yet he failed to show by
evidence that Frayser did not properly
measure all the work done by him, while
direct testimony, uncontradicted, showed
that he did measure the work, and in one

or two eases corrected account", thereby
effecting a saving to the State. The heach?
of departments who testified proved that
the work for the different offices was prompt¬
ly and well executed.
In reviewing all the.evidence, which is

quite voluminous, the committee is of opin¬
ion that, whilst some of the bills and other
work are too "fat".that is, baying too
much blank space in the pages.yet general¬
ly speaking the office has been properly
managed and the books well kept.

Fire-Proof Bniltiiiisr for Sbite Records
The following bill " to provide for a tire-

proof building for the preservation of t)iopublic libraries,- papers, and other propertyof tbe State," has been introduced in the
Senate by Major Daniel and referred to the-
Committee on Public Institutions :

1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly,That a lot of ground in the Capitol Square,in the city of Richmond, fronting on
Twelfth street opposite to its intersection
with Franklin street, which shall not ex¬
ceed ninety feet in width, nor in lengthfrom said street one hundred and thirtyfeet, shall be appropriated for the erection
of a fire-proof building, to contain a court¬
room, conference-room, clerk's office, and
office for tbe Attorney-General ; and also
rooms for the law and miscellaneous libra¬
ries belonging to the State, and for the Vir¬
ginia Historical Society and Stale Historical
Society.

2. The said building shall be constructed
in accordance with a plan to be approvedby a board of commissioner?, consisting of
the Governor and Secretary of the Com¬
monwealth, the Attorney-General, and the
presidents of the Virginia Historical So¬
ciety and of the Southern Historical Society,
or such other member of each of the said
societies as they may select, which Board
shall advertise for plans, specifications, and
proposals for the construction of tbe said
buildinz, to be executed under their con¬
trol and supervision. >
. 3. In the said building there shall be as¬
signed to each 'ol the said societies at least
one suitable room, and such other accommo¬
dations as in the opinion of the said Board
shall not conflict with the other public uses
for. w.bich the said building is designed.
And each of the said .societies may contract
with. the said Board for the lease, during a
term of years,- of such rooms and accommo¬
dation?, which may be enlarged in consid¬
eration of and in proportion to any contri¬
butions which shall, be made by either of
.the said societies to tbe expense of con¬
structing,1 enlarging, or repairing the said
building. .

4. The bricks and other building mate¬
rials contained in tbe old belfry or guard¬
house, now on the Capitol Square, and all
>uch materials not heretofore appropriated
to other purposes by the General Assem¬
bly, contained in or belonging to the old
Slate aimorr, shall be appropriated to the
construction of the fire-proof building pro¬vided for by this act; and the said Board is
hereby authorized to employ in the properpreparation and removal of such materials,and In the construction of said building,! nny of the penitentiary convicts not other¬
wise employed under the laws and resolu¬tions heretofore adopted by tbe General As¬
sembly; or tbe said Board may, in their
discretion, sell any of the said materials be-

; longing, to the said old buildings, and with
the proceeds of such sale purchase anyother materials better suited to .the pur¬poses Of this act.

5. The said Board, for the purpose of de¬
fraying in part the- cost of tbe said' build¬
ing, is; hereby authorized to draw upon the
Auditor of Public Accounts and the Treas¬
urer of the> Commonwealth, from time to
time, as the same shall be needed for the
construction Of the said firp-nrnhf hnlM-
ing, tbeir warrants for such sums as may at
the time bo required, not exceedingin the
aggregate the sum of fifteen thousand dol¬
lars, to be expended forjhe purposes of this
act under the direction and supervision of
the said Board, who shall report all their
proceedings and expenditures under this
act to the General Assembly.

6. When the Supreme Court of Appeals
shall have removed its court-room to said
building, and the clerk's office thereof and
law library shall have been established
therein, the Board of Commissioners afore¬
said (with the exception of the presidents of
the historical societies aforesaid) shall sell at
public auction to the highest bidder, after
duly advertising the same, the building now
occupied by the Supreme Court of Appeals,
with ail tlie appurtenances thereto, upon
the terms of one fourth cash ; balance in six,
twelve, and eighteen months, and take
bonds with good personal security for the
deferred payments, payable to the Common¬
wealth of Virginia. The cash received shall
be paid to the Treasurer of the Common¬
wealth by said commissioners, und the
bonds delivered to him for collection at ma¬
turity.
