Young Men's Christian Association

Meetings at First Baptist church..De¬
spite the drenching rain a goodly number
(including some Indies) gathered yesterday
evening at the First Baptist church, and the
meeting was pronounced by all one of the
most pleasant yet held.
Rev. W. C. Schaeffer was very felicitous

In his conduct of the meeting, and made a
very earnest and effective address on the
importance of personal effort to bring friends
to the meetings and point them to Christ.
He closed with a stirring appeal to the 'un¬
converted not to neglect the great salvation.
Dr. Warren told a very effective incident

illustrating the power of prayer.
General George J. Hundley made and

very appropriately enforced the point that
there is need of more direct personal effort
on the part of laymen ; that as men are per¬
sonally invited into evil, so they should be
personally 'invited to the meetings and to
Christ by Christian friends.
Mr. Henry Exall related an incident

showing the importance of non-conformity
to the world on the part of professed Chris¬
tians.

Colonel W. P. Munford, Dr. A. E. Dick¬
inson, Dr. Warren, and Rev. J. William
Jones led in prayer and remembered the
special requests sent up.
Rev. Dr. Judkins will conduct the meet¬

ing this evening.from 5 to 6 o'clock.and
it will be held regardless of woather.

Directory Meeting Young Men's Chris¬
tian Association..A very important meet¬
ing of the Directory of the Association was
held at their hall lastni^'ht. A number of
matters of interest were considered and
acted upon, and the general outlook of the
Association was considered more hopeful
than"for years past. Twenty-live new mem¬
bers were elected, and it was resolved to
push a vigorous cmvass for additional mem¬
bers.
There were very interesting reports from

the several committees.especially from the
Committee on Religious Exercises", who have
been holding interesting meetings in differ¬
ent parts of the citv.

Death of John England, Esq..Mr. John
England, a former citizen of Richmond, a
man well known in this community and
highly respected for his sterling qualities,
died at the residence of Mr. S. H. Owens,
near Alice's station, in Hanover county, on
Monday. . .

Mr. England was born near Falaouth, in
Stafford county, in 1794, and came to Rich¬
mond in 1818. For about eight or ten years
from 1S20 he was head miller at the Haxall
Mills. After that he occupied for some
years the like position at the Gallego Mills.
Subsequently he became Deputy Inspector
of Flour under Edmund Walls, and from
1840 to 1851 himself held the position
of inspector. At the time of the com¬
mencement of the war lie was probably
worth $100,000. He saved but little from
the general wreck, and that little was. soon
afterwards swept away by unfortunate in¬
vestment. He was never married.
His body will arrive in the city at 8:55

o'clock this morning, and will be taken to
Hollywood Cemetery for interment.
