LEGISLATIVE WORK.

ADOPTION BY THE HOUSE OF A REPORT IN
RELATION TO RAILROAD FREIGHTS-THE
MAXIMUM CHARGE AUTHORIZED BY LAW
EIGHT CENTS PER TON PER MILE-THE
DEBT DILL-I'ERSONAL., &c.

The House of Delegates vesterday agreed
to the following report of the Committee
for Courts of Justice on House resolutions
concerning the true interpretation of section
18 of chapter 61 of the Code of 1878, con-
cerning the limit of taxes and freights on
railronds in the State :

The Committee for Courts of Justice have,
according ‘o order, had under consideration
the resolution to them referred concerning

chapter 61 of the Code, concerning the lim-
its of tolls and freight on railroads in the
State=** Whether eight cents per ton per
mile for the transportation of freight is to
be construed as limiting the maximum
charge on freight carried over the said
roads "—beg leave to report that the true
construction of the suid statute is that no
railroad. ¢hartered and coming under the'
provisions of the same, has any authority
to charge more than eight cents per ton per
mile on any freight whatever, except for a
distance less than ten miles, and then the
licot is at the maximum of eight cents per
ton per mile for ten miles, and except when
articles weigh less than four pounds to the
cubie foot, and in that case the tollisona
cubic foot at four pounds.

That there is nothing in the statute to' jus-
tify a ereater charge than cight cents perton
per mile on oue ton of frefght heecause an-
other ton has been transported at less than
cight cents per ton per mile; and thatthere
is no authority whatever for any sort of
average which shall put any sort of freieht
bigher than eight cents per ton per mile;
that the limit fixed by the law is cight cents
at the bLighest, and the limitation is abse-
lute.

Your commitlee further repovis that an
examination of the tolls of every railroad
(in the State discloses the fact that without
exception every one subject to this provi-
sion is 1 the daily and open violation of
this law, claiming that they bave a right to
average their freights and charge more than
cizht cents on some freizht and less on

' The tabulated-statements of work done

‘thow in detail the charactér and location of

ench * particular piéee of work, and the
stutement of disbursements shows the gg-
grecates of cost, according to wards,

The total cost of each piece of work iy
less i nearly every ease than the year be-
fore, due in some measure to the continued
reduction of prices, but alsn to the careful
and watcehivl manner in which both officers
and employés have attended to the execu-
tion of the work, With our annnal apprn-
priation to streets diminished from 876,175
tn £60,671.46—a sum less by almost one
halt than that allotted to the street depart-
went of any other city of this country the
size of Richmond—1t is very gratifying lo
find the results nccomplished as good us
they are.

STREETS,

(frading.—During the vear 103,854 eubie
yards of earth were excavated, maKing
nearly twice as much as was done in the
vear before. Of this a larger amount than
usual was done by contynet, the contract
prices being 18 conts to 25 cenis, as com-
pared with 18 cents to 33 cents, the prices
of the year before.

An important advance lias heen made in
the plan of erading streets by carrying out
in a sr=tematic manner the grades of see-
tions of the city us a whole, Notonly does
this scttie at once the question of perma-
pent grades, but it mukes the benelits more
finwediate to the public and the work more
ceonomical in its eost. If this system could
be adhered to, and the worlk iiself pushed
forward on a little more extended scale, in
less than ten years the whole eity would be
permanently and compleiely graded.

The erading now asked {or in many paris
of the city must be carried out in such or-
der ns the committee may determine, he-
eause of the large amcunt demanded and
the limited means to do it with, A report
was submetted to the Council recently indi-
caling by maps the grades of certain streels
In Rocketts which would place them above
the -bighest annual freshets, and thereby
avoid loss and annovance to citizens during
these frequent tises in the river. To earry
out this plan completely at once will in-
volve a greater outlay perhaps than the
Couneil would be willing to make at this
titwe. I therciore recommend that Rocketls
street Le first rased to the required grade,
together with sueh parts of cross streets
as will be involved in if, and then in a
gradual manher, to raise Williamsbury ave-
nue, Dock street, Wharf street, and the ad-
joining eross streets, until the whole section
is made secure uagainst these recurring
floods.

Of course this is not intended to apply to
the great tloods of 1870 and 1877, which
have been unprecedented since 1771, and
may never recar hereafter. No better op-
portunity for deing this work could be
fonnd than now, when the river-dredging
will furnish the material to fill these strects;
besides, it is about time some perriancent
improvement shiouldhe made to the wharves,
and all this work could be carried on to-
gether econowmically,

SURFACE IMPROVEMENTS.

In the various kinds of surfaca-work done,
macadnmizing and cindering alone were
more during the year, both heing nearly
twice the amount of the previous year, The
prices puia for this work were as follows:
macadamizing, 73 cents per square yard;
stone paving, 75 cents per square yard;
brick paving, 514 cents per square yard;
stone flageing, 36 cents per square foot;
curbstones, 47 cents per lineal fool; and
egravelling 12 eents per squure vard.

REPAVING AND REPATRS,

Repairing eonstitutes the greater part of
this work. and is each vear inereasing in
the amount reguirved to Keep the thorouzh-
fares in proper condition.  Like new sur-
fuce-work, this demands large expendi-
tures, and shonld be amply provided for in
the appropriations, The prices paid for this
work were as follows: Stone paving relaid,
31 cents per square yards briek paving re-
luid, 12 cents per square yard; stone flis-
ring reset, 4 cents per square foot; and
curbstones reset i cents per fineal foot,

The paved and macadamized streets are
injured by the present system of sprinkling
in dry weather, and it is very necessavy that
this should be done by the Doard of Health,
already eharged with cleaning the streets,
I thercfore sugzest that such additiontothe
present force as may be necessary shall be
made to enable this Board to properly con-
trol the condition and cleanliness of the
streets,

HANDS AND CAITS,

The work done by this foree shows a
saving for the vear of $3,875.41 upon an
outlay of £21.150.50, Of the various kinds
ol work done, in all except cravelling, the
armounts are largely in excess of the same
kinds of work of the vear before.

CITAIN-GANG.

The saving in eost of work done by this
force wus =2678.42 -upon an  outlay of
21,724,58. This amount is small as com-
pared with the year before, owing to a large
reduetion in the number of prisoners du-
ring the best part of the working season,
and the expense of clothing, which is now
churgeable to the city.

SEWERS,

The total number of lineal feet of sewers
built during the year is more than that of
the vear before,  Besides thelocation of the
sewers, the tables will show where pipe-
drains, stacks, inlets, and inlet-connec-
tions were constructed.  The prices
paid for sewers during the year were
as follows: Furmshing bricks, sand, and
workmanship of sewers and branches,
313,25 to §17.50 per thousand; stacks and
inlets, $12.50 to §13.50 per thousand; ce-
ment, $1.45 to §L.55 per barrel, delivered ;
and exeavation and refilling of trenches 26
cents per eubje yurd.

In many cases where sewers are already
built, by increasing the number of inlets
objectionable cross-gutters cun be dispensed
with, and the surface-driinage carried by
the gutters ean be limited to smaller areas
to prevent washing over the surface of
streets. The plan for sewer. ventilation,
which has been referred to before and has
the approval of the Board of Health, should
be put into operatiou at once. The work
of constructing ventilators, like thot of ad-
ditional inlets, ean be zradually earried out
with an annual expenditure of a small part
of ‘the sewer appropriation, and will make
our sewer system, 88 far as 1t goes, com-
plete inita construction. :

A plan aud estimate bhas been submitted
to the Council for the improvement of
Slhockoe creek by constructing a sewer
through which this creek should pass, from
Franklinto Markball streets. As this im-
provement will involve a large outlay, the

work caa be undertaken with limited an-

nual appropriations to avoid large immedi-
ate expenditure upon it.

BRIDGES,

The bridges at the end of Second street,
8t. James street, Brook avenue, Ninth
street over mill-race, and three smull foot-
bridges, need some repairs. The bridge on
Fifteenth street over Shockoe creek needs
replacing, and two new bridgzes, one over
!liémck&e creek, at the end of Hospital street,

e other over the basin at N
LS her gver n at Ninth street,

A railway trestle was built durine the
year at the Jower gas-works to allow cars to
be run from the track of the Chesapeake
and Ohio railroad over the coal-sheds of the
works.

The Supreme Court of Appeals.
THE RICHMOND PAVING ORDINANCE DECLARED

VALID AND CONSTITUTIONAL— OTHER: CASES

DECIDED—XNEW RULE.

The Supreme Court of Appeals yesterday
dec_:tdred that the ordinance of the city re-
quiriog the abutting owners to pave the
sidewaiks in front of their property, and in
case of coruer lotg, half the sidewiik on the
side also, is a constitutional and valid ordi-
nance, and binding on the citizens—all the
judges concurring in the opinion,

Notice was duly served on AL, Sands,
Esq., receiver in the suit of Atkinson vs.
Atkinson, &c., pending in the Chancery
Court of Richmond, regniring him to pave
the sidewulk in front and at the side of a
lot in the city under his control as such re- |
cetver. Iie failed or declined to execute
the paving, whercupon the City Engineer
directed the work to be done by the city
contrzctor and presenied the bill to the re-
ceiver. This bill the receiver declined to
pay; whereapon Mr. Keiley, the City Ai-
itorney, intervened as a petitioner in the
chancery suit spoken of and prayed an or-
der on the recciver for payment. After ar-
gument, Judgze Barton, acting for Judge
Fitzhugh, who declined to sit beeause of his
interest, deeided in favor of the city, From
this decision an appeal was taken, and therc-
upon this decizion was rendered,

The ordinance was assailed on numerous
grounds, but was sustained by the Court
upon all ; and it determines the right of the
Council to make these local assessments,
