The descendants referrcdeto. my present
hast and hostess, are Colonel William Fon-
taine, aged elghty-two, and his wudowed
sister, Mrs, Tabitba M. Thompson, aged
eighty-eizht, children of Moses and Eliza-
beth (Ballard) Foutaine, both of whom, I
am grateful to say, are gtill in the enjoy-
ment of health, and with faculties unim-
paired, save that Colonel Fontaine’s voice
is somewhat weskened. Ile some years
since entirely lost its use for a season, bue it
was nearly restored by the use of the Lot
Springs batbs, in Virginia. Colonel Fon-
taine and his sister were born in Charles
City county, but their father removed in
their iofancy to Difficult Creek, Halifax
county, and from thence early in this cen-
tury to the place of their present residence.
"The framed hounse which they occupy is the
second which was hmlt in this county, the
first having been built by the late Rev. Sum-
uel Harris, a quite famous Baptist preach-
"er, whose ministrations were remarkably
successful. Both houses were upon Fall
creck and distant two miles from each
other. and the families copstituted a com-
munity in themselves, the nearest seitie-
ment {o them being Bachelors’ Haull, twelve
miles distaut, It took its name from the
cireumstance of being the residence of two
brothers, merchants, who lived and cied in
sincle blessedness. It is now a post-office
on Lhe route from Danville to Henry Court-

house. Colonel Fontaine, some fifty vears
ago, wis a clerk with a large grocer of

Lynehburg, whose leniency with bis cus-
tomers was a source of much solicitude to
Colone! Fontaine, who narrated un instance
of Yankee-like fraud attempted to be prac-
ticed upon his emploser by a coun-
tryman, who palmed upon bim a keg
of lard in which was concealed a stonc
twenty pounds or more in weizht. Tbe
cheat  was diseovercd before the vendor
Teft, but nothing was sald. He wanted a
sack of colfce. So, as be had sold the stoue
at six or eight cents a pound, he was al-
jowed to buy it back as ccfiee at thirty
_cents. Ventriloquism was heurd of at that
dny for the tirst time, and whenr a couniry-
man had toiled up one of the steep bills of
the * Hill City ”? his sympathies were So
wrought upon by hearing a cbild cry in his
loac of hay that be bastily unloaded it in
the strect, to hear the veice of the child in a
tobaceo bhogshead bardby, to the greai
amusement of the crowd collected. Old
man Lynch, the originator ol the code
kuown as * Lyneh law,” was a near neigh-
bor to Colonel Fontuive’s fatber, und
many were the culprits who were tuck-
ed up on the then famous walnut-tree
that &tood within a few bundred
-yards of my present ehelter. A Lrother of
Colonel Fooptaine, who lexrned the eabi-
net-making trade over a ceniwry ago with
Webster, Poor & Prosser, a then noted firm
ol Richmond, dug up this renowned lree
and converted it into furniture. The wnter
ipspected an ancient octagon-shaped caddy,
made of West India makoguny, and in which
AMrs, Thompson keeps ber stores of tew,
spices, &e , which would puzzle the work-
men of the present day to imitate. Colonel
Fontaine went from Lynchburg to Ricl-
mond, to the employ of Otis, Dunlop & Co.,
the death of the senior member of whicl,
Mr. Asa Otis, ut theageof ninety-three, was
announced a few days since as having oc-
curred at New Londen, Connecticut.

"Phe Rev. Samuel Hurris, before referred
to, was born in Hanover county, 12ti Janu-
ary, 1724, and settled in this county in early
life. He was in manifold ways a useful
‘member of socicty, baving in addition to
his apostolic duties served severully as
ehurch-warden, shenfl, justice of the peaee,
as 2 Burgess, and in the military capucities
of colonel of militin, captain of ¢ Mayoe’s
foot,” and commissioner for the “foot and
army ’’; to all of which stations he was
doubtless well qualificd by the earnestness
and energy of his charucter, by his uniform
kindness of heart and engaging manners,
and bis vizorous and well-cultivated mind.
He was in his thirty-fourth year whben be
made a profession of religion. *Tissaid thal
when in the army he providentiully found
‘the opportunity of hearing the gospel from
the lips of Joseph and William Murpby, nt
a meeting beld at a house uear Alien’s
creek, on the road leading from Booker’s
{erry, on the Staunton nver, to Pittsylva-
nia Courtbouse. As the people were col-
lecting, Colonel Hurris rode up and in-
quired, What is to be done here? *f Preuch-
ing, Colonel,” wus the reply. *¢ Who is to
preach P was the further auery. * The
Murpby boys,”’ he was Informed. He de-
‘termined to stop and hear them. The house
in whieb the services were held was a small
one, and in one corner of it stood aloom,
upon which the Colonel seated himeself.
The spirit of the Lord fell upon him, and
such was his agony of mird, produced by
his conviclions, tbat wheu the meeting
-closed bis sword and otber portions of his
military babit, which be bad east from him,
were found scattered about him.

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Stone Wells of Arizounn.
NATURAL FORMATIONS INIAN ARID DESERT,
[From the Arizona Sentinel.]

A wonderful place is Tinajas, about thirty
miles soutbieast of Mission Camp. The
mountains have one face of hard, smooth
grapite. All the waler falling upon this
basin has to flow tlurough nine tanks, one
above the other. The lower tonks are of
easy access, and are olten drained of their
contents by men and animals travelling
between Yuma and Sonora, The upper
tanks are approached only by circuitous
and dificult climblng over rocks. To one
standing below they atford no indication of
their - existenee, nor does climbing the
smooth, steep mountain-side seeni possible
tq one unacquainted with the way they do
it, In the upper tanks water bas never been
known tn fail. * To this waler comes game
of all kinds in great number from the great
waterless country aroynd Tinajas. Ante-
lope, . mountain sheep, and deer of several
kinds come 'in“herds. Rubbits:and hares
are as plenty ss anywhere, and, are prey for
umy covotes and beautiful - little rock
foxes. ~One would thivk that all this game
swould. be thinned out by the’ Papago’ In-
dians who inhabit. the connfry. - Bit these
Indians are superstitions. apd avold Tina-
fas with sbject borror. “Within two miles
of “this: ‘water- gre ’certainly’ 160 ‘graves,
and probably more, each marked by rows
ot 'stopes 14id in the forw of a'cross, Scores
of men famished . for water have expended
tbelr fast strength in reaching Tioajus,*only
to tind ‘the lower tanks dry, snd, ignompt
oftbe upper ones; have win down in despair
to dies - The remains- have been buried by
later fravel'ers, and «the sgraves marked,

of the mountainse, is almost deafening. Alll
around Tinajas s the remarkable vegeta-
tion of the desert; near its tanks are many,
curious plants, nourished by their mois-!
ture. ot

The Romance of Shoe Machinery.
[Bosten Correspondence san Brancisco Call]

To po back about twenly vears, there
were scattered all over New England many
towns known asshoe-towns, where in shops
the Jeatber was cut by band, then was par-
celled out to makers or * bottomers,”” who
for a portion of the year labored upon the
land and a portion of the year fishermen,
but at odd times made boots and shoes.
These boots and shoes were taken from the
shiop and brought back tinished, varying
time of cowpletion from one week to
six months, or even a year; they were
returted to the shop, examined, packed in
cases, and sent to the market for sale. The
result was that to accumulate for a scason
sullicient shoes to meet the demands of the
market required six months of time. What
i3 possible in these days of shoe machinery,
reart  this: A large shoe-manufactory,
turning out 2,400 pairs shoes per day,
was desiroyed by tire on Wednesdoy night,
with eantents, valued at $75,000. 1t was a
busy sesson with plenty of orders on hand.
On Thursday tbhe manufacturer hired a
neighboring building and set carpenters to
fitting it up; on Friduy be ordered his ma-
chinery from Bosion: on Saturday the ma-
chipery arrived and the men tet it up, on

was filling orders as usua!, turning out the
fuil amount of 2,400 pairs. 1t is a great
thing to save a manufacturer both his orders
and customers—the savings of ene season’s
protits; but machinery is a big thing, espe-
cially in shoe-shops.

The BcKay Sewing-Machine Company,
which i= now having a fight in Congress,
sewed 43,000,000 pairs of shoes last year,
and there were pegged upon the pegging-
machines 65,000,000 palrs last year, And
those machines have entirely revolution-
ized the business. There were 450,000
busbels of !oose pegs mude in New England,
and these pegs gell from sixty-five to sev-
eaty-five cents per bushel; yet a patented
peg-wood (a strip or ribbon of wood cut
across the grain, and of a width just equal
to the length of a peg) has so superseded
the loose pegs that last year there were 55,
000,000 pair of ‘hoots and shoes pegaed with
it. The whole expense of this peg-wood
averages about one. fourth of a cent per
pair. Nearly 1,000 of these pegs are
driven tato the shoe -in a minute, and there
are abolit four to six pegs to an inech, or
about twenty-two inches of pegging toa
shoe. Over Lwo bundred varieties of shae-
macbines are now in the market., 'The
man who invented this peg-wood had:to
borrow money to enable him to 'perfect
bis deviee sud pay, the fees of the so-
lzitor. and Patent Office, besides baving
borrowed $60,000 In order to introduce
it infto tbte warket. It cost the - par-
tles who 'invested and introduced ' into
the shoe-shops the *cable screw wire’”
wachine §300,000. Bix hundred pairs of
pegeed shoes can now be made in a day'by
a gang of ‘ten men. 'Wheté' belore shoe-
shops existed throughout New England,
now shops buve become iarger, labor is
classiied and receives- 4, lazger compensa-
