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The Four Objectionable Laws.
There are four laws which the Democrats

tried to repeal at the last session of Con-

grest, and whose repeal they are still de¬

sirous if possible to effect. These are .

X. The law authorizing two supervisors
of election, one belonging to each party, to

be appointed by the Federal courts for each

voting-place.
2. The law authorizing the marshals to

appoint an unlimited number of deputy
marshals, all of whom may be of one party,
to sustain and support the supervisors in

their efforts to secure a fair (!) election.

3. The law authorizing di>trict attorneys
and other persons to require grand and

petty ijihrors in the Federal courts to take
the Iron-clad oath.

4. The law authorizing the President to

station troops at the polls to preserve the

peace when elections for congressmen are

going on.
It is understood that the President is

willing to allow the two laws last named to

be repealed. As a half-loaf is better than

no bread, it would be wise in .the Demo¬

crats in Congress to pass separate bills re¬

pealing those two laws. Jt would be a

point well worthy of being gained-an
achievement upon which any Congress
might well plume itself.a "victory for good
government, and a sufficient justification
for the extra session, even if nothing else
were done. Its passige would lift a burden
from the shoulders of the soul hern people,
and make it possible to get jurors In every
southern State who are not enemies of the

people amongst whom they live. Its pas¬

sage would also prevent the overawing of

the voters by Federal soldiers.
The law authorizing the appointment of

supervisors is held by many to be uncon¬

stitutional. But Mr. Edmonds, who is an

able constitutional lawyer, declares that he
believes it to be clearly within the power of

Congress to pass such a law. The debates

in the United States Senate at its last ses¬

sion upon this point were characterized by
great ability. The speeches of Mr. Morgan*
of Alabama, and Mr. Edmunds of \ ermont,
the one on the one side and the other
on' the other, were based upon the

very fundamental principles of the Gov¬

ernment-. 31 r. Edmunds did the best

that could be done on his side of
the question; and we are apprehen¬
sive that if a case involving the point
were carried to the Supreme Court of the
United States that tribunal might decide

that Mr. Edmunds is right. Of course no

stiiet constructionist can for one moment
concede that he is right. The history of t he

formation of the Government, and the de¬
bates in the convention that framed the

Federal Constitution, and particularly the

views of the fathers of the republic and all
their legislation, prove that it was never in¬

tended by those who formed this Gov¬
ernment that it should be a consoli¬
dated central despotism. Cut the pro¬
cess of "development" lias added to
its powers a number that its framers never

expected it to have. Let it be remembered
that the power to provide for supervisors of
elections is not derived by Mr. Edmunds
from the new amendments, but from the
Constitution as it came from the Conven¬
tion cf 1787. We must, therefore, look- at

facts as they are, not as we would have
them. The whole country must first be

*

educated up to the high appreciation of

constitutional rights which prevails in the
South before the Democrats in Congress
can stake too much upon the absolute re¬

peal of the law authorizing supervisors;
and to put all four measures of repestl into

one bill would be to stake too much. Let
it be amended, if it can l>e, so as to remove

some of the objections to it, and then let it
go for what it is worth. If the other three
Jaws were repealed, this oue could do com¬

paratively little harm.
But the law authorizing the appointment

by partisan marshals of an unlimited num¬

ber of deputy marshals ought certainly to
be either repealed entirely or so changed as

to alter its whole character. As it now

stands, it is a disgrace to the statute-book.
It not only authorizes an unlimited number
of deputy marshals, but allows professed
Democrats to be bribed to work for the Re¬

publican ticket. It takes the people's money
and uses it to debauch the voters and to set

at naught the will of the tax-payers. It
makes the money in the United States
Treasury a corruption fund to be used
lor the election of Republican con¬

gressmen. It permits deputy marshals
to browbeat voters and drive them
from the polls, as the villain Johnnt
Davenport has done in New York city at

every election for Congressmen held since
the law was passed. In a word, it brings
the irresistible power of the United States
Government into play to aid in the perpetu¬
ation of the power of a mere party, and
that the worst party which this country has
ever known. If such a law can possibly be
repealed it ought to be repealed, even at the
risk of a dozen extra sessions; but not at
the risk of the failure of the rejieal of the
other three laws. The life of the nation is
really involved in the matter; for if the Re¬

publicans are allowed ever bv its use to re¬

gain control of Congress, they will never,
never again surrender that control.
But the Presideut cannot be coerced to

t-ign a bill repealing it by putting in one bill
words that would operate to repeal all four
laws. In fact, to put the whole four to¬

gether would be to give him a plausible rea¬

son for refusing to sign the repealing bill;
whereas by presenting each question in a

separate bill he would be compelled to act
upon each upon its own merits.

It is not statesmanship to insist upon the
impossible, nor to insist upou an ideal law.
True statesmanship does the best that can be
done under the circumstances. We com¬

mend this sound doctrine to the adoption of
our Democratic triends in Congress.

The Vote.
Now* that the House of Delegates has de¬

cided to take the vote on the debt bill next
Mondayj it is to be hoped that every mem¬

ber will be in his seat on that day. There
ii no doubt that a large majority of the
members are in favor of the measure. The
only trouble will be to secure their presence.
It requires sixty-seven affirmative votes to
pass the bill, let the negative be as few as

they may. Monday Is, as a general rule, nota
day for a full house; but we trust that next
Monday will be an exception to the rule.

Interest on tiie Public Debt.
Anything approaching a fair or impartial

discussion of the dcht^question is hardly to

be expected from the Whig ; but its leading
article of yesterday Li so bold and ao«absurd

a misapprehension or misrepresentation as

really to bean insult to the intelligence of

its readers. It Is needless to refer in detail
to the coiumn an# a half of misstatement*,
or to show all the errors in its array of fig¬
ures. The gist of the article is expressed
in thc.following extracts ?

"No.matter when the refunding takes
place, the new bonds are to bear coupons
from the 1st of January, 1S79, under the ex-

press provisions of the bill. * * * Con¬
sequently we have interest at 3 per cent,
running on $33,000,000, in addition to our

present burden of G per cent, on about $20,-
000,000, * * * and there will be matured
tax-receivable coupon* for 1879 to the fear¬
ful total of 92,190,000!"
To show the utter absurdity of this sort

of talk, it is only necessary to q:iotc section
3 of the proposed bill. It is as follows :

"The outstanding indebtedness of the
State shall be funded in the new bonds to
be issued under this act, as follows :

Bonds shall bo presented for exchange
with all coupons attached, maturing after the
date of presentation ; and shall be ex¬

changed at J the face-value of said bonds,
dollar for dollar, for the new bonds with, all
coupons attached maturing after the dale of
suc/i presentation."
And this applies to consols and peelers

alike.
Just so far as G per cent, coupons are sur¬

rendered, 3 per cent, coupons will be Is¬

sued, and no farther. If coupons have been
detached from the old bond?, the corre¬

sponding coupons must be detached from
the new before delivery. In no event can

the amount of tax-receivable obligations be
increased. On the contrary, just so far as

refunding takes place tax-receivable obliga¬
tions will be proportionately diminished.
Every 89 of new coupons issued must

retire $12 of tax-receivable coupons and $6
of peeler coupons or £1S in all.
We shall not enlarge upon so self-evident

a point.
We arc informed (hat the extiactfrom the

opinion of the Supi erne Court of the United
States published by us yesterday stopped
just in time to mislead the reader as to the

doctrines laid down by the court. We
credited the report to the Alexandria Ga¬
zette because we were afraid that it might
not he a full one. Perhaps we may get a

better report of if, as we hear the full opin¬
ion is in Judge Wkllford's hands.

Indiana has followed Ohio and Missouri,
and, in accordance with a bill which passed
the iloosier Legislature on Thursday, the
State is to be redistricted in t lie interests of
the Democratic party. For many years it
has been so gerrymandered by the Republi¬
cans that theDemoerals were almost as good
as disfranchised. Tardy justice lias come

to our friends at last.

Rockbridge county,
PERSONAL EXPLANATON.

Mr. Massey rose to a question of per¬
sonal privilege, and read the *tenc-
graphic repoits of the first speeches of
each Messrs. Smith and Massey on Tues¬
day, made just preceding the speech
published in the Dispatch of Thursday by
Mr. Smith, entitled a »f Tilt- Between Two
Senators," and said: 1 did not suppose, Mr.
President, that even the most disordered
mind could distort these remarks into the
waving of a red flag to arouse combative-
ness. Nor do I suppose they were really so
considered by even the Nelson Senator.

Mr. Massey proceeded with his explana¬
tion, and said : I think I am strictly in
bounds when I sav that for unretinement,
indelicacy, coarseness, misrepresentation,
defamation, and vindictiveness, it surpassed
anything 1 ever heard in the halU of legis¬
lation.
Mr. Smith: T call the Senator to order.

His language is not parliamentary. My lan¬
guage cannot bear such construction. I
again call him to older.
Mr. Chiles, who was in the chair, said he

was about to raise the mallet to call the Scu-
ntor to order, lie thought the language un¬

parliamentary.
Mr. Massey (continuing): I did not then

reply to these offensive remarks as I thought
they*deserved, for three reasons. First: If 1
had replied to them in courteous and refined
language, such as is generally used among
gentlemen, the Senator from Nelson would
not have appreciated it, and I should have
been guilty of folly second only to that of
casting pearls before swine.
The Chair (the President pro tern., Mr.

QuesenberrY) : That language is unparlia¬
mentary.
Mr. Mas3ky : I hops 1 may be allowed to

proceed and let the Senate pass upon it.
, The Chair: Read the last sentence over.

and dog. .

Mr. (Jkjmst.ky : I think we have had
enough of this.

Blr. M asset (proceeding): He is now one

of the most bitter denounceisof reftdjust-
ers. Yet, when he was a candidate for State
Treasurer, and wanted, their support, lie
was willing to pledge himself to "stand by
the reSLdj asters forever and forever."

Mr. Smith rose in his place, and apolo¬

gized to the Senate for the language that
might be construed as disrespectful to the
Senate. He had desired to do so before the
question was raised.
Mr. Massky said lie was still willing that

the whole matter should be referred to the
President or to the Committee on Privi¬
leges and Elections. While he had set forth
what be thought of t he matter, he was will¬
ing to abide by the decision of the Senate.
Mr. Hurt of Halifax said he was willing

to adopt Mr. Daniel's resolution after Mr.
Sherrajid's resolution has been adopted and
the two senators brought to the bar of the
Senate and reprimanded.
Mr. Massey did not think be had used

language that would justify such a course
in bis case.
Mr. Daniel moved to amend Mr. Sher-

raud's substitute by inserting at the com¬
mencement of the substitute, after the word
resolved, these words: "That unless the
unparliamentary language used this day by
the Senators from Albemarle and Nelson be
retracted by them in the presence of the
Senate and an apology be made by each for
employing it."
Mr. Daniel said he was willing to accept

Mr. Sherraru's resolution with the amend¬
ment he had proposed.
The resolution and amendment were fur¬

ther discussed ,

Mr. Brooke said it was unquestionably
true that the Senator from Nelson had used
language that was unparliamentary, and he
had risen from his seat and admitted it* It
.was also, trug.fcbat the Senator from Albc-.
tnarle had used unparliamentary language,
and it was but right to brine these senators
to the bar.of tbe Senate tbaMbey may' ripbV
ogizfe for their language.

Histo# thought that Mr, Sjutu wua

not tbc offended party. He thought the
resolution ought to be tal>Icdr and a com¬

mittee of three be raised to examine the
langunce of Mr. Masset and report upon
it, and if it be found unparliamentary, then
tbe two senators can be brought to tbe bar
of the Senate. Lie did not think that there
was any unparliamentary language, in the

personal explanation of Mr. Masset except
by inference or implication,
Mr. Tti.er thought the resolution did not

meet the case. He indicated what he pro¬
posed to offer at the proper time.
Mr. Sinclair said that this was a mo«t

unfortunate atTair, and argued in favor of

referring the subject to a committee. He
opposed the resolution to bring the senators
to the bar of the Senate.
Mr. Chiles characterized the proceedings

as disgraceful. He said that the title of the
article in the Dispatch, u A Tilt Between
Two Senator?," was a good one. He then
went on to speak of the discussion of Tues¬
day, and to say that he supposed that the
animus of that day had come t« an end.
He thought that the proper time for Mr.
Masset to have replied to Mr. Smith was

on Tuesday ; but as he did not do so then,
the only opportunity he could have to re¬

ply would be this morning in the Senate,
lie could not remember any unparliamen¬
tary language in the explanation of Mr.
Masset. He hoped the Senate would refer
the subject to a committee, and not bring
the senators to the bar of the Senate.
Mr. Griffin asked if the best way to end

this matter would not be to vote on the

question.
Mr. Cihles said that he did want to get

at it in that way. He went on to speak of
what he termed the disgraceful scene

again, and to say that Mr. Masset was ever

gentle and courteous, and he wanted the
two senators to have time' to think over this
matter and cool down. He hoped it would
be referred to the committee for investiga¬
tion and report.
Mr. Masset said he could readily under¬

stand that language might be used which,
under a strict construction of parliamentary
law, would be considered unparliamentary ;
but that he was justifiable under the circum¬
stances in the language used, tie had no

desire to offend against the good sense of
the Senate. lie was at a loss to know what
language be should eliminate. Hut if he
could be convinced that he had used im¬
proper language he would draw his pen
through it and then make proper apolo¬
gy to the Senate. He had spread before
the Senalc, not in haste', his views
about the matter. lie had used no

harsh term*, but had stated in plain lan¬

guage his vindication against a wrong that
had been done him. lie .should be doing
himself a wrong if he should retract without
knowing what he was retracting. He would
be willing for the committee to take the
paper, read it carefully, and then if there
was anything unparliamentary he would
erase it. IJc was unwilling to do any
man in the Commonwealth injustice; and if
wiien his explanation was read carefully il
should he found to contain language that
could be construed unparliamentary, he
would withdraw it.
Mr. Hurt of Pittsylvania asked that the

unparliamentary language he read, so that
he could vote intelligently.
Ruled out of order.
Mr. Hinto.v moved to lay the resolutions

on the table. Lost.
The debate was continued at great

length.
Mr. Fui.kerson a.-ked whether I he rule

was to be adopted here I hat a senator could
get up and call another senator a liar and a

dog and then apologize for it i It was time
the matter should be ended. If the Senator
from Albemarle has u<ed unparliamentary
language he ought to be dealt with. If an

apology is sufficient, or a reprimand, let's
have it.
The pending question was then ordered.
Mr. Daniel's amendment to come in at

the'tirst part of the resolution as reported
above was rejected.
Mr. Tti.er presented the following sub¬

stitute for Mr. Siierrard's resolution :

licsolved, That a portion of the language
used this day by the Senator from Albe¬
marle in his personal explanation, and some

of the language of the Seuatorfrom Nelson
in reply thereto, is unparliamentary lan¬
guage, and unless retracted or apologized
for by said senators, then in that case the
speeches delivered by said senators shall be
referred to the Committee on Privileges and
Elections, to report such action as they may
deem best.
The substitute was rejected.
Mr. Hurt of Halifax offered the follow¬

ing as a substitute for 3Ir. Shekkakd's reso¬
lution :
Resolved, That the language used by both

the senators from Nelson and Albemarle on

the floor of the Senate this morning is un¬

parliamentary, and that both of said sena¬
tors be immediately brought to the bar of
the Senate and repiimauded by the Presi¬
dent of the Senate.

Kejecled.
Mr. Smith said Mr. Siierrard's was a

grave proposition. It proposed to arraign
him before the bar of the Senate, and, tno,
after he had apologized to the Senate for
the language used. He appealed to the
Senate to know if any member of the body
placed in his position would have remained
quiet under such language as the Senator
from Albemarle h:id used in hie personal
explanation. He (Smith) said every consti¬
tuent in his district would take it as an in¬
sult if he had remained quiet under the cir¬
cumstances.
Mr. Smith wanted Mr. IIitkt to amend

his resolution so as to provide that, the
Senator from Ncl>on had apologized for lii^
language, then that unless the Senator from
Albemarle apologizes he shall be brought to
the bar of the Senate and be roprimaded.
Mr. lliXTOX a*ked if the resolution could

not be amended so as to strike out one of
the names.
Tbe Chair said it was competent for the

Senate to amend tbe resolution if the Sen¬
ate desired to do so.

COURTHOUSE WEDNESDAY.A PLAT-FOOTED
DENIAL.A TRUE ACCOUNT OP THE MEET-

IN^.
KlCIILAND, Stapford COUNTY. Va., I

March 21, 1870. $
Editors Dispatch : Your paper of to-day

in its editorial columns pays : "The state¬
ment is made in the Whig that in a meeting
at Stafford Courthouse on Monday last Gen¬
eral Fitz. Lee proposed to expel the reiid-
justers from t he Conservative party, and
t lint t!ie meeting by a vote of three to one
defeated the motion." I presume reference
is made to the Wednesday's meeting, and I
pronounce the whole statement false,
whether made upon either day. Tho reso¬

lutions offered by me at the meeting Wed¬
nesday have been published, I learn, in the
Fredericksburg papers, and speak for them¬
selves.

The following true account of the poli¬
tical meeting at Stafford Courthouse is

only given to correct misrepresentations
sent for new party capital to the Whig:
The State Committee of the Conservative

party having advised, in a recent address
signed by their chairman, that the party
proceed "vigorously and promptly " to per¬
fect and strengthen "its local organization in
the several counties of the State, General
Fitz. Lee called a meeting of the Conserva¬
tives in this county for that purpose.
John W. Woltz, the former Federal post¬

master of Fredericksburg, but now re¬

moved, telegraphed General Mahone that he
must send up his speakers (so says the
Fredericksburg Recorder), and urgent let¬
ters were also sent to the same purpose. A
favorable reply being received, riders were
sent over the cotmfry,*and Confederate de¬
serters. soreheads, negroes, and id genus
omne were turned out from every bush to
take advantage of the occasion to disrupt
the Conservative party in this section, and
they were promptly on hand to do then-
master's bidding.

It had been arranged that General Lee.
Hon. J. L. Marye, and Hon. E. >1. iiraxtou
should address the people; but Senator:
Fulkerson and Paul appearing and a-kin;
to divide time, it was decided, as there could
be but two speakers upon each side, cour¬
tesy entitled those from a distance to be se¬
lected.
The meeting was opened bv Senator

Fulkerson, followed by Lion. E." M. Brax¬
ton ; he by Senator Paul, who, in turn, was
succeeded by the Hon. J. L. Marve in one
of the most powerful and eloquent speeches
ever delivered in this section of Virginia.

It was a grand speech, a noble speech,
and good men and honest men everywhere
should thank God that while Marve lives
the link is still in the chain that binds us to
the better days of the Common wealth.
