j An Illinois Woman Furies » Jinn She
Supposes lo be Her Iffusbnnd.

The South Bend (Ind.) Tribune, in a rc-
cent issue, says :
Mr. Jossah Ilill, employed at the lower

! Studehaker shop, has been a resident of this
! i l.ic" for two years. A few months before

j coming here he was the victim of one of the
most wonderful cases of mistaken identity
on record. Mr. Ilill and his family lived at
No. 21 Grant Piace, Chicago, and he fol¬
lowed his trade of gardening in Evanston
and adjoining villages. He had formerly

t resided in Evanston, and was known by
nearly everv person in the village. On Sun-
day morning, June 11, 1870, a man was
run over and killed at Evanston by an in-
coming railroad train. '1 he cerpsc was at
once identified as that of Mr. Josinh Ilill,
the gardener. Word was sent to his family,
consisting of a wife and a daughter, aged
sixteen, and they went to Evanston to care
for J lie l>ody of the unfoitunate husband
and father. The wife wept, and in her
almost inconsolable grief frantically caressed
the dead one. The inquest was held, and
there was nn lack of evidence concerning
the dead man's identity. In fact, there was
so tnuch unimpeachable evidence establish¬
ing the identity that it was never once men¬
tioned. When the inquest was over the wile
took charge of the remains, and on Tuesday,
the day appointed for the funeral, the body
was borne to t lie grave amid the lamenta¬
tions of a large circle of friends and ac-

quaintanccs. That, apparently, was the end
of Mr. Josinh Ilill on this earth. On the
jury at the inquest was Mr. Kearney, depu-
ty "sheriff of Cook county, who, among
others present at the time, knew Mr. Hill

j very well and swore to the identity. On
Tuesday, the day of the funeral, he made an
official trip to Winnetka, a place about live
miles distant from Evanston, and was

frightened out of his senses at seeing what
he at li st took to be Mr. Hill's ghost at
woik in a garden selling out celery plants.
Hp finally hailed the object and was
somewhat relissurcd when he heard 31 r.
Hill's voice return the salutation. Still, ho
could not disabuse his mind of the ide.i that
it was Hill's ghost. Mr. Hill thought tiie
man was crazy at tirst, and upon listening
to a subsequent explanation concluded
that his surmise was correct, and all the
way back to Chicago, to which city he
returned with Sheriff Kearney, he re¬

gretted the untimely fate of his friend's
brain. But judiie of his surprise and
astonishment upon entering his own
home to see his wife scream out and faint
before what she took to be an apparitiou.
Sheriff Kearney assured her that it was her
husband, and that he found him working
in a garden atWinretka, and that the party
she hud just buried, and whose identity
they had all sworn to, must be somebody
else. Mrs. Ilill had never doubted the
identity of the dead man for an instant.
Her husband had left her only a few days
before to do some work at Evanston and
Winnetka. Indcid.it was some time before
either her or her disconsolate daughter
could be convinced that their husband and
father was still alive. To this day it is a

mystery who the man was that was killed.

The Superintendent say«: In the month

of July last 1 had put in position a

first-class McKcnzie rotary exhauster
to replace one of a smaller size,
which was out of repair. It had, how¬
ever, done good service, having been
in constant use, day and uight, since 1SCG.
The substantial trestle-work fronting the

coal-slieds and extending to and connecting
with 'he Chesapeake aud Ohio railroad was

completed in the month of September, and
has proved a great convenience as well an a

lucrative desideratum. In connection with
the distribution and consumption of gas
there is one cause of annoyance which, from
its constant occurrence and its peculiar
character, has thus far been, and promises
forever to be, a source of vexation to all
who have the management of gas-works;
and as the discussion of it involves matters
of great importance to the consumers as

well as the produceis of gas, I do rot oiler
further excuse for bringing to your notice
the complaints of mauy consumers on the
score of

LARGE GAS B1LI.S

during the winter months. That this is not
an evil peculiar to our city is proven l.y the
testimony of all managers of gas-works of
whom 1 have ever heard, every one of whom
are subject to it. In consequence of nu¬

merous complaints of this and a similar
character being made against the Manhattan
Gaslight Company, of New York, the Hoard
of Councilmcn of the city appointed a spe¬
cial committee of tive of their number
to investigate the affairs of the company.
After a laborious session of six days they
submitted their report; and this, with all
the evidence elicited during the examina¬
tion, was published by the Board. From
this report I make tho following extracts:
Mr. Charles Roome, president of the com¬

pany, while undergolngan examination be¬
fore the committee on oath, testified as fol¬
lows : In rpply to the statement of the chair¬
man (hat the committee have had numerous

complaints that tLe gas-bills are large, he
said: That has been the case for the last
twenty years, and always will be as long as

"the world lasts; and further, .'cbmplaints are

always most numerous this time of the

year; as the nights grow longer, the com¬

plaints increase; as the nights grow short¬

er, they decrease again.
