A GREENBACKER'S PROJECT.

Wasmnaron. April 4.—Mr, De La Matyr,
Nutional Greenback representative, will in-
troduce in the House, if an opportunity
offers, a bill autlorizing a loan of $350,-
000,000, legal-tender money, to cerlain cor-
porations, to be expended in internal im-
provements.

It will provide thut the loan be made
for tweoty-five years—the first tive years
witbout interest, and threc per cent. in-
terest semi-nanually thereafter. Among the
corporations to have the benefit of the loan
are the Jumes River and Kanawha canal,
the Floride-Coast canal, railroads conndet-
inz the waters of the Mississippi with the
Pacilic eoast; for the improvement of the
Ohio and Mississippi rivers, the Great
Western canal, and the Fort St. Phillip
canal.

WHITELAW REID AND THE GERMAN MISSION.

WASHINGTON, April 4, 1879.
SENATE.
The Senate was not in session to-day,
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES,

The [louse met an hour earlier than the
usual time of meeting, so as Lo give that ex-
tension to the general debate, which closcs
at 3 o’clock to-day.

The first to address the House was Mr,
Singleton, of Mississippi, who stated the
question to be whether the House had the
coursge and determination to repeal the
pernicious laws, or would falter and fail in
its duty to the country. He admitted that
under the present Administration no troops
bad been stationed at the polls, but no one
could foretell svhether the course of the last
Adminstration in that respect mizht not be
followed in the next. He thought the re-
turn of certain gentlemen to public life—
meaning, perhaps, Senators Chandler and
Logan—boded no good to the Repubiic. In
the face of the disgraceful law whieh it was
now proposed to repeal the boasted freedom
of America was a mockery and a lie. In
conclusion, Mr. Singlcton stated (in refer-
ence to the supervisors’ law) that party
fealty taught him to subwmit to party dic-
tates. IHe therefore nceepted the partial re-
peal of the supervisors’ luw, with notice to
all concerned that he accepted it only as the
tirst instalment of the long-delayed justice
to an oppressed people, and that he should
1 ull time to come lubor in season and out
ol =season to secure the repeal of every
line, word. and letter of thut law,

The next speech was made by Mr. Wea-
ver, of lowa (one of the Greenback repre-
sentatives). He deprecated keeping open
sectional animosities. Heridiculed the pre-
tensions put forward yesterday by Mr.
Knott, of lienlucky, as to Providence guid-
ing the Democratic party, as of old the cho-
sen people through the desert, and suggest-
ed that the gentlemun confounded the two
things, and that 1t was to the army of Pha-
raoh that the Democratic party was to be
likened. He predicted that in 1880 the De-
moeratic candidute for the presideney would,
instead of reaching that goul, mect his doom,
as Moses had met his on Mount Nebo. Un-
less that party would give relief to the coun-
try in financial measures it would have for-
feited its opportunities for vietory in 1880.
He rmsed a langh by deseribing how the po-
liticul pariies in (be House, after waging a
bitter partisan war during the week, met
together every Saturday and voted like bio-
thers to carry over the session unril Tues-
day, s0 as to prevent **the party of the cen-
{tre’? frown introducing measures of linancial
relief.

Old parties, be said, were powerless to
give relicf., They were purties of blood,
and (as David, being a man of blood, was
not permitted to build the temple at Jeru-
salem) they would not be permitted to
build the temple o Awerican liberty. A
new party, which was the only heallthy and
growing party in the country, wanted no
zoldiers at the polls, wanted no test-oath
for jurors, and wus oppcesed to Lhe concen-
tration of power in the hands of the Ap-
propriation Committee. His speech is a
great success, and is occasionally applauded
on both sides.

Mr. Weaver was followed by three other
Greenbackers— Messrs, De La Matyr, of In-
dizna; Jones, of Texas, and Wrizbt of
Pennsylvaniy. Mr. De La Mutyr expressed
his intention to vote for the bill as it stands.
Mr. Jones opposed the placing ol political
legislation on appropriation bills,  Mr.

Yecllow-Fever on & United States Ves-
sel.

Bostox, April 4, —The United States ship
Plymouth, Captain Harmony, which left
Boston March 15th for 2 cruise to the West
Indies, bas returued to Vinevard sound on
account of two cuses ol yellow-fever oc-
curring on board when about three hun-
dred miles coutbeast of Dermuda Islands.
The ship bad been at Boston during the
winter, and as sbe had come from the West
Indics last autumn with yellow-fever on
board she had been frezen out and fumi-
wated, As she had not called in any port
since leaving Boston, this development
showed that the germs of yvellow-fever still
existed on her, and ghe wus headed north,
being unfit for cruising in the tropics, On
the 8lst ultimo. when less than one bun-
dred miles south of Martha’s Vineyard,
ghie met with a very heavy gale from
the northeast. Oue boat was lost; also the
lower studding-sail boom, and the vessel
leaked considerably through her upper
works, bul next day the wind shifted, and
the weather became better. 1In this gale
Peter Earan, the boalswain’s mate, was
buriced, baving died of yellow-fever on the
previous day. On the 2d of April she an-
chored at Nobska Point, in Vineyard sound,
where she awails orders from the Navy
Department.
