CITY FINANCES.

On the subject of finances, after review-
ing the operations in the oflices of Anditor
and Treasurer ani the Sinking Fund Board,
the Mayor says: By the limitation in the
city charter bhonds van only be issed to the
extent of 5,157,182, The present issue
amonnts to 4,469,345, and bence the mar-
win for the Iature is $667,837. Itis to be
hoped that this marein may continue to in-
crease from the erection of buildings adding
to vaiue of taxable real estate: certuinly
tkere should not be enlargement of the
bonded debt exeept on urgent necessity.
At any rate, the present rate of taxation
which sustains this gratifving finuncial ex-
Libit is very moderate as compared with
many other cities, as will be seen by the fol-
lowing statisties:

REVIEW,
The Mayor then procecds at lengrh to re-
yview the operations of tiie several depart-
ments, the reporia of which have already
Leen printed in the Dispatch.
The Mayor dwells nt length upon the
recommendations of the President of the
Board of Health, and urges. the Council to
he liberal in the expenditure of funds to
preserve the heulth of the city. He paysa
high eompliment to the unusual energy dis-
played by the ehairman of the Committee
on the Fire Depmtment.  Concerming the
Eugineer’s report, the Mayor says: You
should keep an eyve to coustant improve-
ment in the street department, and not
draw the purse-strings too closely to allow
proper and timely attention to repairs and
extensions.  On the subject of a new city
hall the Mayor says: It would be wise to
aet on the suggestion of the Engineer and
begin at onee at least to plan for this build-
inz und prepure funds to pay for it.

e suys the building at the Third police-
station is almo=t n disgrace to the city, and
has been often ealled to your attention. [f
vou will eaeh pay a visit to this filthy,
eramped-np. and dilapidated building, you
wiil seareely suller it to remain as it now is—
a reproach to taste and  judgment.  The
Mayor erdorses the report of the Chief of
P’olice, and comphments the police gzene-
rally,  He recommends additional aecom-
modations for the fire-alarm and police 1ele-
sraph.  1le recommends  repairs to, the
pumps at the water-works, On the sub-
jeet of the Jmpes-river improvement the
AMavor has mueh to say, chicfly in endorse’
inie what has already been accomplished,
and the fact that the value of the improve-
went eanpot Le underestimated. e says
the citv shonld spare no eflort to reapthe
full benefit offered by proper expenditure
and proper exertions in thut bebalf.

Already vessels of large lonnage are
seeking cargoes here, and still greater in-
erease of such upplications will come if we
prepare forthem to come in. * % * Our
own experience in this regard should urge
us to speedy, vigorous, cflective action.
The work is in charge of a most skibul and
rehable engineer, and you will be much in-
terested by examining the report of Mr. 11,
D. Whitcomb, engineér in charge. T trust
vou will take this important matter fully in
band and do what is required to advance
the interests of commeree, in which our fu-
ture is so deeply intercsted. Ile recom-
mends needed improvements to  school
buildings, and improvements in strects to
prevent furthersuits. He opposes a redue-
tion of gas this year beeause it 1s inexpe-
dient.

SUGGESTIONS,

Tt appears from the record of many years
past that man§ of the departments persist in
expending larger amounts than you have
deemed it proper to appropriate to them,
until at the commencement of cach year i
large sum is absorbed to pay arrears, and
conscquently too little left to pay the way
for the current year,

Not only this, but the city bas now a floal-
ing debt of over $34,000, and its estimated
income was sofullyabsorbed that only about
©2,500 was leftfora contingent fund—a sum
already fur more thun absorbed by unex-
pected demands. ‘

‘'his procedure should be stopped, for it
is a growing evil that of itself enlarges from
the necvssity it creates, and unless checked
lecds to danger of disarranging your whole
finaneial calculations. riad
It the present rate of taxation will not
furnish revenue to meet all tlcmumls,-um_n
vou should have the nerve fo increase it; if
ihe income is such as to mect the expenditure
you deem proper, then you should have the
nerve to enforce your decrees. How to
remedy this is difficult to decide; yet i you
will you surely can do it. It would certain-
Iy be accomplished by reguiring no exp_cndl-
ture to be made until it has been eauctlmx_lcd
by rour netion. Yet this seems impractica-
ble, 10 view of the emergencics which often
require sudden outlay, and of the vast labor
imposed on you. : _
1t seems to me that it is more reasonally
to be prevented by making it a subject of
charges against the officer or committee al-
lowlng any expense in excess of'appropria-
tion, and mdking the penalty dismissal from
oftice; ut the rame time Tequiring a ‘bond
from all officers ‘and chairmen of commit-
tees who make expenditures, with a condi-
tion of personal liubility for any excess of
expenditore, and placing like penalty of
dismissal aud Mability agaipst disbureing
officers wha pay any bill beyond the limit
of credit for tbe year in which the expendl-
ture swas made,

1f your powers do not now give the right
to these reriedies, then you sbould mkgb:_

ings of popular will may pass out of place
our present worthy representatives and in-
stall such as would ruin the peopie by their
burdens. The charter has songzht to pro-
teet t.he tax-payers und property-owners by
certain restrictions as to expenditure in re-
quiring a vote of your joint bodies on large
sums of money. It scems that you bave
lll‘l.flf:(] from that safeguard ina great de-
gree in allowing powers of expenditure to
vour commitlees without your pussing on
them. - ’ '

You will be surprised to find that a
very large proportion, of the salaries,
wages, and other city expenditures
are fixed and made by committees before
you pas: upon them, and then of course it
is too late to prevent what majy be objec-
tionable.

There i3 probably no danger from this
with the present honorable members, hut
you shouid bold closer control ofthe money

ture danger from continuance of the pres-
ent system, -

Tlhe prescot inargin of your power to
iszue honds is growing narrow, ia view of
improvements you will soon have to make.

Absolute necessity will soon force you to
make large expenditure on water-works,
and you should not delay an actual prepi-
ration for them,

We are now doing well enough, but year
after year yon bave been told that the pres-
ent power was worked to its full eapacity §
and now the report aguin warns you that,
without a spare pump, the eylinders of all
are wearing out,

T'his is too vilal a matter to justily lonzer
theorizing, planning, and prospecting, but
the surroundings demand nction—energetic
action.

The officers of the city are now cramped
and crowded until there is not one who has
suflicient room for the proper conduect of
his business, Nccessily will soon demand
enlarged accommodation, and you should
not delay another year to meet this demand,
or to «tart towards it. Thesetwo necessary
improvements will require the full amount
of the present margin of bonds. Reliel
will come from bonds to be retired in 1880
and thereafter, and from enlarged value of
real estate in new buildings ; yet these ne-
cessities should awaken you to economy
and strict watchfulness of the city tinances.
