The Senate, after the usual morning busi¬

Mr. Dlaine. in opening the debate, said

the Democrats, instead of striking out the
eight words oll'ensive to them.viz., " or to
keep the peace at the polls '".repealed the
whole section of which those words were a

part, and then rccnactcd it. thinking to get
the credit for originating it; but this law
was passed in t he time, of war, and was

signed by Lincoln when he had a million of
men under hi> control, and could have con-'
(rolled the elections wilhout any such aid.
The purpose of the law was to insure fair¬
ness in elections, and the Democrats now
bore witness to it* fitness for that purpose
by trying to reeiiact if. lie derided Ihe
idea of danger from military inteifercnee,
and said there were only 2.707 soldiers east
r-f Omaha, and only 1,153 in the southern
States.about seventy to every million of
people. The Democratic cry of military
cjespotisin would injure the standing of the
wjuirry abroad; but a European would
laugh :<t it if he knew t hut there was only
one soldier to every seven hundred square
miles of territory in tiie South. This was

not the real issue. The ulterior purposes
of the other side was io prevent the General
Government from being represented by its
civil officers at elections in which it was

specially interested, and over which t';e
Constitution gives if full control. Ife would
not profess to know what the President
would do when thc-e bills came to him, hut
it r»eemcd lo him that the dead heioes of tin;
Union would rise from their graves if he
should foment lo be intimidated and out-
ragul in his proper constitutional power by
threats like these. The appropriate re¬

sponse from his lip* would be, .' is thy ser¬

vant. a dog, that he should do Ibis thing?"
Mr. Withers, of Virginia, said Mr.

tthiinr's remark would not produce much
effect on either the Senate or Ihe country.
Il was not a question to he decided whether
there were soldiers enough to dominate
and control elections, but whether under
the operation of existing laws it was r.ot
possible for the Executive lo di>tributc the
soldiery so as to destioy the freedom of
elections. It was not to confront the
present danger, but to remove from the
present or any future President the tempta¬
tion the existing law would offer to destroy
the liberties of the country, and erect on

the ruins of the Republic a despotism sup¬
ported by arm?. lie argued that the pre¬
sence of troops at the polls was the princi¬
ple on which the pending bill was based.
The Democrats did not propose to shape
their course as to what may or may not be
the position of the President. He should
not attempt to take away a particle of the
spinal marrow attempted to be given the
President by the Senator from Maine, lie
would not interfere with any agency to in¬
fuse strength to his spinal cord.
The debate was closed by Mr. Wallace, of

Pennsylvania, who declared that tiie single
i^stie in this bill was: Shall the Executive
longer possess the power lo place troops at
the polls? Hv sard their presence is a me¬
nace upon the right of frec.elcetions. This
right is fixed and certain. It comes to us
from England, and is a part of our system
of laws. Its protection rests with tin* States,
and the .Federal Government has nothing to I
do with it. After an argument of conside-j
rable length t lie Senator closed by saying:
"This leuidation places a check on tiie mili¬
tary power. In' the interest of the people,
we must restore tiie original principle from
which four years o£ war have diverted the J
Government ; bring the military to a strict
subordination to the civil power; permit
the free >ys:cm of laws to be based" upon a

free ballot, and expunge a standing menace
upon free institutions.''
