LOCAL MATTERS.

SALE OF STAMPS AND SHIPMENTS OF MAN-
rFACTURED ToBACCO YESTERDAY.—T'he com-
paratively busy day yesterday at the ter-
nal-revenue oflice bere, the tobaceo-manu-
factories, und transportation companics, it
is to be hoped, is but the beginuing of a
brisk trade that will be kept vp herexfrer
with our manufacturers. We have already
given the views of a number of manufae-
turcrs, and the resuit of yesierday’s busi-
ness was anxiously looked forward to.
Early on Wednesday evening an enterpris-
ing mannfacturer was at the custom house
to purchase his stamps, but it was decided
ool to commenece Lhe sale until dayhght. and
€0 he spent the night there. About dayhght
the stamps were bougzht, and an hour later
many of them were put upon the boxes and
the tobacco shipped.
The receipts for stamps up to last eve-
ning at the revenue office amounted to
200,000,
Unusual preparations had been made at
some of the depots for the anticipated rush,
and although the teamsters had ubout as
much as they could well attend to during
the day, still, after all, there was not as
much tobacco shipped as was anticipated.,
At the Richmond and Danville Ruilroad
Company’s freight oflice, where an inguiry
is  always pleasantly and satisfactorily
answered, the shipments of munufactured
tobaceo amounted to seven car-loads;
but be<ides this train two other through-
freight trains were sent out last nizht, each
of which earried away some manufactured
tobaceo. At Danville, too. several ear-loads
were awalling shipment, and at Reidsville,
N. C.. twelye car-loads. l'v-day’s business
proinises to be better.
The shipments by the Riechmond and
Petersbure railroad were about 150,000
pounds., DBy the Richmon<d, York River
and Chesapeake twenty-two ear-louds were
received or sent away to the North and
West., Several bnndred packages were re-
cerved at the O1d Dominion Steamship Com-
pany’s wharves, to be sent away by the
Wyanoke.  As tbatl vessel sails at noon to-
day, it is likely mueh more will be received
thismorning for shipment. At the Phuladel-
phia and Baltimore sheds quite a number of
packages were alzo recvived for shipment.
The Chesapeake and Ohio Ratlway Compa-
ny sent out two through-freight trains Jast
evening, but the officers declined to say how
much tobacceo was sent away on them.
From Petersburz vesterday, we learn,
seven car-loads of tobacco were sent away.

A HaxpzoMgE VESSEL.—The large flour-
ing-mills of the Haxall-Crenshaw Company,
of this city, are now loading the bark Albe-
marle (Forhes master) with 3,800 barrels of
their splendid flour, to be sbipped to Rio
de Janerio. The vessel is lying in the dock
at the foot of Twenty-tirst street. The
Albemarle i3 a new vessel, having  been
built in Baltimore about a year ago, and is
oune of the finest crafts that has ever sought
a cargo in this port.  Her commander, Cap-
tain Forbes, is purt owner, and bears a
striking resemblance to Caplain D. J. Hill,
<o long and {avorably known on the Poto-
mae and Bay-Line steamers. The Albe-
marle has already made two trips to South
Awerica, but to-day looks as though she
was recaving ber first currzo, She takes
out, upon this her third voyage, a carzo of
1,000 barrels of lard, from Daltimore be-
sides the tlour referred to. She is ahout
450 tons capaceity, draws when full loaded
fifteen and a half feet, and is registered
s A No, 1 for thirteen years.”  She js fin-
ished in the most elegant manner, and is
apparently as comfortable as muny of the
ocean steamships,  Her cabin arrangements
are really luxurious, banging upon the
walls of which appear several illuminated
texts, sacred monograms, ete.—the handi-
work. no doubt, of the Captain’s wife and
daugbter, who aceompunied b from Bul-
timore, but who will not go further on this
voyaze. Upon the front of the after-cabin
appears the inscription ¢ Semper Fidelis,”
which the crew pronounce as being
thus far most appropriaste. Upon either
sidle of the house over the cabin is a small
brass eannon, used in firing a salute upon
arriving or sailing from port, but intended
more for ornament than anything else.

The Albemarle will finish receiving her
flour by Suturday, and will probably clear
on Monday, and il she sails as fast upon
this vorage as sbe has hitberto (three hun-
dred miles in twenty-four hours) she will
soon reach her destination. At all events,
the Captain’s many friends wish bim bon
voyage.

SrppeEN ILLNESS oF Dr. H. L. THOMAS.—
Yesterday morning Dr, . L, Thowas, a
well-known pliysician of this city, started
out as usual to make his calls, While doing
s0 he was taken sick, und determined to go
to his brother’s drug-store, on Broad street,
und lie down for awhile.

Question of Mr. Dogzett's Fligibility
as & Juror Submitted to the Court.

EXAMINATION OF E. D. COLE, OF FRED-
ERICKSBURG—HIS RECOLLECTION OF THE

He claimed that the jurors who had not
paid their capitation tax were disqualiticd,
and it was not now—before sentence—Loo
late to make the point., According to his
judgment of the evidence, Mr. Doggaett,
Just prior to coming to Richmond, had
expressed a very decided opinion—an opin-
ion prejudicial to the interests of the pris-
oner. A number of nuthorities were quoted.
Mr. Young spoke kindly of both Mr. Dog-
gett aud Mr. Chancellor; but kLe thought
Mr. Dogerett’s extreme views of the doc-
trine of sell-defence resulted in injustice to
the prisoner,
THE COMMONWEALTH’S ATTORNEY
combatted - the arguments of Mr. Young,
and asserted that BMr. Doegett was a per-
fectly competent juror; that his opinion to
(Chancellor was on a suppositious case, and
that Mr. Cole contirms all tbat Mr, Dogzett
saya, He contended that the law was clear
that objections to jurymen should be made
before tuey ure sworn; also, that jurymen
have the right to pay their capitation tax
up to the very day of election. TItisonlya
econdition precedenr, not a qualiieation.
Under the coustruction of the defence, it
would enly be necessury for those who wish
to evade jury service to decline to pay their
poll-tax,

M J. 8. WIRE

said that the question of convenience had
pothing to do with the legal question. The
constilutional requirement, if it means any-
thing at all, means that l:u‘man_shall serve
as a juror who bas not paid bis poll-tax.
He read Mr. Doggett’s answers on bis voir
dire, in which Mr. Doggett seemed to have
some impression and stated that he had
read the evidence * not studiously, but dis-
connectedly.”” He couldn’t believe it pos-
sible that Mr. Doggett and Mr, Chancellor
were discussing a suppositious case, for the
very-air was then filled with the Poindex-
ter case, and the cowhide, the pistol and
cane, and the back door mentioned, were
points running on allfours with the actuali-
ty. Withoutecalling in question the honesty
of Mr. Dbggett’s purpose, Mr. Wise con-
tended that he was not an impartial juror.

Draw-Poker In Conrt.
A DECISION OF THF SUPREMFE COURT OF AP-
PEALS IN THE PRESTON NUCKOLS CASE—A
NEW TRIAL GRANTED ACCUSED.

In the Supreme Court of Appesls yester-
day Judze Moncure delivered the unani-
mous opinion in the case of Preston Nuck-
ols, convicted in the Hustingz Court of
Richmond of a violation of the gaming
lawa, -Whether draw-poker is a mame akin
to faro or keno was the main question—the
other four bills of exception didl not hold
goad, It was qnite amusinz to hear the
veneruble Presidenl of the court, in discuss.
bz the faets proved, speak of +¢ the draw,”
flush,”” “two pairs,” &e., in describing
thie game, Nuckols kept a room for the
convenicnce of poker-players, and furnish-
ed the ¢ chips,” tables, and otlier convye-
niences.

In concluding the opinion Judge Mon.
cure said:

proved Lo have been plaved in this ease was
certainly not one of the games specified in
the statute. (Code, page 1212, chapter 194,
gection 1.) It was not a keeping or exhibi-
tion **of a mamingz-table commonly known
as A B C or E O talle. or furo-bank, or
keno tuble.”” And if the case comes within
the terms, intent, or meuning of the statute,
il can only be beeanse the game proved to
bave been played in this case was the keep-
ing or exhibition of a table of the like kind
with tho=e specified in the said statute.

reccive a portion of the winnings under an
agreement with the parties to the game to
compensate him for the use of the house
and the tables which were used in carrying
on the game. The amount received under
this agreement does not appear, so far as is
disclosed by the record, to have been ex-
travagant compensation for such use; but
whether so or not, does not seem to affect
the question we are now considering.
