THE NEW BONDS.

Did the Legislature Make an Appro-
priation for Printing Them ?

TREASURER R. M. T. HUNTER ASKS THE
QUESTION—ATTORNEY-GENERAL FIELD
AXSWERS IT—HBE THUHINKS THE ENGRAV-
ING AND PRINTING OF THE BONDS MAY
BE PAID FOR FROM THE CONTINGENT
FUND,ASFAR AS THAT WILL GO, BUT NOT
OTHERWISE—HIS VIEW OF THE LAW-—

This question is of grave importance,
and merits, as it has recived, the most se-
rious consideration.
The legslative will should be cffeetua-
ted by the Executive and ministerial oflicers
of the Slate, unless restrained by some con-
stitutional provision of higher oblication.
The aet of the 23th of March, 1870, par-

Partakivg, then, in some of its features,
of both a tax and an appropristion bill, it
was necessary that it should, as it did, re-
ceive o constitutional majority of the two
houses of the Geperal Assembly. But while
it is true that the act referred to may in
some respeeis be regurded as a tax bill, as it
is more certainly an appropriation bill, vet
it must be so regarded in a special sense;
for it cannot be held to be either a general
taz Lill or a general appropriation bill. As
a tax bill it is lmited to Lhe two ecents on
the hundred dollars and the oblieation iw-
posed by the 8ih scction. Asan appropriu-
tion bill

) IT 18 LIMITED
to the pavment of Interest on Hie 1st of
July and 1st of Junuary of each year, of
money in the Treasury, and the appropria-
tion of the revenues of the State to the re-
demption of the coupons alter maturity:

As to the payment of the interest when
due. there is a elear appropriation of the
moneys in the Treasury, and as (o the re-
demption of the coupons and of the tax-re-
ceivabic eertiticates, there is a elear and dis-
tinet appropriation of the revenues pro
tanfo of the State. Under this appropria-
tion the rights of the bondholder will be
enforced by the courts against mooey in the
Treasury and against the uncollected reve-
nues in the hapds of the tux-payer by coun-
pelling the reception of said coupons and
certiticaies in pauyvment of said tuxes.

Now, the question arises, Can a special
apprepriation be used for any other than
the declared special purpose? This act be-
g an appropriation act for some purposes,
can it be enlarged so as to embrace others ¥

of some general propositions. The reve-
nues of the State, in the main, are derived
from taxes imposed upon the property and
business of the citizens of the State, The
tax-assessors and the tax-collectors are lim-
ited by the act of the Legisluture imposing
taxes, Neither can step one inch to the
right or left of the line prescribed by the
taxing power—the Legislature. The reve-
nues of the State are not only derived un-
der and by virtue of the authority of the
Legisiature, by which the power of the
ministerinl oflicers are limited in the levy-
ing and collecting of said revenues, but
said revenues, when collected, are subject
to the will and disposition of tbe Legisla-
ture under the Constitution, And as no
aseessing or collecting officer of the State
ean transcend the limits of the legislative
will declared in the tax bill, so no disburs-
ing officer can transcend the .Ieg-lslntiye
will, as declared In the appropriation bill
or bills. .

of the act, *“shall forthwith pravide for the
preparation of the bonds provided for by
this act.” The quotations from the 1st and
5th sections as to the Governor are synony-
mous, and ean substantially the same
thing—to wit, tbat the Governor shall con-
tract for bringing into existence the re-
quired bonds, or, rather, tbe printed, en-
graved, or lithograpbed form of bond, for |
the purposes of the acti He could neither
create them por provide for them in any
other way, Ilere was a clear duty to which
lie was bound, and by his act in discharge
of that duty the State would be bound. II,
therefore, the obligation of the Siate carried
with it an appropriation of .money for the
discharge of that obligalion, then, most
surely, the expenses of execuling the aet, so
far as they resulted from the contract of the
Governor, could be properly paid out of the
Treasury without a further appropriation.

There i3 an express provision of law
which forbids even the payment of a judg-
ment or decree for more than 300 without a
special appropriation.

be paid, if the money was in the Treasury.
without a special appropriatfion. By the
twelfth section of said act of 28h Mareh,
1879, the Auditor is directed in certain
events to issne cerfificates, te be printed
from plates which shall be ibe property of
the State. T'Ins requirement carries te the
Auditor the power and authority to con-
tract for the plates, and the Staie would be
bound by his contract. Upon such a con-
tract judgment could be recovered ; yel if
for more than $300 it could not be paid with-
out a special appropriation.

By recent legislution, commissioners weve

of the Auditor as to the eertificates, Ycetit
was not then supposed that this reguire-
ment made of the
PROPER DISBURSING ¢FFICER
was suflicient to carry witii it an appropria-
tion by implication of woney to meet the
expense, consequently the Gth section of
the act of Mareh 30, 1871: Provided that
the necessary expenses shovld be paid oul of
any money in the Ireasury not otherwise ap-
propriafed. This very important section,
put into the bill of 1871, when the Treasury
had « surplus of money, was left out ol the
act of 1879 when there wuas no surplus.

Whether this wag the result on the part
of the Legislature of design or omission we
are not authorized to say, nor 1§ it neces-
sury to conjecture, for the effect of the
owission, so fur us the payment of moncy
under the act 15 concerned, isthe same, It
may be elaimed that the provisions of sec-
tion G of act of Mareh, 1879, are sufficient’y
coinprehensive Lo include the provisions of
the Gih section of the act of Mareh, 1871,

T'his elaim, in my opinion, cannot be sus-
tained. I am

THEREFORE OF OPINION
that the act of 28th Mareh, 1879, makes no
appropriaiion for the payment of expenses
ineurred in its execution.

But in answering your question it is pro-
per uand necessary that I should consider
the general appropriution bill of the last
session.  For if there is apy appropriation
of money in said bill, or in any special bill,
for general purposes, placad at the disposal
of the Governor, e would have the right
to use so much of said fund a5 would en-
able him to discharge the plain duties im-
posed by the act of the 28th March, 1879,
There 1s no act making a specinl appropria-
tion for the purpose aforessid. In the gen-
eral appropriation bill approved Mareh 3,
1879, I find this provision : * For civilcon-
tingent fund, ten thousand dollars,”” [See
Acts 1878-9, page 212,] By the 26th scetion
{of chapter 16 of the Code of 1873, puage
204, it is declared what disposition shall
be made of the “civil contingent fund.”
Said section is as follows : ¢ Ont of the sum
annually appropriated as a eivil contingent
fund there may be paid all expenses in the
execulion of ury law for which there is no
special appropriation, and any other sums
which the Governor may deem necessary or
proper. .N':’ payment shall be made out of
=uid confingent fund except upon the order
of the Governor, directed to the Auditor of
Puvlic Aceounts,” In the absence of a
speeial appropriation for the purpose afore-
suid, Lam of opinion that the Governor
may use the said eivil contingent fund, or
any portion thercof, for defraying the ex-
penses of executing the act of the 28th
of Mureb, 1879; and that you will not only
be *fjustificd ”’ in paying out this fund. or
any portion of it, upon his order, properly
directed, but that it will be your duly to.do
s0, tuking care that the fund is not over-
drawn.

IF TINS FUND
is not suflicient for the purpose, or the Gov-
ernor, in the exercise of the discretionary
control given him of this fund, does not
tully discharge the expensesincurred by bim
or uny other lawfully-authorized officer in
execuling suid act, then the other contraet-
ing party will have to await the action of
the next General Assembly, which will no
doubt Dbe prompt to discharge the obliga-
tious properly entered into by the Governor
and Auditor in executing the said act ol the
28Lh of Mareh, 1879.
