. A GOLDEN OPINION.
THE . TREASURES OF THE EVACUATION—
JUDGE HUGHES'S INSTRUCTIONS TO THE
JURY IN THE CASE OF THE UNITED
STATES AGAINST EX-GOVERNOR SMITH
AND OTHERS—ARGUMENT COMMENCED,

In the case of the Unifed States against
ex-Governor Smith, now on trial in the
United States Court—Judge Hughes pre-
sidiog—Mr. L. L. Lewis is counsel for
plaintiff, and Attorney-Genersl- Fieid, R.
H. Stiles, and Judge H. W. Thomas for
defendant. e
Yesterday morning ex-Governor Smith
concluded his testimony. Judge Thomas,
Colonel George Wythe Munford, and Col-
onel S. Bassett French were also examined
for defendants. - :

The United States sues to recover of Gov-
ernor Smith $5,000 paid to him in gold from
the State Treasury on the night of the evac-
uation. : i
After debate on. iuostructions, the Judge
gave the following statement and instruec-
tions.. The Judge said: .
The people and State of Virginia remain
‘the people apd State of Virginia under all.

‘governments that may be in. power over

them: The government at any time over
them may be legal or it miy be illegal,

The government which exercised power
overtle greater part of Virginia in the- pe-

only a de facfo or insurgeut government;
for, by the arbitrament of war, it has been
determived to bave been so, Theopinions
of different classes of people as to the right-
fulness or wrongfulness of that decision
cannot affect its finality or validity. Tbere
is no appes from it.

The government which held sway in Vir-
ginia from 1861 to 1865, and was overthrown
on the 3d of April, 1865, was not, therelore,
a legal government after, and as a resuit of
a protracted war, it was overthrown and
conquered ; and in the opinion of the Court
whatever property belonged particularly to

! that congquered government, 48 such, and all

cluims it beld against

INDIVIDUALS, OR DEBTS

due to it from individuals, became the pro-
perty of the conquering pdwer—to wit, the
United States of America,

Such property and claims of tbat govern-
ment, as sguch, as distinguisbed from pro-
pertyv and cluims belonging to Virginiaas a
State (which Iatter did not pass), paszed to
the United States.

The question of law here i3 whether or
not the money, which is the subject of these
suits, so fur as received by the persons sued
as ndvances of saluries for services not ren-
dered, ean he recovered by the United
States: and my decision rendered on de-
murrer 'was and is that the United BStales
may reenver them, The question of fact is
bow much of these moneys were advances
for salaries never earnedy and are to he ac-
counted for as moneys of the conquering
power had and received by the defendants
te tlie use of the United States. The jury
are to pass upon the latter fact.

AT THE FORMER TRIAL

of this case I gave the followlng instruc-
tion :

«The question for the jury is a very sim-
ple one. The decision of this Court on the
demurrer was thut il the defendant owed
the Confederate Government of Virginin
on the 9th of April, 1865, a sum of money
which that government could elrim of right
and recover by suit against him, then the
United States may recover that sum of
money in this suit, the United States hay-
ing succeeded by conquest to 21l the rights
of the then State government of Virginia.

“ Tha question for yeu, therefore, is sim-
ply whettier or not the defendant owed the
Confederate Government of Virginia, on
the Oth of April, 1865, a sum of money not
exceeding $5,000, which that government
was entitled to recover by sult.” :
But at that trial the question of the time
during which aerviees bad been rendered
was nob raised, and the foregoing instruc-
tion virtually allowed a credit for on.y the
short period of a week between the 2d and
9lh of April, 1865.

AT THIS TRIAT

tbhe Court has been asked to allow for an ad-
ditlonal period of time. It is claimed that
the Governor of the then government, after
its overthrow, was still bound, and was au-
thorized by public law, to continue to exer-
cise such of his functions as were proper
for protecting society from violence and
preserving its peace and good order. As
this is an action of assumpsit in which the
United ‘States seeks only to recover what is
due ez equo et bono on principles of equity
and fair-dealing for such services as were
rendered after April 9th until his functions
in that character finally censed,

. TRIS CLATM, :
I tbink, ought to be allowed; and
that makes it necessary to fix the time
al which such services tinally ceased. The
date has been legally determined. By an
-exceutive order of President Johnson, bear-
ing dute the 9th day of May, 1865, it was
dcclq.red formnlly that “all uets and pro-
ceedings+ol the political, military, and evil
organizations whieh bave heen in a'state of
insurrection and rebellion within the State
of Virginia against tbe autbority and laws
of the United States, and of which Jetferson
Davis, John Letcher, and Willlam Smith
were late the respective chiefs, are declared
nuil and void,”” and tbe farther exercise of
such authority and all such proceedings
were forbidden.
1IF THE JURY

believe from the evidence that the defendant
was de faclo Governor of the de faclo gov-
ernment of Virginia, which held authority
in the State for some time previous to April,
1865, and thut he was acting in the perform-
ance of his duties as such Governor on the
24 day of April, 1865, when he received the
25,000 in. gold which is the subject of this
suit, the Court instruets them that it was
the duty of the defendant ufter that date as
such Governor to continue in the perform-
ance of his duties over the territory of Vir-
cinin for the necessary purposes of civil
wovernmeut—to wit, the prescrvation of
life and property, peace and order, and the
due administration of the laws of eivil so-
ciety—until such territory as he wasin at any
time fell under the sway of the conquering
power—to wit, oo the 9th day of May,
1865—provided he gave no aid in doing so
to the enemies of the Unmted States after 9th
ol April, 1875.
