Indeed, we cannot sre that
in doing so she will do anything that can

result to our injury.

Their good is inci¬
dental, as is that of the public, though ra¬

WIDOWS' AND ORPHANS' FUND.

Rev. Churchill Jt Gibson, D. D.. from the
Board of Manaeerseft the Widows' and Or¬
phans' Fund, reported that a much larger
number of contributions had been made to

the fund during the past year than in 1878,
and so both principal and income of the
load have been Increased. The number of

persons and parishes contributing in 1878
was only ten. white in .1879 fbey .increased
to fifty-six. The amount glvfcri year before
last was only $272.73; for the last year it
was $777.17. This amount, with the inte¬
rest vielded by the fund, has made the in¬
come $2,177.81, while tbe face-value of the
bonds has been increased to $25*951.17.
The distribution for the coming year has
amounted to $1,810, leaving $367.81 to be
invested to-wards the increase of the princi¬
pal of the fund.

Tb<? report states
that durinsr tbe year the names of twenty-
seven clergymen have been on the books of
the Society as missionaries laboring within
the diocese. Of Ibis number twenty-two
still remain, five.Rev. Messrs. W. B. Gor¬
don, W. Strother Jones, J. J. Lloyd. R. D.
Roller, and W. Munforil.having severed
their connection with the diocese and re¬

moved to other fields of labor.

HISTORIOGRAPHER OF THE CHURCH.
Judye J. Thompson Brown, from tin

committee appointed at the last Council re

specting the appointment of a historio¬
grapher of this diocese, submitted the fol
lowinjr report, which was read :

Fully appreciating: the importance of an
accurate history of the diocese from it!
origin onward continuously in the future
your committee deem the first and mos
necessary steps towards it to be the collec5
tlon and preservation of the material for tlx
work and placing it within tbe control ol
tbe person who is to compose tbe history.
In this work attention should at once b(

given to tbe county and corporation courts
of the overseers of the poor, and the regis
tors of the parishes between the origina
erection of the Colonial governments in tbe

I State and the peace between the mothej
{ country and the Colonies,

These documents are in condition of grea!
neglect.many of them scattered in un¬
known places -and even those iu the keep¬
ing of tbe State authorities are iu numerous
instances mutilated aud defaced and in dan¬
ger of becoming useless at apy time. Those
prepared during the first period are especial¬
ly in this condition, and without them a
most interesting, and in some respects the
most important facts of this history may
soou be destroyed.

It seems to your committee that the most
ellectual means of preventing this result is
the appointment of qn, officer empowered
to procure tbe gratuitous services of some
competent person friendly to the objectand
residing in tbo^evcrai parishes to examine
tbe.se public documents, making and for.
warding to such officer such copies and ex¬
tracts from them as he may from time to
tune prescribe1, to be kept safely by him.
It ?s hardly to be expected that there may
aojt be found in every parish of the diocese
at least one person who, from love of the
Church or his State, will willingly lent?
himself to a purpose so praiseworthy anei
attended with so little trouble.
The officer mentioned should be empow¬

ered alio to correspond with the registers or
vestries of the several parishes, and ascer¬
tain what parish records or parts of them

It, is the proper persoa to superintend ibis

matter, and tbat a historiographer of the
diocese sbbuld be appointed; on a reason¬

ably- adequate aalaryi to attend to the prepa¬
ration and safe-keeping of the register now
icomplete, and hereafter to-: be completed,
and that he sbouki be rfequu'ed, from time
to time, to make proper inquiries into the
mode of keeping and preserving the regis¬
ters, and give kucb directions concernipg-
these matters as would produce uniformity
in the mode of keeping and safety in; pre¬
servation of these books, as experience

I rni-ht indicate.' It would be cifficult to
lav down beforehand any definite rules, es¬

pecially a3 the circumstances of the various
pirishes are various, and experience and
attention to the subject can alone be relied
on to arrange suitable regulations. Your
committee therefore content themselves to
confide the matter to the historiographer
and vestries, satisfied that nothing
will . be required by the . former
which the laiter: will not willingly
and cordially approve. The col¬

lection of the registers made up since the

peace before named, and thence onward,
aiight accumulate too great a mass for con¬

venience: but tbe historiographer could
easily prevent this by requiring such ex¬

tracts to be made and forwarded, exclusive
of the matter required to; be embraced in

the parochial report, as to reduce to com¬

paratively small space that part of the libra-
rv devoted' to this Use. Your committee
is pleased to 'learn tbat the finances of the
diocese are in such condition that the lniti-
atorv steps of collecting the registers hrst
mentioned can be entered in upon a mode-
role compensation, to be increased in the.

believe and hope; the resources of the dio¬
cese will increase. Your committee there¬
fore recommend to the Council the adoption
of the. following.viz. :

QUESTION OF RITUALISM.

Judge Sbeffey, from the committee to
whom was referred that part of the Bishops
address in reference to his circular letter,
presented the following report :

^

The committee- to whom was referred
that portion of the Bishop's address con¬

nected with his letter or godly admonition
and counsel, dated February 18, 1879, have
had the same uuder consideration, and beg
leave to report : That the matters embraced
l>y this reference have tilled your committee
with grave concern blended with sincere
pleasure; concern for the peace and har¬
mony of the diocese, and pleasure that its
sacred interests arc in the hands of a Bishop
who follows duty with fearless firmness,
however painful its pathway may be, nnd
under bim, entrusted to the keeping minis¬
ters, who regard the vow of ordination as

above personal taste and individual opin¬
ions. As its chief minister, a Bishop's duty
is to see to it that the Church- within Jus
diocese suffers no harm, and with all faith¬
ful diligence to drive away from it all erro¬
neous and-' strange doctrines contrary to
God's Word, and diligently to exercise such
discipline as by authority of God's Word
and or the order of this Cbureb is commit-
ted to him. It is the duty of every minister
or this Church, aecordingto the solemn vow
and promise made by him at bis ordination,
to obey his behests and to follow with a

glad mind and will his godly admonitions,
andto'submit himself to his godly judg¬
ments. And it affords your committee
pleasure to believe that the clergy in this
diocese recognize the binding force of this
vow and promise.

.

The laity of this diocese are law-loving
and conservative, and have heretofore faith¬
fully observed the laws of the Church and
Teverenced- the ministers and bishops as
those ordained by God for the care of their
soul* and the "spiiitual conduct of the
Church ; and your committee cannot doubt
that this spirit will ever animate their loyal
devotion to the Church of their fathers, and
tbat no insubordination on their part to its
constituted authorities will call for the ex¬
ercise of the power to suppress it.
According to the law of ibis Church, nei¬

ther wardens nor vestries have rightful
power to prescribe or to regulate ritual, to
change rites or ceremonies, or to prescribe
or to introduce fhto the Church ornaments
or decorations in connection with worship,
the manner of conducting which pertains
to the minister in charge, who is amenable
to his Bishop, whom he has promised to
obey: and therefore the committee have
adopted the following resolutions, in which
they a^k the concurrence of the Council:

1. That in the judgment of this Council
the Bishop had. I he. rightful power to give
to the ministers under his charge the godly
admonition contained in bis circular-letter
oi the ISih day of February, 1879. and that
irrespective of reasons therefor it becomes
the duty of those ministers to give beed to
and obey such admonition with a goxl mind
and will. t '.

2. That it is the earnest wish and-prayer
of this Council that cheerful and willing
obedience be yielded by clergy and laity to
the .Bishop's views and admonitions, so tuat
no occasion may arise for legislation to give
effect thereto, and that peace and harmony
may abound.tbroughput the diocese; and
that clergy find laity, having the uund that
is in Christ Jesu3 our Lord, may with one
heart desire those things which make for
peace and our beloved- diocese, In its unit)
of faith and its ancient loving concord, may
"0 forward to fulfil, .its holy; mission in
establishing aud building up the Church in

this diocese upon the true foundation,
which is Christ.
