BAL NEW WITNESSES EXAMINED.WREN
AND STEELE IN A DARK SEANCE, AS DE¬
SCRIBED BY A TELEGRAPH MAN-STEELE
GIVES HIS STORY TO JUDGE AND JURY-
INTERESTING POINTS.

The case of John "Wren and R. A. Steele,
Jointly indicted for taking $40 from the
person of Edward R. Law on the 10th of
Aprif, was called in the Hustings Court at
1:30 yesterday. Messrs. H. H. Marshall.
C. V. Meredith, S. B. Witt, and E. C. Cab¬
ell appeared for the two; Mr. Witt bein~
counsel specially for Mr. .Steele.
Defence demurred to Indictment. Over¬

ruled.
The accused beinjj duly arraigned plead¬

ed "Not guilty," and Mr. Witt asked that
the cases be severed.
Captain Wise said that he would go on

now with the case of Wren.
EXCEPTION TO THE VENIRE FACIAS.

Defence excepted te the form of the writ
of venire facias and return, as counsel had
done in the Poindexter case. They pro¬
posed simply to make a copv of Colonel
Young's exception, substituting the name
of Wren for that of Poindcxter. Mr. Witt
prepared the bill.

JURY EASTLY OBTAINED.

The veniremen were t hen called to the
book, sworn, and examined. Counsel for
defence struck from the list filenames of
Messrs. W. B. Williams, E. B. Loving1, W.
H. Allison, and J. II. Kepler, and the fol-
lowing were sworn to try the case : W. C.

MR. LAW ON TIIE STAND.
Mr. Law was the first witness. lie stated

in substance that he reached Richmond
from Wilmington, N. C., on April 0th. On
that day and the next. h« visited I lie bar¬
room of Deuhring & Steele, 111C Main
street. In the evening of the 10th Steele

| (lie tlmi introduced him to "Captain
Jack." It was proposed that thev should
take a walk. They went to a faro-bank.
2s o game was eroins on. They tried to make
up oue and induce Law to play, but he
would not. The three then started back to
the bar-room, Law walking between the
other two. On their way " Captain Jack"
put his lefr hand in Law's inside vest-pocket,
and with the ri»ht took out a roll of monev

I (thirty-five or forty dollars), and at the
same time dragged out a memorandum-
book Trom the vest-pocket, which dropped
upon the pavement. Law told Steele that
"Captain Jack" had robbed him; hut
they both said it was notiscn?c; that he
would find his money in the morning, or

something like that. They all then went
on to Steele's. Soon after entering he
took a drink. After that he remembers
nothing until, very late in the nij>ht, he
found himseli on the pavement, and he
rapped for the police. Two of tliem came

up. lie told them what occurred. They
took him to the hotel.

MR. LAW TO CAPTAIN WISE.
I think I treated, and took out mv money

to pay for it just before I left the saloon for
the faro-bank. There were seven or eight
persons at the faro-hank, I am a printer, at
present employed in the Congressional
Jiecord office. I was sent for by the Com¬
monwealth's Attorney to <#omc here from
Washington, in Wilmington I worked
upon the 6'un. Went to Wilmington De¬
cember 30th. I brought to Richmond,
April the 9th, $65. Before the robbery.
the night previous.I marie a deposit or $40
with the clerk of the hotel, and sot it back
the morninir after. Previous to going to
Wilmington I worked two winters in Co¬
lumbia and "subbed" t he summers in
Charleston. Savannah, Ga., is my birth¬
place and home. Been North since "the war.
I think it was "Captain Jack" who wanted
me to engage in a game at the faro-bank.
MR. LAW'S ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS OK DE¬

FENCE.
I think T went to see Mr. Lambert to pay

him a small debt t be first day I arrived. Don't
know the hour when I arrived here. Had
been drinking very heavily for four months.
Drank freely on my way here. Don't know
whether I went to Lambert's or' the hotel
first. Remember riding in a hack; don't
know how I got in there. Counted the $G5
at the depot. I must have spent $25 before I
went to the hotel. I don.'t think I went di¬
rect from the depot to the hotel. Don't know
whether I had a bottle of liquor with me or
not when I arrived here. Went into Steele's
bar-room the first evening L arrived. Think
I had previously been to Mr. Lambert's I
owed him ten cents, which I paid. I had
about a dollar independent of the ?G5.
i bmk I deposited with the hotel cierk all
the money I then had.

LAW FURTHER CKOSS-EXAMINED.
Mr. Law was rigidly crass-exam ined by

Judge U. H. Marshall, of counsel for the
defence. He said, in answer to questions,
that he left the St. Charles Ilotel about 5
o'clock on Thursday morning, after lie was
robbed the preceding night. Went down
to the bar and got a drink', and then left the
city. Did not stop anywhere in the citv
after I left l he hotel. Walked light up the
Fredericksburg railroad-track to Washing¬
ton. Stopped at Hanover Junction the first
night. There I met a mechanic, who gave
him money enough to pay for his meals to
Fredericksburg. This man permitted him
to sleep in the depet at. Hanover Junction.
The next day he continued his journey to

Washington. 1 was on the road about -two
or three weeks. Was it two or three weeks ?
Well, say two weeks. Did you not sav to
the Court the other day that it took "you
four weeks to walk to Washington ?

HOW LONG HE WAS OX TUE ROAD.

Maybe I did. I can't be exact. Think it
was two weeks and a half. Did you arrive
in Washington sober ? Yes, sir. What did
yoii do when you got there ? Well, i went
abo\?t among my friends at tirst. I went to
work about the 1st of May. Who went to
Wasln ugton after you ? Policeman James.
Here Mr. Marshall asked witness what

induceu. ent he had to come here. The wit¬
ness replied that he understood from Mr.
Wise that his expenses from Washington
here and re.turn, The so forth.

ceive pay for my time.
A LETTER FROJf MR. LAW.

Commonwealth's Attorney Wise here
handed Judge Marsha H the following letter,
written by Mr. Law in reply to one from
Mr. Wise: ,f oA41"Warhix'GTOV, May 30th.

Did you and another party not play a game
of cards in the faro-bank for drinks for the
house? No, sir; I do not recollect. If I
did I do not remember.

a juror's question.
By a Juror: How mnch money did you

have when you left Steele's baron tbe night
of the robbery ? In tbe neighborhood of
$35 or §40. By tbe same: Did you count
your money there? Yes. sir; I counted It
Just before leaving Steele's.

THE AMOUNT OP MONEY TN QUESTION".
To Judge Marshall: Did you count the

money at Steele's ? Yes, sir. How much
did you have when you counted it ? I had
aitont $35 or £40. Wbat did you count
the money for if you cannot tell how
much money you had ? Did you not swear
out this warrant against these men, charg¬
ing them with stealing $-10 from you ? Yes,
sir; I thought it was about that amount.
Which way did you go after leaving
Steele's bar-room on tbe night of the rob-
bery? I do not know, sir; I cannor tell
whether I went up or down town; I am
unacquainted in the citv. Could vou find
Air. Steele's bar? Yes, sir; I think I might.

WHERE THE MONEY WAS COUNTED.
Where did you count that money in

Steele's bar ? I went in a corner and count¬
ed it. "Were there other persons in the
Place?- Yes, sir; Mr. Steele or his hart
keeper. Well, how much money did you
have when you counted it ? I bad §35. You
say you countcd $35? Yes, sir. Did yon
not say awhile ago that you had §40 while
in Steele's? Yes, sir; but I meant that I
only bad $35 in my inside vest-pocket; I
had some change.probably about $40 alto-

I getber. Did you not say that you were not

j given any change by the hotel clerk, and
did you not say that you did not have any ?
Well, I may have had change about me.

EMPHATIC REPLIES?.

To Commonwealth's Attorney : When was
it that you gave your money to the
clerk ? On the tirst night. You told
the gentlemen of the Jury that you had
your money when you got here, "and that
you gave it to the clerk of your hotel? Yes,
sir. When did you meet Wren? I think
about 7 or 8 o'clock; I cannot fix the time.
Have you any doubt that vou had $35 in
your inside pocket after you left Steele's ? If
you have any such doubt express it. I

j have no doubt; I am certnln. Are ynu
sure that 4< Captain Jack," or Wren. put. his

J hand in your pocket and took your money ?
I am certain of it. Have you any doubt that
when Wren put his hand in your pocket

' and took the money that you informed Steele
of it ? I am certain of it.

CHANCES FOR A SOUTHERN MAN.

The Commonwealth's Attorney : A great
deal has been said about your being em¬

ployed in Washington. Wbat are the rule*
of the Government Office? Can you leave
your situation without losing It?

3Ir. Law : No, sir; and if you area south¬
ern man you are very apt to lose it any-
how.
A juror: Did 1 understand you to say

that you counted your money in Steele's
bar-room ?
Ye«, sir. And I never had occasion to

use it afterwards.
THE FORTY DOLLARS.

Mr. Owens, keeper of the St. Charles
cigar-stand, testified to Law coming to the
St. Charles on the morning (he thought) of
bis arrival here with two railroad-men, who
said that he had money. In the evening
Law gave the money to witness, and wit¬
ness turned it over to Mr. Lee. Asked
about Mr. Lambert, and went out to see
him before be deposited ttie money. After
he gave up tbe money witness put him to
bed with the help of the porter. Thought
that Law arrived in the morning, because
witness knew that he saw him twice that
day.

LAW'S ARRIVAL AT TIIE ST. CHARLES.
Mr. Lee, day-clerk of the St. Charles, tes¬

tified that Law arrived at the hotel on Wed¬
nesday, April 9th. about 4 or 5 o'clock P. M.
Witness got his money in less than an hour
after he arrived. It was $40, in live- and
ten-dollar bills. Mr. Owens turned it over
to witness. Witness delivered the $40 to
Law next morning. Law was drunk when
he got to the hotel. Didn't leave the office
until he deposited his money; then went
right to bed.
Questions of defence indicated their wish

to establish that Law came in fact directly
from the depot to the hotel (in a carriage),
and that he bad had little or no opportunity
to spend the difference between $65 and
$40; that is, that he didn't have the $05,
which he declared he counted at the depot,
or when nearing Richmond.
Law fold witness that he was General

Law. Witness simply registered him as
44 E. R. Law, Savannah, Ga." Didn't re¬

collect any railroad-men present. There
was no one else with him in the carriage.
Never saw Mr. Bernard Smith there. Law
paid witness fifty cents fnr bis lodgings
(for night of the 0th) out of the $40.

LAW LOCKED IN THE BAR.

Policeman Brooks testified to seeing
Wren and Steele between 12 and I o'clock
the night of the robbery corning down the
street with a stranger. Steele unlocked the
bar and all three w^nt in. Wren told wit¬
ness, in response to a question, that the
stranger was a "friend of Steele's from the
country." Wren subsequently repeated this
to Oflicer James. After awhile Tony Ze-
tclle went in the bar. All three came out
and left the stranger (Law) locked in. While
the four men were in the bar a young Mr.
Johnston also went in, and stayed a few
moments only.

A DISTRESS-KaP.
Half an hour or three quarters after see¬

ing Law locked in, witness (Brooks) heard
a distress-rap near the corner of Fourteenth

and Main. He and Oflicer Griffin went up
and reeognized the stranger (Law), who
had struck three times on the pavement
with his cane. Carried him to the hotel.
Witness had never seen Law before.

Wednesday, upon again meeting Law (at
the court room), Law said promptly to wit¬
ness, " That is the man who carried mc to
the hotel."
Witness tirst saw Law with Steele and

Wren on Tenth street about twelve yards
from Main, coming towards Main.the
stranger between Wren and Steele. They
were then on their way [from the faro-bank]
to Steele's bar-room.
The Commonwealth's Attorney desired to

ask a question to bring out the fact that wit¬
ness (Brooks) reported the suspicious things
he had seen, and alleged robbery, to his
sergeant. Defence objected.

TUE JURY SENT OUT.
The jury were sent out and the point dis¬

cussed.
After brief argument by Captain Wise

and Judge Marshall the Judge sustained
the objection.
The jury were recalled.
Mr. Brooks, in answer to questions of de¬

fence, said that he fcaw the three men in
nearly a*l their movements from Tenth
street down to the bar-roora.
A Jurors Were they walking arm-in¬

arm ?
Mr. Brooks: They were walking very

close together, I can't say that they were
arm-in-arm.

"THE FRIE*£> FROM TITE COUNTRY."
. Officer James saw the three parties enter

Steele'* bar-room Jafter midnight). Wren,
when he came out, told witness, in answer-
to a question, that the stranger was "a
friend of Steele's from tne country."
Wren, Steele, and Tony Zetelle walked up
the street together; Law did sot come

out. About three quarters of an* hour
later saw Wren and Steele ognin come out
of the same door. Law didn't come out
with them. Wren and Steele went doirn
the street that time.

WREN* AND STEELE WHISPERING.

Conway Johnston, of the Western Union
Telegraph Company, testified that he went
into Steele's about 1 o'clock the night in
question. Had just before seen Wren and
Steele go in with a stranger. Bottles were
scattered around loose in the bar, and Wren
and Steele were in a corner whispering.
The light was low. Didn't see Law. Didn't
go into the billiard department. Zetelle
bad then gone out. Went in there to see
what the parties were doing. Asked for a
drink of water. Witness stayed about the
door five or ten minutes. Didn't see Law
come out.

WATER, WHISKEY, AN*D BEER.

Conway Johnston, in answer to questions
of defence : Wlien 1 asked Steele for a glass
of water be started to give me wbiskev. I
told him I did not want w;hlf>key. I wanted
water. He then started to pour out a glas9
of beer. Witness finally got water. Wit¬
ness was not aware thai Steele was then
about to break up business.

THE WASHINGTON* TRIPS.
Officer James was recalled and questioned

by defence about his various visits to Wash¬
ington.
The Commonwealth's Attorney, however,

brought out from the witness the fact that
he first went there to watch Jack Wren. He
had a conversation with Steele upon his re¬
turn. Steele said, " Have you got your
man?" T said. "What man?" He «aid,
"General Law." I said that "I didn't go
after Lnw;w Steele said bad he known wit¬
ness was going he would have gone with
him to help hini tind Law.
Defence proved by >lr. James that he

brought Law on here (by orders from the
Commonwealth's Attorney), and Law bad
been under his charge ever since. Defence
cot after Mr. James for standing about the
court-room door while Law was on the
stand, the order of the Court being that
the witnesses should all be separated.

STEELE'S ADMISSION*.
Officer Hobson testified that he had a con¬

versation with Steele when the police offi¬
cers were under investigation.
The Commonwealth's Attorney ques¬

tioned him about what account Steele gave
of their second .visit to the bar; but the
Commonwealth's Attorney and witness
didn't understand each other at all, and the
witness was dismissed from the stand, no

| information having been elicited.
Testimony Tor Defence.

Mr. Bernard Smith, news agent on the
; Danville road, testified that Law got here
, at 4:13 o'clock P. M. He lounged about the

[depot until witness put him in a carriage
and sent him to the St. Charles. Law was

: very drunk from Charlotte to Richmond,
and asleep a good part of the tiuie. The
train did not stop two hours at Danville, as
Law supposed.
On the evening of the arrival witness and

another railroad-man went to the St. Charles
and saw Law there, and told them about
his having money. Law gathered the §10
from different pockets, and gave it to the
clerk. Had half a dollar in silver at the
depot.

FIVE DOLLARS FOR A SEAT.

While lounging at the depot here, Law
said he would give any man ?5 for a sent
Tor half an hour. One of Garber'.s men

] pave him a trunk. Law offered him half a

dollar in silver. The man returned It to
hira. Subsequently witness as a friendly
act, got the carriage for him.

MR. BERNARD SMITU TO CAPTAIX WISE .*

Saw Law take only two drinks between
Charlotte and Richmond. He had a bottle
with him. Law could have counted his
money and witness not seen him.
To a juror: Didn't miss Law from his

seat at any time. Fassed through the train
quite often.

MR. STEELE SWORN'.
li. A. Steele (one of the accused) was

sworn and put upon the stand by counsel
for defence.
The Commonwealth's Attorney objected

to th»s witness on the ground that he is
jointly indicted with Wren.
The Judge overruled the objection.

MR. STEELE'S STORY.

Witness h'rst saw Law about the 9th of
April. He came to the bar and introduced
himself as "General Law." It was about
5 or 6 P. M. Stayed in the bar until be¬
tween 11 and 12. He was drinking and ca¬

rousing generally. Mr. Wren came in the
bar about 11, and was introduced to Mr.
Law by Mr. Deubring, witness's partner.
Wren spoke to witness about going to a ball
up town. They started off, and Law came

up behind them. They walked up the
street to Snelling's, to get a drink or cigar.
Law was with them.
Law turned when near Snellinir's into

the faro-bank door, and they followed.
Law took a hand in a game of seven up.
lie lost the game and paid for drinks.
Then Law commenced blackguarding and
fussing, and witness said he was going, and
started. Law followed. Said, in answer to
a question, tbat he wanted to go to the ball.
Witness advised him to go home. But they
couldn't get rid of him. At the bar, witness
went up stairs and got the key and opened
the door. All three took a drink together.
Law .soon wanted another drink. Witness
advised him airainst if, but Law would have
it. Wren afterwards treated. Law walked
up to u table and dropped off to sleep.

THE LOCK-IT.

They (witness and Wren) concluded to
let him stay there awhile and sleep. They
went off and stayed sometime; but witness
concluding that Law might rouse up and
br^ak the furniture, he and Wren went
back and put him out of the front'door.
They advised him to go to bis hotel and get
to sleep.
Next morning Law came into the bar and

witness gave him drinks, for which he did
not pay. Law said that he hid money at
the hotel. lie got very drunk, and went

asleep again. When he waked be asked for
more liquor, which witness gave bim. He
stayed there until about 1 o'clock. During
the time he was there, Law would approach
customers as if he wished them to treat him,
and witness bad bim put out once, but be
came back in there a^ain. On the first vfcit
Law spent four or five dollars in the bar
treating. Saw Zetelle come in the bar that
night ; but don't remember Johnston.
Never gave anybody a glass of whiskey or

glass of beer for a glass or water. When
they left Law in the bar he was in a chair at
a table asleep. lie was in that same posi¬
tion when they returned. Had no private
conversation with Wren in the bar. There
was no necessity for if, as Law was drunk
and asleep.
Law never told him that he had been

robbed; never said that he lost any mouev.
Law never displayed in witness's sight any
considerable amount of money. Law paid
for the drinks at the faro-bank with a note.
Law never dropped his memorandum-book.
Law paid witness forty cents for drinks
after th*y returned to the bar from the faro-
bank. Law had money then. Witness and
Wren were lively, but not drunk tbatnigbt.

STEELE TO CAPTAIN WISE'S QUESTION'S*.
The ball we were going to was on

Gary street near Solitude. D^n't know tbe
name of the house nor the name oi tbe
party who kept it. It was next door to

Solitude; next door to corner of Seventh.
I hadn't decided to go to the ball when we

went towards Snelling's. It was my night
off, and I told Wren to wait awhile and
maybe I would go with bim to the ball. I
left my partner in charge of the bar. We
did not go into Snelling's; we turned into
the faro-bank. That bank is or was near

Sneiling's.one or two doors from Snel-
ling,s. Think Law was under tbe impres¬
sion when he turned in there that it was a

bar. Witness was lively, and didn't ranch
care where he went. To enter the bank you
go tlirougli a passage and open a door and

* J . ;;

turn to the right. Toney
'

Zete lie was
in there. Don't know who tbe other par¬
ties were in the bank. [Tbe Common¬
wealth's Attorney asked tbe clerk to tone a
summons for Zetel If ; but it is said be hft
the city several days a#ro.] I don't know
bow long we stayed in the faro-bank. It
was from twenty minutes to three quarters
of an bour. We didn't go to the Hall from
tbe faro-bank, became Law wanted to go
with us there, and I didn't want bim be¬
cause be was dr»nk. Part of the way down
Law walked between Wren and me. We
went to my bar to get a drink and also to
shirk Law. Yes, Snelling's bar was open,
and we might have got a drink there. Law
tcould go with us. We stopped near tbe
corner of Tenth and Capitol, and I said,
" let's go to my place and get a drink."
Law was then loo drunk to be walking
a,bout the street. He took three drinks in
my bar after the return from tbe faro-bank.

I never told Wren that Law wa> my
friend from the country. No, T am not in
the habit of locking strangers in my bar.
1 did so because Law was so drunk be
couldn't walk, and because be bad 9pent
four or five dollars in my place.

a mother's voice.
Steele to Captain Wise further : Yes, I

saw Officer James. I didn't put Law in
James's hand-*, because be had spent money
with me. It never crossed my mind to turn
bim over to tbe police. I put b>m out of
the front door and walked down Main
street between Twelfth and Thirteenth, on
]Uain. [The police testify that they saw
them come out without Law both times.]
Wren and I turned up Thirteenth to Frank¬
lin, and went to the ball. Yes, I am a mar¬
ried man.

It was mv mother who called out of tbe
window *' Robert" when I left tbe bar. I
did not answer [but Officer James did.lie-
porter] the call. I don't know whether that
cull was when I left the bar-room the first
or the second time. Two sets were danced
while I was at the ball. Left Wren at the
ball. Did not know a woman in the house.
Saw men there I knew. Clot home about
2 or 3 o'clock.
At 10 P. M. tbe court adjourned until 11

o'clock this morning.
Mr. Law, the main witness for the prose¬

cution, was on (he witness-stand for two
hours and a half. He underwent a most
thorough, searching, and exhaustive exami¬
nation at the hands or counsel for defence.
They claim that they have shaken him on

many points, showing tho weakness of his
in'-mory about the time he lost his money.
But the general opinion is that as to the
robbery he kept pretty close to the orignal
story.
