1f the cream
is not servedsoon after freezing, it should be
removed from th:is freezertoan earthen ves-
sel packed in ice. It isnotthatbad eggsand
other impurities are put in the custard, but
being kept over in the galvanized-iron
ireezer that produces the poison.
