Mr. Cabell asserted that never before had
counsel been allowed to prejudice a prison-
er's eanse because he bad not thought pro-
per to summons witnesses as to charaeter.

But that is not all—he went fo Steele's
Lar-room next mworping,  Ile never =aid a
word tn Stecle about the robberyv, He
Idocs not believe, he savs, that  Steele
fwas zuiltys but be didw't say a word
iabnnt Wren's offence—not a word to the
lman who bad been Lthe innoeent cause of 1t,
No, he

if he introduced Law to Wren,
only usked Steele for o drink.

Mr. Meredith urzed the view that Steele
had no motive for telling an untruth, Troe,
he is under indletment; but is there any
prabubility of conviction when the chief
witness (Law) <ars he doesn’t believe that
Stecle had aught to do with robbing him?
Anyhow, Steele boldly went upon the stund
amd told the truth, and actedsthe part of u
brave man towards bis companion, the ac-
cuzed,

Annthier foet that Mr. Meredith ealled
particular attention to was that when they
carried Law in the bar they didn’t loek the
d@oor behind them. They leit it open.
Johnston says he cawe in.  Anybody might
have eome in.

Mr, Meredith, without harshly comment-

ing upon young Johnston’s testimony, ar-
{ried that it could not be true. He accepted
ill:v statement of Steele, that Sleele and
Wren let Law out of the front door. James
was 2t that moment on the steps of Lhe
TPirst Nationnl DBank. They carried him
down towards ‘Thirteenth street, where
they left him, and Law soon after, at the
corner of Fourteenth and Muify, met up
with Grifin and Prooks,

The answer of Wren to Brooks and
James, that the stranger was a “friend of
Stecle’s from the eountry,” can be ex-
plained by the wellkknown jealousy be-
tween policemen and detectives.

If they should find a verdiet of guilty Lhey
would consizn the prisoncr to the peniten-
tiary fora term of from live to ten years,
To justify such a conclusion the case must
be elearly proved.

Where is the man who says that he saw
Wren take S40 from the person of Edward ¥

Aud who is E. Il. Law ? The gentlemen
of the jury saw and heard him examivoed,
He was upon the =taud for several bours;
and gentlemen, what did you think of his
testimony ¥ He contradicted himself time
and again, e andmitred that whben the act
was done le was so drunk he couid hordly
walk. Would you conviet a respectable
dog upon such testimony ?

Juck Wren may be uopopular; but the
jury las no rizht to know anything of that.
He is entitled to the same fair treatwent
that any one else would receive. The Judge
would not denoupce Law as a liar. He is
cursed by his God, who made him with an
intirmity which eauses him to put down bis
throat that which tulkes away his reason.
That is what muakes him unreliable. Heis
the only witness to the robbery. There is
pone (o corroborate him, and he repratedly
eontradieted bimself in the cross-examina-
tien,

Steele says that there was no robbery.
Law says there was. There is a conflict.
There is the stolement of one laboring un-
der an infirmity. There is the statement
of Steele, a man in the full possession of all
Lis faculties, Inaddition to Steele you bave
Brooks, who saw the three men Irom Teoth
street to the bar. Who is right? Is there
any doubt? If thereisa doubt accused is
entitled to it,

Tuke the testimony of Law as to the di-
reet aet. Is it to be reiied upon?

Law got: here between 4 and 5 P. M.
April 9th. He was so drunk he didn’t
know whaut to do.

Cabell must have known from the
letters produced that Law is in Government
employment at Washinzton,  All that Law
iz allowed here is his mileage snd attend-
anee. - It is bis legal right,  And what be-
comes of all their commentsabout a puid and
hired witness? Steele’s own card adrmts
that Law did not originate the prosecution.
o [t was originated in Ricbwond,” says
Steele.

It proves that Law did make an outery
about the robbery Lefore he left the eity.
And why wus Sergzeant Seal putinto the wit-
ness-chair and allowed to go out of it with-
oul mukingz his statement? Comment has
been made that Law has been with an of-
tieer. Suppose Law had been left alone,
and bad dropped in company with certain
parties, and they had come into court and
zaid he had stated certain things! He would
have heen helpless, They lLaven't been
able to hold couverse with him. Didn’t
Sreele sk that Law should comeon? e
comes af a loss to bimself. Ie is not a
swift witness,

The evidence iz that Law did have more
than &40, He had that amount in live- and
ten-dollar notes. He exhibited some silver
at the depot. Ile puid Lambert ten eents
out af a one-dollar note or picee of silver.
That is not contradicted.

Who cun say that he went in the earringze
immediately from the depot to the hotel?
Mr., Owens savs that he appearvd theve
twice the tirst day. Mr. Lee didn’t remern-
Ler seeing him but once. On bis first visit
be asked for Lambert.

The Commonwenlth’s Attorney went on
to show thut the evidence of all the wit-
nesses confirmed Law, and showed that
Law’s memory was good to mark und to
notice,

Law recollected Lambert; he recollected
that he gave his money to the clerk, and
ot 1t from bim in the morning and paid for
hi= lodging ; he recollected being at Steele’s;
he recolleeted zoing to the furo-bank with
Wren and Steele; he recollected wulking
arm-in-arm with Wren and Steele; he re-
colleeted the faces of Brooks, and Wren,
and Steele.  He remembered much more.

Now, a5 to Steele’s candor in admitting

T asked him if he saw a ser-
eednt that night.  Ob, there was an eye
upon him,  Why, he Lad to tell it!  DBut it
b wanted to be candid, why didn’t he pub-
hsh that f2et in bis card when Le affeeted to
make known all the facts ?

The Commonwealth’s Attorney ventured
to suv thit not a citizen of Richmouod could
et 1nto that faro-bank without a man fo
pilot Lim.

Steele mlmits that the three stopped at the
corner of Tenth and Bank strects, Then
the robbery was committed. 1t was puast
midnieht,  Law, tipsv, was o the bhands of
two strapge men.  Why did he not muke an
outery 7 If he bud it might bave been the
worse for him.

The Captain said that in 2 eity douhle the
size and populativn of  Richmeond, not ut
miduight, but at 10 o’clock at nizht, he bad
been seized by tive men and robbed. e
didn’t make anv ontery. It would Lave
been only to iuvite the darger.

1t was not before the jury that Law re-
ported the robbery to Policemen Brooks
and Griffin before he got to his botel, but
by means of Stecle’s eard Captain Wise
cshowed that Law bad spread abread in the
city the report of the robbery before hie left
here. The Comwonweallh’s Attorney’s
theory was that they locked Luw in the bar
to keep bim from seeing the police. He
maintmined that Law was fully contirmed
by ull the witnesses, and that bis solemn,
distinet, and direct assertion tbat Wren
robbed bim should be believed.

In concluding, Captain Wise, comment-
ing upon the evidence of Steele that they
locked Law up to take carc of lnm, &c.,
said that it was ¢ the woll taking care of
the lamb,” and he boped the good Loxd
would never let bum, in a dark place in a
city, fall into the bands of such Keepers.
