A LOST BOOK RECOVERED.

Mt. M. B. Howell, of Tenoessee, pre¬
sented to the Institute through the princi¬
pal ((Miss Hamner) a book of manuscript, of
which he gave the following history :

When the RiCfamond Female Institute
eoosmcnced its tiFst session I he yeaing ladies
of the iPbilomatluc Society established a

wee&ly periodical, which they called The
Oto*Dv>orm. It was not printed, i>ut writ¬
ten iaa a large bodk, which tvas preserved
carefully by the authorities of tbe -sckool.
Tbe llrst volume contained tbe essays.
proae and poetry.written from I85S to
1861. WOen ttie Institute building was
taken by tbe Federal anaiy this book disap¬
peared. Cureful search was made, but no

trace of it found, tnd thtse who prized the
book mounaed it as lost. About a year ago
one Dr. Charles H. Cbamberlin, of Plainirell,
Mich., wrote to tbe president or tbe Institute
saying that he had corae into tbe possession
of The GUwrzorm at the close of tbe war ;
that tbe members of hisCamily regarded itas
very valuable, and that nothing^euld induce
ibein to part with it. Numerous efforts were
tBftde to procure the return of tbe book by

I the todies who bad been tbe editors, and by
their brothers and husbands, and it is ea9y
to see what their affection for tbe book must
be, and bow they were righteously indig¬
nant tUat tbls stranger and foreigner should »

refuge to return them their own property, j
so wrongfully appropriated; but Dr. Charles i
H. Cbamberlin, of Plalnwell, Mich., was
deaf to all entreaties.
Some months ago the facts were repre¬

sented to General William P. Innes, of
Grand Rapids, Michigan. He shared tbe
feeling of the Virginia Indies and their
frienda, and readily undertook to negotiate
for the return of tbe book. After some
months of correspondence and one or more
personal interviews, be procured a propo¬
sition from Dr. Chamberlin lo sell tbe
book to its proper owners for fifty dollar?.
The money was paid and the book sent by
express.
Tbe bonk was received by Professor C.

H. Winston in a graceful spcech of thanks
to Mr. Howell and General Innes.the lat¬
ter late of tbe United States army.

ADDRESS TO "HIE GRADUATES.
Rev. T;*: T. Eaton, of Petersburg, now

Pleading: for IliN Liberty.
JOHN* MILES, THE HENRICO IJURGLAR, PLEAD¬
ING HIS OWN CAUSE.AN AMUSING SCENE IN
THE COUNTY COURT-HOUSE.II0W HE CAME
BY A VEST AND A SILVER-HEADED CANE.A
LONG TERM IN THE PENITENTIARY, kC.
The Henrico County Court was the scene

of an amusing incident yesterday, the like
of which baa not been witnessed for many
a day. John Miles (colored) was tried for
breaking into the house of George Jackson
(colored), on the Brook turnpike, convicted
and sentenced to eighteen years in tbe peni¬
tentiary.
Another indictment was drawn up against

him. charging him with breaking into the
house of Mrs. Isabella Williams, in tne vi¬
cinity of Jackson's house.
Agreeable to Miles'* desire, the Court al¬

lowed hiui to conduct his own case in this
instance, and when examining the witnesses
for the Commonwealth he appeared to be
somewhat familiar with court proceedings,
and showed some shrewdness in conduct¬
ing the examination.
Though unable to read or write, he would

frequently stop his inquiries and pretend to
be busily engaged in taking notes of the
testimony to refer to during the argument.
The court-room was crowded with spec¬

tators, the majority being colored. All
present, even the olhcers of the Court,, were
eager to bear the prisoner's argument in
the case, and impatiently awaited the con-
elusion of the examination. There were
several articles in the court- room alleged to
have been stolen by Mile-;, among them an
old ragged vest and a silver-headed cane.
These seemed to absorb his attention, and
were the burden of his argument.
Upon the conclusion of the testimony,

the prisoner being exceedingly anxious to

speak, he was permitted to do so. Hearose
with great gu-to and dignity, and after
glancing around the court-room at the
crowd commenced. He began in this states¬
manlike style : ''Gentlemen of the jury and
your Honor tbe Judge, I has been ar¬

raigned here to-day to be tried for bur¬
glary. Yes, sir; I is before you to be tried
for a crime which 1 is totally ignorant of,
and I is also prepared to vindicate myself
entirely." Pulling otl his coat and vest

(the vest which he was said to have stolen),
and holding the old and raireed garment
before the jury, he continued his remarks;
" I did not, 'fore God. I didn't come by
dis any way 'cept honestly. Why is it I is
'cused of stealing it? Didn't I walk up de
streets of Richmond with dis same vest?*
Didn't everybody see it? And, gentlemen
of de jury, hasn't I been to de boss auction
nearly every Saturday wid it od? Yes,
ev'pry Saturday since I first cot it ; and not.

a living pusson has ever said a word about
my stealing it, 'cause dev knew dat 1 work¬
ed for and come by it honestly. Gentlemen
of the jury, I again repeat. [here he raised
his voice to a higher pitch and glanced to¬
wards the jury and waved the old vest
above his head].people at the boss auction,
people at the Old Market, and people all
around, will always believe dat 1 honestlv
worked for dis."
The prisoner endeavored at some length

to vindicate himseir in the vest scrape, and
finally picked up the silver-headed cane,
and, after giving an amusing sketch of the
way he came to own it, he as:ain gathered
up the old vest and spoke of the many times
he had worn it.
He then resumed his seat, and a smile

caipe over his countenance as he looked
around and saw that every eye was upon
bint.
The jury, after being out a few minutes,

returned a verdict of guilty, and fixed his
term of imprisonment at five years in the
penitentiary. That, together with the eigh¬
teen years, will arive him quite a long stay
at that institution.

Miles made a motion for a new trial, but
it was overruled by the Court, and the
prisoner was remanded to jail, still clinging
to the old vest. ' .
