T of it being smoke was not to be doubted.
j Fifteen years ago the phenomenon occurred

" upon a winter day, when the sky was

I, blue, without a speck of cloud to fleck
lit, and the smoke streamed northward

' from tiie mountain in a dense black cloud,
r- j We have s-jen the time when excitement

was created, some years ago, by the rumor
that Mount Hood was smoking. A crowd
