IIi:U SON'S DESCRIPTION.

OXE OF SEVEN.

Pcgc and her children were the slaves of
Mr. John White, of Powhatan. He was a

The Doctor
bad Cox from the time he was three or four
years of ape until he was about fifteen or

sixteen. After bis father left Powhatan his
mother was married to one of Dr. Bryant's
men, by the name of Cromp.

Ife then proceeded to Manchester, Ya.,
and again joined the United States army, in
the employ of the Government. The troops
having reached Petersburg, Cox deserted,
and subsequently attached himself as a

conk to Company I), Twelfth infantry, then
with General Miles, guarding Jefferson Da¬
vis at Fortress Monroe.
From there Cox says he went to Wash¬

ington, where he enlisted in the Fortieth
infantry (colored) and served three years.
During this time the regiment was variously
stationed at Charleston, Newbern, Golds-
ooro\ and Castle Pinckney, the latter oppo¬
site Fori Sumter, and at other points in the
Carolinas and the South.

RETURNS TO CIVIL LIFE.

Cox having been mustered out of service
at Fort Jiekson. below New Orleans went
to Charleston, S. ('., where he found em-

'

ployment in the family of a cotton merchant
named Frank Rodgers. lie remained here
fiv»' months, sometimes acting as eook, and
at others as coachman. At the end of that
time he went to Richmond, Ya., where he
found his mother, and with her went to live
with his brother John. In a short time the
family went to Chesterfield, Ya., where John
owned an interest in a coal-pit. Here the
brothers worked together during the winter
of 1SG0 : but in the spring of 1S70 Chastain
returned to Ilugueuot Springs, where he
resumed the white apron of the waiter.
After a time he had trouble with the head
waiter, and went to Big Bend tunnel, not
far from White Sulphur Springs, where he
was employed on the works. The sun,

however, affected his head so badiv that ho
could not work, ana so was transferred to
the engineers' camp as cook. In 187o he
went to liichmon d, when; he was employed
as a waiter in the Spotswood Hotel, and re¬

mained there till that establishment was de¬
stroyed by tire, on the following Christmas.

LIFE IX NEW YORK.

Not satisfied
with what has thus far baen accomplished,
ihe Executive Commitiee are maturing
their plans for a more strict enforcement of
the laws during the new year upon which
they have just entered. It is purely a work
of love on their part, and for this reason

alone the Association should be fostered
and encouraged.
