At the night session (T. W. McCance,

Esq., in the chair) Messrs. Henrv (i. Can¬
non and John M. Higgins, two of'the Rieh-
mond proxies, were present, and a quorum
of the stock represented.
CONDITION* OF THE PUOPEKTT.T1IE CONTRACT.
Major Johnston, t tie president, submitted

thp draft of a notice to the Richmond and
Alleghany railroad and of a deed of con¬

veyance in pursuance of the act of Assem¬
bly, the 120 days having expired.
The President reported that, "despite

cumulative disasters and difficulties, the
canal has been restored and is in fair navi¬
gable condition from Richmond to Lvncb-
jiurg, North River, arid Lexington. *Such
progress has hern and is being made on the
heavy and difficult repairs between North
River and Buchanan as to justify the
continent expectation that t lie canal
will be fully restored and in operation
to Buchanan as well as to Lexington with¬
in sixty days." Owing to tbe uncertain
future of the cnnal the revenues are falling
off. Nonew boats are being built, and few
old ones are- receiving necessary repairs.
The President thought some steps should be
taken to encourage tbe building of new

boats, which are pressingly needed to meet
the demands of tran^portrtion. The act of
Assembly provides for the compensation of j
owners of boats on the canal in the event
of a railroad being built, but does not in¬
clude boats tha' may be built but not actu- 1
ally put In use before the substitution.
Boat-owners are afraid that the substitution
of the railroad for the canal may be sud¬
denly made and the loss thrown upon them.

THE TEN-PAYS' NOTICE.

2>Ir. Barclay offered a series of resolutions
covering this matter and other point*,
which were under consideration, when Mr.
Parsons (who had just arrived in the city
from Lynchburg) came into the meeting
und addressed it by invitation, stating what
has been done towards effecting a settle¬
ment with the bondholders. Though they
have not been altogether successful, the
gentlemen represented by Mr. Parsons had
abated no jot or little of interest in the
work, and yet hoped that in the course of a

few days terms might be made with the cre¬
ditors. What Mr. Parsons asked was that
the canal company, without prejudice to
any right, should delay for a reasonable
time the notice provided for in the 6th sec¬
tion of the act. Within ten dars after that
notice the railroad company must deposit
the §300.000 security, and provide for the
payment of the lloating debt.

THE SECTION IN QUESTION.
Section .1 of the act of Assembly of Feb¬

ruary 27, 1879, is as follows:
After a final and absolute contract of sale

shall have been concluded between the
James Hiver and Kanawha Company and
the Richmond and Alleghany Railroad
Company, and within ten days after the
James River and Kanawha Company shall
have, in writing, notified the Ricbmonrtand
Alleghany Railroad Company of its readi¬
ness to convey ail its property and fran¬
chises in pursuance of such contract, the
Richmond and Alleghany Railroad Com¬
pany shall make the cash payment and de¬
posit hereinbefore required on tender of
such conveyance v'and if such cash pay¬
ment nil el deposit shall not then be in ide,
the contract of purchase shall be and be¬
come absolutely null and void; but the said
contract must be made within one hundred
and twenty days alter the passage of ibis
act.

DISCUSSION-

Major James II. Doolev said that upon ex¬

amination of section 5 lie was of opinion
that it did not require the canal company
to give the notice immediately upon the ex¬

piration of the 120 days; they could defer
it for a reasonable period, not for an in¬
definite onT.
Mr. Cannon, after referring t"> tiie unti¬

ring energy of Mr. Parsons, as displayed in
the effort to procure a settlement, expressed
his conviction that they should now find
out if the rxilroad company is a reality and
able to carry out its contract; if so, he
would be willing to defer the notice for :i

limited tune. Mr. Now Ian, of Lvnchburg,
desired to learn sometbingof tbe company.
its aims and abilities.before granting the
delay. lie m-isted that the stockholders
were entitled to full information now, and
should demand it without taking further
action.
