In the last Planter Dr. EUBr has a

chapter on ?'copperheads" and cotton-

months chiefiy.incidentally oe -snakes gen¬

erally.which i3 scientific an£ interesting.
We make 'tbe following: extrsct from this

fine paper as a specimen of -scientific and

graphic writing that will be agreeable to the

reader:
A few days ago -wc passed n certain spot;

a rocky hillside above corf red with frees,

I underbrush, briers, weeds arid old mo'Sf.-

grown logs ; a brisk stream with gra*s-

! grown hanks below, crossed just here bv

j an old fence and dilapidated waier-gare,
(massed all around with deposits of recent

I flo<*a«, a snaky place, we thought, and
that, instant our eye fell upon a ..stal¬
wart" copperhead. Instinctively, we

clutched a stick, hut some one had fore¬
stalled us in brusiog I hat fellow's head;
he was .dead already. On the third
day thereafter, strolling near that place
again, there was another snake stretched
across the way, motionless as a stick, dinev,
obscurely mottled, nothing to attract atten¬

tion; even the bead-like eye, dim, unwink¬
ing, with its lack-lustre stare, gives no sign
of malignant vitality. "We approach to
within three feet, and stand, stick In hand,
but not a motion is visible in any fibre ol
that scaly, sinuous shape. Put forth now
thesti« k; no motion, no sLn; nearer, bnt
directly in front, within an inch, and still
no sign, no move; he in stretched at full
length, aod knows the stick is not within
the fatal circle. Jlove it to one side now
and pass it along a line parallel to the
creature's form and six' inches to the
left; still so sien. Place the point
of the slick on the ground six inches
in rear of the head and six inches from the
body. There, with the *uddeuness of
lightning, a dreadful meaning glares from
that stony eye, the hideous mouth is open¬
ed, the terrible fanes protrude, and, like a

bullet, I he stroke is made, and the fang*, in
desperate wrath, are buried in the rotten
wood; quick as thought the stroke is re¬

peated. Now. every finre is convulsed with
wrath; the threatening tongue darts forth;
the tail lashes from side to side with fury.
Touch the middle of iis body with tbe stick.
Instantly the deadly fang Is sunk deep in
the creature's own body ; a c'rop of grimy
blood oozes from each of the fatal punc¬
tures, and forthwith a writ li in? agony sets
in. Again the maddened creature hitVs it-
Self in the midst of contortions frightful to
.witness ; swelling increases rapidly. One last

i roll, and the horrid beast turns belly up ; a
shudder undulates along its scalv lenuth,
and all is still. Let us hold t lie inquest.
There are the four small punctures and the
four s:nall drops of grumous blood. The
swelling continues even after death. The
verdict of the jury is fclo de se. "Sup¬
pose," says a friend, '-you or I had gotten
that bite? But I never knew before thai
n snake's bite would poison itself." Why
not poison itself? This copperhead is truly
a snake to be dreaded. Sir. down, friend",
on this rock. There are no more here now.
Those were the pair; but their hateful
spawn will not see ' he light to infest this
spot in future. We will tell you something
about copperheads.
Because of Lheir dingy colors and their

unglimuiering, stony htare, and their ut¬
terly motionless lying in wait, and because
of the lightning rapidity of their stroke,
tleatt with -inevilul>le cvrtniiilv the instant
the unwary foot is placed w'uhin rcHcli of
the deadly fanes', few serpents arc more to
be dreaded than this one. The rattlesnake
is more venomous, but less daneerous ; for
his bright obtrusive colors, his glistening
eye, his friendly rattle, serve to give timely
warning 01 (lunger to car unci eye.
Admirable unci truthful ! But while there

is no error in what is said of ihe rattle¬
snake, so fur us concerns his general na¬

ture, we must say that (here is sometimes
a failure on his part to give the reputed
warning. We have known my Lord of the
Matties, with flushing eye and brave and de-
liant air, to give no premonition of iiis pur¬
pose lo strike, but strike with a vindictive-
nfiss of temper and a vigor of determina¬
tion that, suggested the idfu that he was de¬
termined that his victim should neither get
away or be forewarned. Wc bad thought
of shortening the Doctor'* concluding re¬
marks about remedies and the venomous
cotton-month ; but such talk is charming to
us, and we know it is to other people.
They will thank us for copying it eutire:
The bite of a copperhead will scarcely

be fatal to the vigorous adult man, even
without trealment; that of the rattlesnake
will always be fatal under such circum¬
stances. The bite of the copperhead is
nearly or quite certain to prove fatal to a
child or an aged person without prompt
and very skilful treatment. Many horses
and cuttle are also killed by them." Swine
seem to be defeuded from their attack by
the thickness of the hide, and sheep appear
to possess an instinctive knowledge of their
presence, and thus escape. Dogs are often
bittern, and we have seen tlieni faint and left
for dt*ud, but we believe they always rally,
and of the many we have known to be bit¬
ten, we never knew one to die. Horses are
nearly certain to die if bitten by ttie copper¬
head on anv part of the body. They seem
to be peculiarly sensitive to the effect* of
this venom. The nature of thi- poison is
6uch that it is most easily neutralized by
almost any chemical substance which is
brought in contact with it ; hence the great
variety of .« cure*" fur snake- bite. Ammo¬
nia or other alkali, alcohol, or any acid will
neutralize this poison, as well as a yreat va¬
riety of vegetal. le substances. Cord the
limb, I hen, above the bite ; tins will retard
ab'orbtion of the poison. A large part of it
may then be drawn out at the wound made
by the fangs by means of a cupping-glassapplied <o the place, or even bv strongsuction with the mouth ; the poison beir.:r
harmless in the stomach, as it- is quicklyneutralized by the gastric juice when swal¬
lowed. Take a hypodermic syringe, which
is made In strict imitation of the snake's
poisr.n-fang; till with ammonia or other
alkali, insert the syrinue into the wound
made by each fan;:, push it into the cellular
tissue w here the poison is lodged, and dis¬
charge the neutralizing substance right in
the midst of the poison. Oet some whis¬
key, brandy, or wine; mix with water,
equal parts of each; add to each tumbler¬
ful a teaspoonful of amra.onia; give the hu¬
man patient a tumblerful at a time every
few minutes, or drench the horse with three
or four pints every twenty or thirv min¬
utes, else he will be d,ead in from thirty
minutes to three or four-hours.
Horses when arazins are apt to be bitten

about tbe tbroat, and then they boon die
from suflbcation if not relieved. There
should be no hesitation in opening the
windpipe below the swelling, so as to train
time for the remedies to act. In the case of
cattle the antidote should not only be given
in lurger quantities bv drenching, but it
should be copiously injected into the rectum
in a more dilute form, or even into the
veins themselves. If such mea>ures be
promptly and vigorously adopted and exe¬
cuted the person or animal bitten will be
«aved. Never nfglet to cord the limb above
.the bite if the injury be received in any jpart that pressure may be- ett'ectuallyapplied. Remember tbat tbe strong ai> I

oholic drinks and the ammonia e;,o
tbe bMt and tbe niteufficicnt nnti'-
aOffei for internal administration. Rc!y
upon tbem with etitire confidence, and
avoid decoctions, &c., a» of SACon»lary rflect
or of no value. Be cool, delibernter prompt,
and fearless, and your patient will live and
not die. Now, let us lay this fellow beside
bis mate yonder and go home. But tbe

buzzards have been here and eaten tbe
other up, ns they w>H do this fellow al«o.
No. it will not hurt tbe buzzard. "Do

black buakes and other constrictors really
kill copperheads and other poisonous
k<nds?" They certainly do sometimes.
Our experience is. however, that they do
not make the pursuit of tbe venomous
Kinds the business of their Jives, as

some would have us believe they
do yet the fact remains thnt they do some¬

times destroy them, and being themselves
completely harmless, it Is best never to kill
them. Yes, we have seen bogs destroy and
eat various sorts of venomous snakes with¬
out receiving any hurt. Wc cxnnot wup-
pose H, is possible that if the soake-poison
actually obtained access to tbe circulation
of the hog it would not kill it. We sup¬
pose tbey escape from tbe thickness of their
skin, and fr^tn their dexterity in killing

I t>l*e snake, which is really surprising*. The
I nYost veuomous snake in the United States is

j undoubtedly the cotton-mouth or poisonous
water-moccasin of the southern States.
Strong adult men have frequently perished
from ibelr bite within fifteen or twenty min¬
utes. They are likewise active and exces¬

sively fierce and combative. They are never

found, we think, north of the thirty-fifth
parallel. The same treatment applies to all
snake-bites, out in the case of one so horri¬
bly venomous as the cotton-mouth it must
be almost- instant Ir applieu to be of any
avail. There arc more copperheads about
BalP* Blntf, near Leesburg, where the but¬
tle was fought, than any other place we ever
nave Known.

.. A very interesting1 chapter," the render
will .say. It contains some facts in natural
history, which, although not very strange
or new, will seem fresh to most readers,
especially that about the place where cop¬
perheads do most congregate. viz.. Ball's
Blufl". Then tlipre is that very bad snake
the cotton-mourb : the stranzeiy-venomous
water-snake. We saw him on the shore of
Ilecl-Foot lake, Tennessee, near the Missis¬

sippi river. lie was unreeled, and soon

ended his reel of life without damage to

anybody. He was, for longitude, more like
our constrictor black snake than other of
our American snakes. So he somewhat re¬

sembled the black snake it) color ; the in¬
side of his mouth was as white as cotton.
He is properly named. We would avoid
hi ui even more vigilantly than the ditch-
bank moccasin, another one of the ophidia
that should have a wide berth.
