Silver Is and always has been a unit of value
the. world over. The u«e of silver is uni¬
versal, so much so that it is called the nor¬
mal currency of the world, while the use
of gold is restricted and contined to only
shout One third. Silver is a very important
factor, even in nations having a single gold
standard. The United Kingdom employs
seventy-three millions of silver used as sub¬
sidiary coin ; and this, it is said, performs
'greater functions in buying and selling than
all its gold and bank-notes combined. It is
ttl90 computed that out of a population of
32,000,000 of the United Kingdom, 2S,000.-
000 never u«c a gold sovereign a year in
their ordinary daily transactions, and that
the abstraction of the silver coin would
produce a greater personal inconvenience
than the withdrawal of all the gold and
bank-notes combined.
The production of silver to yold for three

centuries and a half prior to the discovery
of yold in California is estimated to have
been $100 silver to £30 of gold. Since 1S52
the production is reversed, and has been
§100 of gold to $43 of silver. The world's
supply of silver for many yenrs afler 1852
was about §40.000,000 per yar, but on the
discovery of .silver in t he Cota^.ock lode the
amount greatly increased. The largest
world's supply of silver ever made was in
1877, when it reached §79,000.000. Great as
ia this amount, it is only 10 cents per head
to the Asiatic"!. The vield fell off in 1878 to
about $70,000,000, and for 187fl it is esti¬
mated that the world'* supply will not ex¬
ceed §6*0,000,000. .

proximitr to France. Germany, and other
bi-metallie nations, which preserved for her
the equilibrium or gold ar.d silver? But
when Germany and other nations of Europe
demonetized und toe IjO'in Union declim d
to coin silver, did not England then, for the
first time since IS 10, experience*bc eviis of
only a gold standard ?

Messrs. Chittenden and Morton seem to
indulge in a nervous fear, as though a

frightful danger was impending if we part
with sonic of our sold in exchange for low-

priced silver. Supposing we do, will it
brim* UJmny harm to buy some silver cheap ?
We

'

have been parting with our gold for
years in exchange for perishable goods.
such as silks, satins, wines, cigars, &c.
Which is the more profitable for us, to part
with our gold for such results or for silver,
which has- an intrinsic value and purchas¬
ing-power in every part of the woiid .' We
have exported over and above bur imports
since 1860 to 1*<77, inclu.-iv'e. 8702,401.234 of
pold against 821S.C30.043 of silver, yet our
treasury is full of gold against a small amount
of silver. Our gold i> a product of the eart h
the same as silver, only it is obtained in
greater quantities. Could we retire our pa¬
per, which is without iutrinsic value, we
could e:isily float $500,000,000 of silver, but
to obtain one iifth cf this amount would
place it at a premium as compared with
gold. It is a question to my own mind if
we have not followed too closely the teach¬
ings of British and German financial writers
fill we have ceased to respect our own opin¬
ions, As we have become or soon will be
the grcnte>t financial nation of the world,
would it not be well Tor us to free ourselves
from our preconceived views aud hold those
of our own,* which would best promote
American, not British or German interests?

Silver and gold have irone side by Side like
twiu sisters for forty centuries, and it. is not
in the power of legislation to divorce them.
1 would not depreciate the importance of
gold, which is a banker's currency, yet sil¬
ver, which is the people's currency, has
some advantages which gold does not pos¬
sess :

It is the universal and normal currency
of the world.

It has always been a unit of value by rea¬
son of its universality.

Silver has a purebsiog-powcr in every
nation, while gold i< restricted in its circu¬
lation and power of purchase to about one-
third, not exceeding half the world's popu¬
lation.

Silver is, but gold is not. essential foranv
nation. A nation can do without gold, but
not without silver. I do not allude to those
nations which only have a paper Currency.
Both silver and gold have an intrinsic value
which is inherent and independent of all
legislation, while paper has no intrinsic
value.
