1'laaiolN In July.
The feature ol prominent interest on the

July record is that six planets during the
latter portion of the mouth will be visible
in the evening sky, though not all at the
same time. Venus, Mercury, and Uranus
may be seen in the earlier part of the eve¬

ning, an hour after sunset, and Jupiter,
Saturn, and Mars are above the horizon be¬
fore midnight.
Venus is evening star ai*I also holds the

place of honor this month as the leader Of
the solar family, charming every beholder
by her fuscmaUng beauty and graceful car¬

riage. The monotony of her progress is
marked by one of tlic important epochs in
her course. On the 16th, she reaches her
greatest eastern elongation, the extreme
point of the straight line in which she seems
to oscillate on each side of the sun. After
that time she will approach the sun until she
arrive» at her inferior conjunction on the
*23d of September, when the completes her
rdlc as evening star. After her elongation
is reached, she will pet earlier every eve-
nin<r. and at the same time increase in size
and brilliancy on account of her rapid ap¬
proach towards the earth. Seen through

i the telescope at this time, she presents the
phase of the moon at the last quarter, and
then quickly assumes the form of the
waning crescent. Venus sets now at 10
o'clock; on the last or the month about 9.
By that time it will be apparent to everyobserver that she lias begun to retrace her
step*.
Mercury is evening star, and in one or

the most favorable positions for observa¬
tion that occur during the year, being visi¬
ble soon alter sunset during the whole
month. lie sets now at half-p:ist 8; on the
last of the month at quarter-past 8. lie
mr.st at present be looked for nearly above
the point of sunset; later in the month a
little farther south. Mercury reaches his
greatest eastern elongation on the 27th,
when he, too, is as far from the sun as pos¬
sible. though his line of oscillation Is much
shorter than that of Venus, on account of
his being much nearer the sun. The pres¬
ent month affords a tine opportunity for a

study of the planet that circles nearest the
great central tire, and seems to take a con¬
scious pleasure in eluding observation.
Uranus is evening star, and for once a

somewhat importaut member of the visible
fraternity. On the 8th, he comes into a
close conjunction with Venus, the two
planets being ouly fifteen minutes of an
arc or one quarter of a degree apart. The
telescope will th°n easily pickup Uranus,
and the contrast between his pale green disc
and the dazzling hue of Venus will be an
interesting .study iu the history of the char¬
acteristic colors of the planets. On the 30th,
Uranus is in conjunction with Mercury,
and will form another striking instance of
contrasted colors in planets, for each mem-
ber of the family reflects a color as familiar
to the eye of a practiced observer as arc the
features of iamiiiar friends. Urantis sets
now a little after 10, a few minutes later
than Venus; at the end of the month about
half-past 8.
jHpiter will l>e ranked with the morning:

stars until his opposition, on the 31st of
August, though, before the month end*. he
will be a brilliant object, in the ever.jng sky,
appearing above the eastern horizon a few
minutes before Venus sinks below t lie west¬
ern. He rise> now about 11 ; on the last of
the month at a quarter before 1). This
month and the succeeding one are favorable
for watching the increase in size and bril¬
liancy of this .superb planet as he approaches
his least distance from the earth.
Saturn is morning star, -and will keep

close to Mars during the first week of the
month.their remarkably close conjunction
having already takeu place on the last morn¬

ing in June. Saturn now rises just after
midnight; at the end of the month he will
rise soon after 10.
Mars is morning star, and though at pres¬

ent very near his brother Sattlin, a separa¬
tion will soon take place, Mars moving east¬
ward and northward In his rapid course
and leaving Saturn to plod along at his far
slower pace. Both plauets now rise a few
minutes after midnight.almost at the same

moment. At the end of the month Mars
will rise about 11. The observer eommand-
inga view of the southeastern sky will have

a fine view of the successive rising of these
three planets on the midsummer nights at
the close of the month. Jupiter will be first
on the scene, rising a little before 9. No one
can mistake the "star or imperial Jove*' as

he comes beaming above the horizon with a

superb lustre that exceeds* all other stars
save the one then sinking slowly in the west.
Saturn, with his dim, murky light, will
make his advent soon after 10, and Mars,
blazing in ruddy plow, will follow about 11.
The three-planets are all approachinir their
opposition, and consequently increasing iu
size and brightness.
The July moon fulls on the 3d, ?ind for

several evenings after there is only an aver-
ago difference of twenty-four minutes in the
time of rising, so that the midsummer eve¬

nings will be flooded with silver light. On
the 8th she will form a picture fair to see,
when in conjunction with Jupiter. On the
11th she is near Mars and Saturn. The new
moon of the 10th is in conjunction with
boih Mercury and Uranus when two days
old. On the 22(1 the loveliest conjunction
of the month take* place between the moon
and the fairest of the stars..Frocidence

Tiie following was adopted unanimously :
lie.solv.td. That a primary election be

held by the Conservative party of Richmond
and Henrico on the second Thursday of
September filth) to nominate candidates
for the Senate, and that the two candidate*
who shall receive the highest number of
voles shall be declared the nominees of the
party, and the manner of voting shall be
viva voce.
The following detaila were then unani¬

mously agreed upon :

VOTING-PLACES.
1. [Left to discretion of each committee.]

JUDGES AND CLERKS.
2. [Left lo discretion of each committee.]

WUO MAY VOTE.
3. Xone but white members of the Con¬

servative party who are known or proved
to the Judges to have identified themselves
with it heretofore shall vote.

All Conservatives who ore registered in
the districts or wards in which they ofl'erto
vote, and who have paid their capitation
tax for the year 1S78. shall be authorized to
vote, of which facts the judges must be sat¬
isfied.

MANNER OP VOTING.
4. Each person offering to vote shall pre¬

sent to the j lidires a ticket [of form herein¬
after prescribed] containing the names of
his clioice for senators. Upon the hack of
the ticket the person i»hall endorse ids own
name. The judges shall first read aloud
the name or the person offering to vote,
then, ascertain if he is a duly-qualified
voter, and then shall (if the person is found
so qualified) proclaim the name of the can¬
didates voted for. The clerk shall record
the name of the voter and persons voted
for, and string the licket as a means of veri¬
fying the poll-books.

THE RESULT.IIOW ASCERTAINED.
5. After the polls are closed each set of

judges and clerks, in the presence of six
spectators, friends of the candidates (if so
many desire to be present), shall ascertain
the number of votes cast for eacii person,
and shall make out a certificate of the facts,
to be signed by the judges and attested by
the clerks. The ludges shall return the
poll-book* properly certified, together with
the tickets, to their county or city superin¬
tendent on or before 12 M. of the Saturday
(13th) following the primary, and said su¬

perintendents shall aggregate the votes of
their several districts or wards. The two
superintendents shall meet as early as prac¬
ticable thereafter and aggregate the vote
each person received in the city and coun¬

ty, and make certificate of t iie result and an¬
nounce who arc the nominees of the party.

VOTE WHERE REGISTERED.
C. In cases where persons have removed

from one voting precinct or ward to another
since the last registration, they shall le au¬
thorized to vote in the ward or precinct
where their names are registered; and the
judses shall make a note of the circum¬
stance on the poll-book opposite where said
voters' names are recorded.

YOUNG VOTERS.
7. Any person who has become twenty-

one since the last election, or who will be¬
come twenty-one by the time of the ap¬
proaching election. may vote at this primary
by satisfying the judges of that fact and of
his intention to support the nominees. In
every such instance the judges shall make
note of I he same upon the margin of the
poll-book.

TO RE BUT ONE TICKET.
8. All persons who desire to be voted for

shall notify the secretary of the City Con¬
servative Commit tee -on or before 12 M. of
Monday preceding the day of the primary.
Said names shall be arranged in alphabetical
order and printed, and said ticket, and no
otha\ shall be rccivcd by the judges of
election.each voter striking from the ticket
all but two names. The cost, incurred for
printing shall be puid by the candidates
when thev give their names to the said
secretary to be placed upon the ticket.

FINANCIAL.
9. The city and county shall each pay its

own expenses in carrying this plan into
operation.

THE REPORT.
The above unanimous report is to be

adopted by the City and Count v Committees
before it will become operative.
The representatives of the city would

have preferred a date a month later than
that agreed upon for holding the primary,
but the county-men said the day named
would suit the farmers bettter, and in de¬
ference to their wishes it was agreed upon.

It is supposed that the city and countywill each nominate delegates on the day
they nominate senators. This plau, how¬
ever, does not deal with that subject.

MMCHEJSTJR AND VICINITY.

George Lewis [colored), the Alleged Midlo¬
thian Murderer, to (/?. Tried by a Jury Com-

poficd Entirely of flegroes..Xbt venire li.-t
for the July term of the Chesterfield CountyCourt, which meets Monday the 14th in¬
stant, is composed entirety of negroes, num¬
bering forty-three in all, foom which a jury
will be empannelbd to fry George Lewis
(colored), the alleged Midlothian murderer.
The list was presented to She sheriff by
Judge William I. Clopton* who ordered
him to summons ail whose names are there¬
on. The majority of the veniremen are
from Manchester township, and are said to
be very intelligent negroes.

This is not the first instance oi the kind
which has transpired in Chesterfield, for it is
said Judge Cox, whom Judge Clopton suc¬
ceeded, linn in several cases, where neuroes
have been tried for misdemeanors, had ne¬
gro juries. The prisoner and nearly all the
witnesses in the ease arc colored, con-<e-
quently a negro jury was ordered by the
Judge, who is of the opinion that in such
cases a colored jury is acceptable.
The writer, in an interview with Lewis

recently at. the Chesterfield jail, ascertained
the fact that it was inconsistent with his
wishes and greatly contrary to his desire to
be tried by a colored juiy ; and furthermore
said that, if such could be possible, he would
not allow it, and would most seriously ol>-
jeet to any such proceedings relating to
himself. lie may be pursuaded, however,
to abr.ndon such ideas when the time ap¬
proaches for the trial to take plae°. Lewis
is from Midlothian district, and the jury¬
men being from Manchester township,
which is some distance oft, and not being
acquainted with the prisoner, consequently
no personal prejudices exist between them,
and upon that point objections can hardly
be raised to any of the jury.
Lewis has been tried once, and was sen¬

tenced to be hung, but through his counsel
obtained a new trial, on the ground that
the verdict was contrary to the evidence as

presented before the Court. The new trial
was granted by Ihe Judge of the Circuit
Court. There is other testimony to be
given at the next trial which was not pre¬
sented during the first, and is thought to
be very damaging to the prisoner. Since a

colored jury will dispose of the case, the in¬
terest, in it will be still greater. A verdict
by a jury of his peers will be quite interest¬
ing to the people of the county.

Fourth of July in Chesterfield..The Ches¬
terfield co'lirt-yard was crowded Willi mem¬
bers of several of the Sunday schools and
others Friday, on the occasion of the cele¬
bration of the anniversary of the schools;

It was late at night before the Club
returned.

Besides the pic-nics given by the Sunday
schools and the Benu-Monde Club, there
were a number of private ones also.

It is thought that there were more pic¬
nics and excursions given in Chesterfield
than for many years. The day passed
quietly, and all of the different parties
seemed to enjoy the occasion.
