A Russian Ilnnk Robbery.
A REMARKABLE PIECE OF WORK.DIGGING A

SUBTERRANEAN PASSAGE.HOW TUE THIEVES
WERE CAPTURED.
The Fravcetelstvenni lrestnik thus de¬

scribes the ereat robbery of 1,700,000 roubles
from the Kherson Chanccllerie : 44 On June
16th the Government officials at Kherson
found on their arrival at Kaznotchistvo or
Ch:»nccllerie that the vault had been broken
into during the night, and the money be¬
longing to the Imperial State Bank removed.
An inspection revealed that an entrance
had been effected from a subterranean pas¬
sage, forty-five feet in length, running
from a private house near the Chan¬
ccllerie. * This residence was found to be
empty, the thieves having fled from it after
appropriating the Government money. As
Soon as the cashier arrived the funds in the
vault were examined, and itwas then found
that bank notes to the value of 1.570,CSS
roubles had been stolen, besides 1,000 blank
forms for passports, 125Government stamps,
and a number of Government securities."

A telegram received on the 18th ultimo adds
that, " thanks to the energetic measures
adopted by the Governor of Kherson, the
principal culprits, with bank notes to the
value of 1,066,SOS roubles, hnvebeeu arrest¬
ed outside the town." A series of telegrams
from the special correspond* nt of the Golos
on the 17th ultimo gives fuller particulars :
" The amount stolen frouwhe Kherson
Chancellerie is found to exceed 1,700,000
roubles. The securities In the vault of the
Ivaznatchisvo are kept in iron safes. Of
seven belonging to the Government Iiank
three were found broken open on the morn¬
ing of the robbery, and these three were
precisely the ones which contaiued the most
money. The thieves appear to have made
no endeavor to open the remaiuing safes,
which only contained the current cash of
the Ivaznatchisvo and the securities of pri¬
vate individuals. They also left behind iu
the three safes a number of coupons and
bonds which they would have experienced a

difficulty in disposing of. Opposite the
large and massive building occupied by the
Chancellerie is 4 llouse Komsina.' A fort¬
night ago (about the 5th of June) this resi¬
dence was hired by a lady who gave herself
out to be the wife of Dr. Nikitin. 'With her
were a cook and a page. A few days after
her arrival two bricklayers were engaged
by her to effect some repairs in her lodgings,
and these were seen to enter the house
every morning up to the date of the rob¬
bery. The Chancellerie is usually closed on
Sundays, and the thieves took "advantage
of this to break into the place on June
15th. Immediately the robbery was dis¬
covered a rush was made to Komsina
House, which was found closed and devoid
of inmates. The underground operation
of the thieves excited great interest among
the officials. The length of the subterra¬
nean passage exceeded seven fathoms, and
was situated about six feet under the soil.
The passage was cut almost square, and
was about a yard wide and high. The
enrth had been removed in baskets and
stored in nearly every room in the
house. In order to admit air info the
tunnel a tube taken from the kitchen
flue had been passed through the ground
in the garden. The whole affair was

very skilfully and carefully managed." A
telegram, dated the ISth, adds: 44 To-day,
on the steppe, six miles from Kherson, t lie
police captured the leading culprits con¬

cerned in the Kaznatchisvo robbery. They
had put up at a house in a Cossack village,
the Doctor's wife and the bricklayer Alexai
Kolemenko, and in two bags in their pos¬
session were found 1,060,000 roubles in notes
and nearly all the passport-blanks. The
dvornik, at Komsina House, and a man
named Stecherbatoff, at the Cossack village,
have been arrested on the charge of com¬

plicity in the robbery.'.'

E. J. Baldwin, everywhere known as

Lucky Baldwin, worked on his father's
farm when youngr, in Indiana. After twen¬
ty-five years of trial at various pursuits he
drifted into the bonanza district, Nevada,
and in a few years, by well-Judged ventures
in mining stocks, realized some millions.
He became publicly known by building
4< The Baldwin," now so favorably known
as a popular house, on Market street, San
Francisco, 275 by 210 feet. Included in the
structure Is Baldwin's Theatre. The whole,
including furniture, cost £3.000,000. Trav¬
elling through Los Angeles county, he
fancied and Uptight a Spanish grant of 60,-
000 acres of bountifully- watered garden-
land and laid it out in princely style. Of
this, J 3,000 acres are moist bottom-land,
needing: no irrigation. Outside of this be
has artificially irrigated most of the pro¬
perty bv means of six miles of eight-inch
pipe* and beautiful lakes are formed here
and there, with rustic bridges and other
adornments.

He has 60,000 eucalyptus trees of
twenty-seven varieties, and 3,000 of the
graceful pepper-trees, our most ornate ever¬

green and drooping variety, bearing a pro¬
fusion of pepper-looking spice berries. A
broad avenue is laid out, three miles long
by 120 feet wide, lined on each side with
eucalyptus trees. In the centre is a row of
pepper-trees, making a grateful shade in
that sunny climate, and the air is cooled by
innumerable fountains. Soon a mansion in
keeping with tbe surroundings will be erect¬
ed on a rising knoll overlooking this fairy¬
land, and some hundred tenantry, with gar¬
dens and cultivated fields, will enrich the
landscape and make- this charmed spot a

paradise, where tbe proprietor can pass his
declining years in peaceful contemplation
of the romance of bis creation,'

THUNDERBOLTS.

Best Protection Affnlnnt Lfffhtnlnsr..

What are Common Condneiorn.

A scientific eentlemnn writes as follows
to a New York paper about thunder¬
storms :

<. Twenty years ago the writer remem¬
bers turning with a smile, to* others who
shrank and cried at the peals of a terrible
storm in a country house. The glare of a
bolt coming down the centre of the room
caught the eve at that very instant; the next
was an explosion that shook the bou^e, and
insensibility followed; Two men in the
same room were burned by the bolt, though
no lives were lo3t_;_but I have never been
able to smile at lightning again. To give
any idea of the terror left on a nervous or¬
ganization by the shock would involve ex¬
travagance of terms.

""But, uufortunately, so far from being
an exception, there are too many who suf¬
fer (he same hara«sments with me. Nor
are women alone- subject to this nervous¬
ness. I knew a school superintendent and
canal contractor, a man over tifty, with a

large family, who would hide in a closet in
a storm, and had been known to rush from
his bed with flight at lightning. Many will
remember the professor at Bowdoin College
who always, retreated to the cellar in a

thunder-storm, although his house was
bristling with lightning-rods. The strong¬
est man I ever knew, who could throw
another man across the street, and work
a hand-press in a printing office as if he
were a part of the machine,- was discharged
as a reporter because his desk was
vacant every time there was a thunder¬
storm. The mother of Washington was
afraid of lightning, and never failed to re¬
treat to her room at the first flash of a storm,
where she stayed till the last flash died away.
The physical effects of this fear are most
depressing. One woman knows when a
storui is coming, hours before, by a pros¬
tration of strength and spirits, accompa¬
nied with symptoms like cholera. One of
the most dauntless youna: women 1 know
was sick in bed for hours after the great
storm at Springfield, Mass., last month. She
had received a shock of lightning years be¬
fore, and never fails to be ill in a thunder¬
storm since.

44 llea;on and study of the laws of light¬
ning have done much to lessen the fear of
it. It is true we live between two maga¬
zines of electricity.one in the earth and
the other in the air.and a cloud charged
with electricity passing over a point or body
in a negative" condition will discharge its
surplus by the quickest and most congenial
medium, which it tinds in the human body,
a tree, or house, indifferently. But it is
also true that, provide the lightning with a

convenient and easy conductor in the shape
of a stout iron rod higher than nny point
of a house and reaching well into the
ground, where electricity mav scatter harm¬
lessly in the damp earth, it will prefer that
conducting-rod to anything in its vicinity,
and people who stay indoors in a well- pro¬
tected house are safer from lightning than
any bomb-proof from bursting shells.

Every accident from this cause 1 ever
knew of came from careless exposure in
situations known to be unsafe. The first I
noticed after my own accident was that of

a missionary's daughter killed while pass¬
ing an open window, just as a woman was
on Long Island last summer while sitting
at lirr sewing-machine. A young man in
Maiden, I think, was killed while sitting
out on a porch with his chair tipped back
and bis head against the knob of the door¬
bell, making an excellent connection with
the bell-wire. Many men have been struck
while riding into a barn on a load of hay.
Many will remember the frightful calamity
at Scranton, Pa., where a party of women,
out picking berries on one of the high hills,
crowded into a deserted log hut in a sudden
storm, and seven were killed by one bolt.
Steep hills with mineral veins cropping out
are not places for any one to live on who
wishes to escape lightning, and unprotect-
eel nou-es mere are uoumy annjjerous.
" It is never too soon to go in the house

when a storm is rising. "When the clouds
are fully charged with electricity they arc
most dangerou?, and this fluid obeys a" sub¬
tle attraction which acts at great distances
and all directions. A. woman told me of a

bolt which c:ime down her mother's chim¬
ney from a rising cloud when the sun was

shining overhead. .N. P. Willis writes or a

young girl killed while passing under a

telegraph wire on the brow of a hill while
she was hurrying home before a storm.
Sunday's sad accident at Alorrisania should
warn every mother that it is not safe to let
children stay out of doors till the last
minute before the storm falls. People
should not be fool-hardy about sitting on

porches or by open windows, whether the
storm is hard or not. .Mild showers often
carry a single charge which falls with
deadly effect.' It may or may not be fatal
to stay out; it is safe to be in the bouse,
with the windows and doors shut. The
dry air in a hou^e is a readier conductor of
lightning than the damp air outside, and
any draught of air invites it.
,fA hot tire in the chimney attracts it, so

to speak, and it is prudent for those who
would be sure of safety to use kerosene- or

gas-stoves in summer, and avoid heating the
chimneys of the house. People are very ig¬
norant or reckless about lightning. I have
seen « girl of eighteen crying with Tear or
lightning, and running every other moment
to the window to see if the storm was not
abating, unconscious- that she was putting
herself in-danger. If every one would hurry
to shelter as soon as a storm-cloud was half
way up the sky, when certain it was coming
nearer; if they would shut the doors aud
windows aud keep from them afterward
and from bell-wires, stove-pipes, mantels,
chimney-breasts, beaters, and mirrors, with
their silvered backs, which carry electricity,
aud keep away from lightning-rods and
their vicinity, and from metal water-spouts,
with good rods on their houses, they might
dismiss the fear of lightning from their
minds, so far as it is a thing of reason aud
not of impression.
'.A good lightning-rod is one that is

thick enough to carry a heavy charge of
electricity, not less than three-fourths of an
inch in diameter, which has a point above
each chimney or pinnacle of the roof, join¬
ing the main rod by curves, not ancrles, and
running into the ground down to perma¬
nently moist soil". It should tfe held by
glass-insulators fixed in blocks of wood*,
held to tiie house by wooden pegs, not
spiked to the wall, to give possible connec¬
tion with the interior. Any blacksmith can

put up a rod which will be a perfect pro¬
tection, and it should not cost over §12 for
a bouse forty feet square and two stories
high. When accidents happen to a house
with lightning-rods, it is because the rod is
too small or not rightly attached, or the
ground-connection is not good.

" The ignorance and carelessness habitual
to the American on all points not immedi¬
ately connected with his amusement or

raouey-making are fata! to such exact con¬

ditions as insure safety from lightning. It
was exemplified in the cafe of a friend who,
afraid of lightning, slept^half the summer
in a newly-reoted bouse'with a stout rod.
till one day, happening to look at theground
connection., .tie found it rusted In two just
above the s od, and a hundred times more
dangerous than no rod at all/
"So f'jrfrom lightning being a danger

most 0[iflicnlt to avoid, it has very simple
laws", and may be almost entirely guarded
asp.'inst by proper conductors. Witness the
P,ritlsh navy, which met tive hundred dis¬
asters a year by lightning till the ships were
provided with conductors, by which the fa¬
talities were reduced to fifty, among ships
in the tropics, exposed to violent storms,
and these may be Xairly charged to careless¬
ness in regard to the conductors.".

gether with Yankee muskets until they have
lost their virginity and we can't tell tot her
from which. There's notbin' settled. No¬
body knows whether we are one big nation
or forty-four States. Nobody knows where
State's rights end and Federal power be¬
gins. I wish it was settled. It's curious
how things have changed. On the
7th day of June, '70, the colonies met
together and tried to cut loose from old
England, but they couldn't quite do it.
South Carolina wouldn't go. She was the
most loyal of all the colonies. She said the
provocation wasn't sufficient. She didn't
drink tea and didn't, feel like raising such
a hellibillo over a little tax on it. IIow-
somever, they called another meeting on
the 4th of July, and South Carolina said she
would stand by her sisters, and she did.
that's history. She stood by them until
some or them treated us a heap worse than
ever old England did, and she was the lirst
to rebel. Like our forefathers, we all re¬
belled, and we got whipped just like they
didn't.
Now we've all got back into the old

Union, and are doing our level best lo
forgr-t and Torsive and rally around the
old flag, and raise liberty-poles and shoot
up the Fourth of July with powder-guns,
but they won't let. us. They keep pegging
away at our treason and calling us traitors
and rebels, and appropriating all the pa¬
triotism. and won't allow us to have any,
and so we are getting so we don't care a

dogon a'»out it. and it is a powerful strain
to git up a Fourth of July sensation with
any boom to it. Sugar isa good thing, but
you can't make a game child eat it by
whippin' of him. Says I to rny friend
Rawlins, ''I sec you are raisin' a liberty-
pole here in Romp, and are going to elevate
the stars and stripes."
" Yes," says he, ''some of 'cm arc, but I

ain't. 1 used to love the old flag; but
they've been tryin so long to stutl'the darn
thing down my throat with a ramrod that it
makes roe sick at the stomach to look at it.
They begun it fifteen years ago, and have
kept it up ever since. They look upon
loyalty as a medicine for us to take ; and
we keep takin of it all the time and hol-
lorin hurra for the Union, and they cuss
round and swear we didn't take it or

hadent swallered it, and was goln to spit it
out or throw it up, and so we have to take
some more, and keep takin it until, by gol¬
ly, we are all sallivated.dad blast em. We
had a post commandant here in '6.3.a fur-
riner. a sort of Frenchy Span yard or

Spanish Frenchvard, I am not certain
which, and his name was Captain De hi
Me:<a. Well, he stretched a Hag across the
sidewalk to make our faiks walk under it,
but they wouldn't do it. When the women
got most to it they just stepped out in t tie
street and walked round. Then the old
Spanish dirt-dauber made a bigger one and
stretched it clean across the street, and our

folks had to go clean round the square. 1
wish Thornton had have cut his throat
when he had a chance, for the old villen
was never satisfied unless lie had some of
our people under arrest. You see, he went
out to Thornton's house with a couple of
Dutchmen to arrest him and make him
pay some money to a nigger he
didn't owe, and Thornton had been
robbed of everything and was about to
perish to death anyhow, and it made bim
so mad be seized the blue-coated devil by
the throat and backed him up against the
side ol the house and opened bis big jack-
knife with his teeth, and would have killed
bim if he hadn't begged for his life so pite-
ously. Them Dutch soldiers threw down
their gnus and ran two miles without stop¬
ping.well, he never botheri-d Thornton

anymore. No, sir; I'm like William Tell
about that flag, l'nl not going to take off
mv hat to it narrv time, until they let us

alone. Why, I can't take up a newspaper
that aint got some devilish lie or insult in

it, and its looks like all the patriotism that
was ever in me has dried up and blown

away." .

Now, what's to be done about it. I would
like to harmonize ray friend Rawlins, and
reconstruct him, but I don't believe I can

do it. SomAow or other he gets the ad¬
vantage of me in the argument, and 1 don't
know what to say next. I wish you would
get some reconstructed statesman or otfis-
holder to fix me up a little speech for such
folks as Rawlins, wnd I'll try him again
about the next 4'Jn of July. If the Demo¬
crats elect their President uext year it will
help things powerfully. 1 believe we can

harmonize the women on that.
