Views Afoot.By Two Richmond Boys.
FRJEDEuiCKSBuna, July 9, 1879.

Dear Dispatch: At 8:45 P. M. on July
4th two young men of Richmond set out on
a tramp. The general opinion of their
friends was that they were lunatics!. In
fact, one young lady ran across t he street to
the house of a friend, and called out, 4<0b,
C . your friend Mr. B has gone
crazy; he's going to walk to Staunton,
and I think he'd better stay there.'' In
spite* of these forebodings, we set
out, as I have stated, intending to spend
the night about five miles from Richmond.
It was on our way out that wo really
learned that it was the glorious Fourth.
Two negroes, whose patriotism was very
ardent, were having a fight, and we heard
otic call out, " Ye?, you may choke uie all
night, but you shan't impose on me.'' I
will leave the readers of the Dispatch to
reconcile that statement. After being hos¬
pitably entertained at Dr. Norwood's, wc
woke up to find *it was raining. But
between showers we managed to get
over to Urookhill. Here we spent a de¬
lightful hour, and then the rain having
censed we started out. in earnest, loaded
with apricots, which made a delicious des¬
sert to our lunch. When wc reached the
Chickahominy we stopped to take a Lath in
its sluggish, sombre, but historic stream.
Very much refreshed, we again set out, and
bv taking it easily.resting and bathing our
feet occasionally.we reached General
Wick ham's a little before 7. Wc spent Sun¬
day here, attending church in AshJaud.
How much we enjoyed it I need not say, for
many arc the people of Richmond who have
experienced that open-handed hospitality
which is dispensed nowhere more liberally
than at Hickory Hill. Here we cut stout
hickory stick?, and on Monday morning wc
were lauded across the Pamunkey by Gene¬
ral Wickbnm to save u* a long detour. Pur-
suing our usual plan oi bathing (this time
in the 3Iattaponi) and resting, we reached
the elegant and hospitable abode or Hon.
Daniel Dejarnetle. We had intended to go
further that day, but his cordial invitation
to remain with him was too strong to be re¬
sisted. His conversation on the events of
the day was a rare treat .to us both, for
though he has not been recently in public
life, he keeps fully abreast with the times.
But I mubt not omit to mention some¬

thing that we saw shortly before we got to
his hou-c. Turning a little oil' the road, wc
came to a tall brick dwelling, built in tbe
form of across, with high gables and lat¬
tice windows, which had evidently been a

place of note. But the porch was sinking
and falling away, the shutters were hang¬
ing loose, the beautiful box shrubbery was

completely overgrown with rose-bushes and
weeds, calling to mind the line,

'-Change and decay in all around I foe."
We learned that it had been built by Robert
Drjarnctte, Esq., but had been bought du¬
ring the war by Stuart, of the salt-works,
and that he had let it out to tenants without
ever coming to see it or taking care of it.
Roiling a cordial invitation from Mr. De-
jarnette to spend the day with him, and let
him send us to Fredericksburg, we again
took up the march, and reached Bowling
Green about 10 o'clock. It is much neater
and prettier than most court-house towns
in Virginia that it has been our lot to see.
"We stopped in the post-oflice tosendotl'some
postal-card*, and it happened to be the time
of the arrival of the mail. Scene: On one

side of the store two solitarv individuals in
grav blouses trimmed with blue, long
sticks, wide hats, and well-filled satchels;
on the other. 'a whole row of villagers,
with eyes fixed intently on the above-men¬
tioned pair, and cars attentive to the con¬

versation they were carrying on with one

or two gentlemen whose acquaintance they
had tnnde. "We felt like Caleb and Joshua
ranged against the whole congrega¬
tion of Israel. We did not stop long
here, but pressc-d on. After taking a bath
in Mill run we were caught in a slight
rain. As it was very light we did not stop
until we came to a sheltered spring, where
we stopped and ate our lunch. Leaving
bore, it soon began to rain hard," and we

sought shelter under the shed of a negro
cabin. Here tve took out a volume of Lu-
cian and read a dialogue, being, I suppose,
the first time that Greek ever was or will
be read under that roof. The occupants
seemed to think we were "conjuring"
them, for thergot out a little Sunday-school
book and began to look at it very diligently
to keep otr the evil spell.
Fearing lest my letter has been already

too long, I must pass on, barely mentioning
Old Grace church, the headquarters of Gen¬
eral I>. II. Hil', and the beautiful view of
the Rappahanock Valley, with tbe spires of
Fredericksburg to the right, and a glimpse
of the distant Blue Ridge to the left. We
stopped at the beautiful home of Dr.
Bruce Morton, who, with his lovely wife,
made our stay very delightful. His farm
is one of the very finest we have
seen, and he keeps it in the most

perfect order. In the morning we

went a short distance down the river
to Belvidere, the former home of 31 rs. Gene¬
ral Wickbam, now occupied by Mr. Boul-
ware, the father of the rising lawyer of that
name in Richmond.* Here we had a beauti¬
ful view of the Rappahannock. Retracing
our steps and stopping to bid our kind hosts
good-bye, we walked on through the once

battle-scarred but now smiling fields, teem¬

ing with rich crops, until we came safely
into this famous old town. I will not say
anything about the town, because, ' that
being on the railroad, you know all
about it ; but if a person wishes to study a

country and see really what it is he must
take it afoot. not even horseback docs as

well. So far ali the woful predictions of
our friends have failed. Wc stepped into
Fredericksburg, after our walk of eighty
miles, countiug detours, feeling better than
when we left Richmond. Wc venture to

sav that "tbe languid swell" feels much
better to-dny than the witty young lady
who dubbed him so feels tossing on the
ocean. There are many other items of in¬
terest that I could' mention, but my letter
has much exceeded my original intention.

How to Preserve ITeilth..rSpeclal to
the Baltimore American.}.Jtfew rork, July
9..-Steps .were taken to-day by. the tfoard of
Health to combat diseases ol all kinds tbat
are apt to visit the city and swelf the daath-
rtite in the summer. The city was. divided
fnto fifty districts below One-ITundred-aud-
Tenth street, to. each one of wblcb que of
fifty physicians, already appointed for sani¬
tary service, was afesjffned. Each doctor is
required to visit aft the apartments of each
tenement-house in' bis' district' as often as
possible, and where tbere are sick children
found without medtcal attendance, to sup¬
ply them with medicines furnished by the-
Henlth fftpartraent if the families cannot
afford to ouy then), and to give free medical
advice, .The death-rate in. this city ba3
alarmingly increased in the last few weeks,
and the plan to-day adopted will, it is be¬
lieved, check it. Numerous druggists have
volunteered to put up prescriptions given
by vlsitln.2 physiaians at the cost-price of
drugs. Tire sanitary corps will distribute
to the parents of sick children tickets for
the floating hospital of St. John's Guild.
Additional fruit and meat inspectors have
also been appointed.

[Cincinnati
Commercial, 91 li.].Tbat vivid flash of light-
uiug, accompanied by a crash of thunder,
yesterday morning at 8 o'clock, took efl'ect
in the residence of Mr. George Aloe^sen-
xer, draijsown in toe Auditor's office, who
lives in 'a two-story brick on Belvidere
street, Avondale, near the northeast corner
of the Zoological Garden.

ductive* work. I am an old man.I am

seventy-seven years of age; but thanks to
III in who orders all t bines, I feel myself
still capable of continuing the struggle, and
so long as 1 have breath I will combat war;
I will defend our common cause. the cause
of labor and peace." Victor Hugo's re¬

ception of the delegates was most cordial.
To the secretary he presented his portrait
Inscribed with the following words : For
me. above the peoples, there is the people,
and above the people there is man. 1 thank
you for your noble words, and grasp your
hand."

Narrow Escape from a Serioi*s Fire..
About 5 o'clock yesterday morning the po¬
liceman on Carv street near Eleventh dis¬
covered smoke issuing from the bark-mill
in the basement of Snydcr'ti large brick
building, at the northwest corner of Gary
and Eleventh streets.
