Prof. Seeley, in his "Lite and Times of
Stein," takes from one of Arndt's works
respecting the eyes ol two great men. ° Be
it here said once tor all," observes Arndt,
<*in answer to those who always come out
with the finest white skin and the bluest
silver-clear eyea as the jrenuine mark ol
nobleness and genius in a man,' that the two

greatest Germans of the nineteenth century,
Goethe and Stein, observed tbe world from
brown eyes; though there was this differ¬
ence, that tbe Goetbean eye, broad and
open, looked rather down ior the most part
with such radiance upon all around, and
upon people, while Stein's eye, smaller and
keener, rather gleamed tban shone, and at
times very fiercely flashed. Usually it ex¬

pressed friendliness and honesty, but when
be was in serious or positive angry mood
it was capable of flashing in a formidable
manner. Tbe most mischievous eyes in
women are brown, accordingly to experts.
They are all-powerful, are the eyes of
women, whatever their color.-blue, or

black, or brown, or hazel, or chestnut, or

ofjiv, or greeu. Becky Shap had green
eyes, and they did immense execution.
Velvet^ violet eyes are singularly beautiful)
but 'tis said they do not wear well, and
wash badly. Byes should wash well, con¬

sidering bow much tbey have to do with
tears. Yellow eyes are not more common

tban vellow diamonds, and tbey rank
among eyes about as high as yellow dia¬
monds rank among diamond?. They are

more numerous among men tban among
women, and novelists give tbem to peculiar
descriptions oi their villains.the lazj,
dreamv sort of vilhans, who, however, cau

fire up on occasion, and become the \cr-

rie^t dcviJs of destruction. They are often
riven to tbe snake, but we have seen eyes
in snakes that were anything but yellow,
and «naky eves in human heads that were

cf the deepest black. White eyes are dead
eye«, so far as expression goes, and remind
the observer of fish .at the market; but in
moments of passion they become quite as

expressive as eyes ever should be. Com¬
monly, thev convey the expression of blind¬
ness, as well as of moral feebleness.
Touching tbe color of the eyes, it should

be born in mind that the same word has
different meanings at different period.?.
One of the heaviest, and therefore the most
accurate, of the Sbakspearean commenta¬
tors- for it is tbe rule with the many that no

brilliant roan can be accurate, and no accu¬

rate man brilliant-assures us that " wbat
we now call blue eyes were in Sbakspeare's
time callcd gray, and were considered as emi¬
nently beautiful." Heavenly blue we assume
to be meant the real azure or true blue,
upon which the celestials are supposed to
have the strongest claim, as tbat has upon
them tbe strongest claim in return. Cooper,
in one of bis novels, when describing two

young women, observes : " One peculiar
charm was common to both : and it is a

charm, though the strongest instance I ever

saw of it in my life was hi Italy, that may
be said to belong almost exclusively to the
Anglo-Saxon race; I mean that expression
of the countenance which so eminently be¬
tokens femioine purity and feminine ten¬
derness united.the look which artists love
to impart to the faces of angels. Each of
the girls had much or this; and I suppose it
was principally owing to their heavenly blue
eyes. L doubt if any woman with black or
hazel eyes, notwithstanding all the brillian-
cv of 'their beauty, ever possessed this
charm in the higher degree." The
lower animals often have most expressive
eves that are intensely beautiful, being of a

beauty that endures, perhaps, because they
do not suffer from the moral wear. and tear
of the passions and the appetites; and yet
tho«e animals suffer much from the perse¬
cutions and cruellies of man.- .Fear and
fierceness belong to such eyes in perfec¬
tion ; fear because the lives of the feebler
animals are passed In almost constant ter¬

ror, and fiercencss because the bolder ani¬
mals are ever on guard against attack, or

are searching for food. What can be more

pathetic than the appealing look of a

timid spaniel that is ill-used, or that is look-
in'' tor its lost lord? Wbat fiercer than the
eyes of a fighting jjnimal at bay V
The theory is becoming common that, in

itself, the eye is nothing, and that what we

ccll i's exnressiou comes entirely from its
surroundings, it* setting, as we may say.
We were inclined to laugh at this when brst
we heard of it; but having read the argu¬
ments made in its support, it strikes us as

being a shrewd view or the eye, and its
position and purpose. Wbutis^ meant by
the surrounding*" of the eye is best ex¬

plained by a passage in Hawthorne's Italian
.« ^ote-Books," in which he mentions a

conversation he had with Powers, the
sculptor. '* Speaking of human eyes, he ob¬
served that tbey did not depend for their
expression upon color, nor upon any light
of tbe soul beaming through them, nor

any glow of the eyeball, nor upon anything
bnt the form and action of tbe surrounding
muscles. He illustrates it by saying that if
the eye of a wolf, or of whatever fiercer
animal, could be placed in another setting
it would be found -capable of the utmost
gentleness of expression. 4 You yourself,'
said be. * have a very bright ana sharp look
Sometimes; but It is not in the eye jtselt.'
Bi# own eyes, as I could have sworn, were
glowing all the time he spoke; and, remem¬
bering bow many times 1 have seemed to see
eves glow and blaze and flash and sparkle and
melt and soften, and how all poetry is illumi¬
nated with the light of ladies' eyes, and how
many people have been smitten by the light¬
ning of an eye, whether in love or anger, it
was difficult to allow that all this subtlest
and keenest lire is illusive, not even phos¬
phorescent, and that any other jelly in the
same socket would serve as well as the
brightest eye. Nevertheless, he must be
right ; of course be must, and I am rather
ashamed ever to have thought other¬
wise. Where should the light come
from ? Has a man a flame inside of
Ins head? Does his spirit manifest it¬
self in the semblance o! flame? The
moment we think of it the absurdity be¬
comes evident. I am not quite sure, how¬
ever, that the outer surface of tbe eye may
not reflect more light in some states of feel¬
ing than others; tbe state of health certain¬
ly has an influence of this kind." Haw¬
thorne somewhere says of Webster, " If his
eves had uot been in such deep caverns,
their fire would not have looked as bright."
