The mine is being flooded now,
but with a poor pro?pect of overc uing
the flumes, which gained considerable head¬
way during the night, and now endanger
the workings of the Continental and Hazel
Dell mines, which are only divided from
the burning vein by a pillar of coal thirty
feet thick.

TRAPES.
London, July 10..In Burn lev 5,995

looms are idle out of 33,000,.and 307,870 spin¬
dles out of 900,yOO. In Blackburn district
11,300 looms are idle out of 52,000; 84,000
spiudles are working on short time, and
48,000 stopped altogether. In Charley
district 1.000 looms, owned by two firms,
sue working on short time. Nearly twenty
other ti 1*013 are running part of their ma¬

chinery on short tune. Several have
stopped entirely. In Bury district both
the woollen and cotton trades arc very de¬
pressed. The average time of working in
woollen manufactories is only four days out
of the week, and 400,000 spindles and 372
looms are working on short time.
